*nv part of our attention from 
jur own job in order to engage 
m projects which are properly 
the functions of the American 
Red Cioss, the United Service 
Organizations, or other groups. 

"This does" not, of course, mean 
that we of the B. W. R. S., as 
individuals, will not want to en­
gage in both types of work. Ob­

our Committees throughout the 
counti y indicates a determination 
that neither shsdl be neglected.

duction after Feb. 15. Last year 
approximately 80,000 withholding 
•returns, invohing 53,500.000 in 
taxes, were filed by 8,000 em­
ployers. • 

INO extension of time was grant­
ed for the tiling of "information-
at-the-source" returns, referred to 
as Form 105, due on or before 
Feb. 15. The Tax Law requires ail 
employers, individual as well as 
corporate and partnership, to fil-= 
information returns. These re­
turns state the names, addresses, 
and wages or .salary, of- uvciy un­
married employee paid more than 
•fl.000 a year and every marricu 
employee paid more than ?2,C00 u 
year.

"If we turn to our military

yes of an enemy may sometimes 

profit by our lib-erajity-ti ustinjr

he native spirit of our citizens. 
In education, while our rivals 
from their vei y cradles, by a pain­
ful -discipline seek after manli-
iie.?s, at Atiwns we live as we 
please and yet a r e just as ready 
is th?y are to meet every real 
danger.
