Hundreds of St. Lawrencs county farmers 
V ho never before have made an income tax re­
turn,, will do so this year under the new law 
vhich requires that a return be filed by all single 
rereons who have taken in a gross of $750 dur-

• ;.ig the yaar and by all married persons, who 
live taken in $1,500. Whether he lias made a 
j'relit or not, the farmer must file the income tax 
i turn. The obligation to make the return and 
t-i pay such taxes as it shows to be due, is one 
vhich every American farmer will accept as a 
l itriotic duty to his country. 'But even though 
• ita filing-of an income tax report is a task, 
which the farmer accepts with patriotic cbeer-
i'tfteess, it is also one which may be burdensome 

, snd a cause of worry, particularly to those who 
must fill out the blanks this year for the first 
time. 

The farmer faces a far more complicated 
c counting task than does the citizen whose in­
come is in salary or wages. To make his income 
t. ̂  «»nort he must have complete financial rec­
ords showing not only all items of income but 
r 1 expenses as well, for many farm expenses 
nay be deducted from income thus rsducing the

THOSE GREEN TAGS! 

FIRES IN WAR TIME 

We refer now to those U. *S. Internal Rev-
jnue luxury tags for all automobiles, costing 
$2.09, which the government required in a 
conspicuous place on all cars by February 1, and 
again July 1, the tax will be $5.00 for the same 
purpose. 

The question at this time is this: "Has the 
government checked" detajls fully before placing 
Jaese green luxury tags on sale?" The gummed 
labels lack any serial number whatever to idea-
ify the purchaser or owner_of the automobile on 

which it is placed. The card with the person's 
name and address, which is sent to headquar­
ters at. the time it is purchased, likewise lacks 
my identifying number. It meTsly certifies that 
.he person has purchased a label. The gum on 
the labfl was placed on the wrong side to permit 
oasting on the inside of windshields unless, paste 
was provided. 

But most important of all, without these 
identifying numbers or marks, is the temptation 
for those who would dare to remove the labels 
from cars and place them onto their own. This 
is happening, it is understood, and it is an un­
fortunate practice, but a temptation, which has 
been opened up, since the green label is the re­
quirement to pass inspection if stopped by an 
.officer. 

Only last Sunday evening, a case is known 
where a label was removed from a car, which 
was parked for a time in this village.- The mat­
ter was immediately reported to the local police 
and the car owner inquired, "What should be the 
procedure.". The officer, replied, "I am unable 
to tell you. We have no information whatever 
and we have learned that similar cases have hap­
pened elsewhere. All that I can say is, that you 
have sent your card to headquarters, which is a 
record that you have purchased a ticket." 

A report is current that in a certain city in 
the state 90,000 cars are registered, but as the 
zero hour neared for the purchase of the green 
labels, only 50,000 had been purchased. The 
green labels therefore, present a question at this 
time. The experience is perhaps something that 
will' be corrected before the luxury tax is due 
again.

CANADA RATIONS GASOLINE 

Rationing of gasoline in Canada may be the 
forerunner of a similar program to be placed in 
effect in the United States within the future 
months. While government officials have made 
no announcement of any proposed plan for gas 
rationing, it is admitted in certain quarters that 
in the east where an attempt at rationing was 
made last summer the situation'is not as good as 
before. 

This is due primarily to the sinking of 
tankers by enemy U-boats and the-diversion' of 
such vessels for other war service. Whatever 
action is. taken, it is definite the American people 
will unite behind the cause. 

In Canada automobile users will be allowed 
between 300 and 38Q gallons of gasoline a year 
for non-essential driving when the rationing 
program becomes effective oft April 1. With this 
amount- of gasoline for each motorist, traveling 
can still be done for 5,000 or 5,400 miles a year. 
However, it is pointed out that there is no guar­
antee there will be no further cut. 

The ruling in Canada affects 1,125,000 ve­
hicles and owners will receive ration coupon 
books. They will also be required to obtain a 
gasoline privilege registration license good for 
one year. 

While there is no restriction on the sale fd 
gasoline, local dealers in Potsdam as well aj 
other villages and cities have continued the clon­
ing at night as a patriotic measure.. Only one 
dealer has refused to cooperate in Potsdam.
