The reason for 
the two-year note is to permit a 
taxpayer, if he so desires, to begin 
saving in January of one year and 
continue through that year to save

year. 

All notes are sold at par and 
accrued interest. When presented 
in payment of income taxes they 
will be received at par and ac­
crued interest up to and including 
the month in which such taxes aro 
paid. Interest will not acerue be­
yond the maturity of the notes. Ic 
not presented in payment of in­
come taxes, they will be redeemed 
for cash under certain specified 
conditions at the purchase price 
paid for the notes. In other words, 
the taxpayer, if he redeems th<-
notes for cash, gets back j u s t t h v 
amount he paid.
