When 
making pie be sure your1, crust is 
light and flaky; a good Crust in­
sures full appreciation for\the fill-
ingand a good pie brightens up the 
dullest dinner. 

Jelly Pie 
2 cups milk 
2 eggs 
5 tablespoons instant tapioca 
4 tablespoons sugar 
1-4 teaspoon salt 
1-2 teaspoon vanilla 
1-2 cup shredded coconut 
1 cup currant or apple jelly 

Scald milk in a double boiler, 
add tapioca, mixed with sugar and 
salt. Cook until tapioca is trans­
parent. Remove from fire and add 
well beaten egg yolks. Return to 
double boiler and cook until mix­
ture thickens. Add coconut and 
vanilla. Cool. Fill baked pie shell 
with mixture and spread a layer of 
jelly about 1-8 inch thick. Fold 2 
tablespoons of sugar in well beaten 
jgg whites. Spread over pie 
Brown in oven and serve cold. 

Sour Cream Fruit Pie 
Fill- an unbaked pie crust with 

jliced canned or fresh peaches or 
rfrn^at any other canned or fresh 
fruit. Blend together 1 cup of 
sugar (for fresh fruit) 1-2 cup for 
canned fruit. Add 1 cup of thick, 
freshly soured cream and mix with 
4 tablespoons of flour. Pour over 
the fruit. Arrange strips of pastry 
lattice fashion over the pie. Sprin­
kle generously with sugar and 
cinnamon. Bake in an oven 500 
degrees_ foir 15 minutes, then re­
duce the heat to 380 • degrees and 
continue cooking until firm and 
nicely browned. Cool before serv­
ing. 

Honey Peach Cobbler 
G peaches 
1-2 teaspoon cinnamon 
1-4 cup honey 
2 teaspoons butter 

Prepare peaches (or use canned 
fruit). Place in bottom of indi­

vidual baking dishes, add the hon­
ey, sprinkle with cinnamon and dot 
with butter. 

Top Crust 
1 cup flour 
1-2 teaspoons baking powder 
1-4 teaspoon salt 
2 teaspoons sugar 
2 tablespoons fat 

Sift flour, baking powder, salt, 
and sugar together. Cut in fat, 
add milk to make dough soft 
enough to drop from a spoon. Di­
vide into 6 equal parts, dropping 
it lightly on the fruit. Bake in 
an oven 360 degrees until fruit is 
tender and crust is brown. Serve 
with cream.
