Mrs. L. N. Belyea, knitting chair­
man of the Potsdam British War 
Relief Society submitted the fol­
lowing list of articles made by 
groups from Jan. 24, 1941 to Jan. 
1, 1942. Some of the out of town 
units did not begin work until late 
in the year. Knitted garments 
completed by Potsdam la'dies were: 
20 long sleeved men's sweaters, 
56 sleeveless men's sweaters, 87 
single scarfs, 17 double scarfs, 1 
neck muff, 4 cap mufflers, 30 pr. 
men's mittens, 8 pr. steerta* 
gloves, 85 pr. men's socks, 28 pr. 
seaboot stockings, 119 pr. thumb-
Tess mittens, 5 helmets wi th 'ear -
flaps, 1 turtle neck sweater, 21 pr. 
pitt mittens—making a total of 482 
garments for Potsdam. 

Our Southville unit made: 40 pr. 
mittens, 3 pr. socks, 7 H. A. P . 
scarfs, 5 double scarfs, 1 neck muff, 
4 cap mufflers, 3 sleeveless sweat­
ers, 1 long sleeved sweater, 3 pr. 
seaboot stockings—making a total 
of 67 garments. 

The Norfolk unit turned in the 
following garments last, year : 1 
pr. seaboot stockings, 3 R. A. P. 
scarfs, 4 double scarfs, 2 men's 
sleeveless-sweaters, 10 pr. men's 
socks, 2 pr. men's mittens—which 
makes a total of 22 garments made 
by Norfolk.

Many 
of the auxiliary, units did not bc-

'they have remarkable showings up 
to the first of the year and are 
now continuing their good work. 

For Red Cross 
The housewife who knits for the 

armed forces should save all odds 
and ends of unused yarn and re­
turn them with the finished gar-
men to her Red Cross chapter. 

In order to clear up eonfusior 
among knitters created by reporti 
of a growing scarcity of wool, a re 
sponsible Red Cross official reveal 
ed today that it may ultimately bej 
come necessary to ration woo| 
among Red Cross chapters. OtheU 

.officials, pointing out that the 
country normally (produces only 
about 500,000,000 pounds against 
the 1,000,000,000 pounds used in 
1941, believe it later might even be 
necessary to stop home jcnitting.__ 

So fai' no halt has been p u t . t o 
knitting activities. Red Cross chap 
ters can and will continue to-bu; 
wool for knitting. 

The Red Cross, in collaboration' 
with the Army and Navy, is mak­
ing an estimate of the amount of 
wool it will need during the next 
year. That figure will be sent to 
the War Production Board arid the 
requirement fitted in with other 
defense needs. ' What the ultimate 
result will be is not known. 

To arrive at the ultimate figure 
it will be necessary for the armed 
forces to determine how many, 
home-knitted garments will be 
needed. This will be affected by 
the number likely to serve in a 
cold climate. The amounts allocat­
ed to the Red Cross will be a close­
ly guarded secret to keep from, the 
enemy any clew on how many 
Americans are in the fighting 
forces and where they may be as­
signed. 

The Red Cross, on the basis, of 
studies already made, will then al­
locate the number of garments to 
be made by chapters in each of the 
various par ts of the country. 

Just now knitters can help t h e 
situation by finishing work on hand 
a s quickly as convenient. 

In turn the government and the 
Red Cross a re co-operating to get 
the knitted garments,-to organiza­
tions needing them as rapidly as 
possible. They are forwarded only 
in response to requests by com­
manding officers.

700 Work on-
New Plants 

Seven hundred men are now 
employed on the construction of 
the two new aluminum plants in 
Massena, and when the plants 
reach full operating schedules 
early next fall, it is expected 
3,000 men will .be engaged in the 
work. 

The government is building a 
reduction plant and the ALCOA 
is erecting a new blooming mill 
Both projects are under super­
vision of the aluminum company 
and officials estimate 1,000 con­
struction worker's will be on_/thc 
iob before the two plants "arc-
finished. 

At the present time, approxi­
mately 2,000 workers are commut­
ing 20 miles or more to work at 
the Massena plant, according t» 
David A. Rockerfeller, assistant 
regional director of the Defense 
Health and Welfare services 
When tiro and automobile ration­
ing begins to take more wide­
spread effect, the problems of the 
commuters will become more 
acute and a demand for housing 
facilities will rise. 

Already 700 housing units hav= 
been scheduled for Massena, 100 
demountable duplex houses and 
500 permanent houses, but i t -ap-
nears this number will be made-
luate when the two plants start 
iperation.
