On February 14, 15 and 16 in 
New York State outsido of New 
York City, and on February 15 
and 16 in New York City, every 
male person, citizen or alien, in the 
United States between the ages of 
20 and 44 inclusive, who has not 
heretofore registered, must register 
with a Selective Service Local 
Board. 
. Brigadier General Ames T. 
Brown, New York State Director of 
Selective Service, stated t h a t this 
will include men who have attain­
ed their twentieth birthday on or 
before December 31 , 1941 and have 
not reached their forty-ftfth birth­
day on February 16, 1942. This 
nreans t h a t a man who becomes 45 
on February 16 shall register; ?i 
nis 45th birthday comes a day 
later he is not required to register 
on February 16 b u t will do so a t 
a later time when men 18-20 and 
45-65 will register. 

General Brown warned t h a t pos­
sible, and'even probable, deferment 
is no excuse for not registering. 
Every man, whether citizen or 
alien, within the- age bracket must 
register. 

they consult with their command­
ing officers if they have any doubt 
about their status. . 

Clergymen and theological stu­
dents must register although they 
are exempt'from military training 
and service. 

General Brown also stated tha t 
all Federal and State officials, other 
than those specified above, must 
register although certain of them 
are exempt from training and serv­
ice. See 5 (c) 1, of the Selective 
Training and Service Act of 194Q, 
provides tha t : The Vice President 
of the United States, the Governors 
of the several States and Terri­
tories, members of the legislative 
bodies of the United States and of 
the several States and Territories, 
judges of the courts of record of 
the United States and of the sev­
eral States and Territories and the 
District of Columbia, shall, while 
holding such offices, be deferred 
from training and service under 
this Act in the land and naval forc­
es of the United States. In an 
amendment to the Act approved 
December 20, 1941, the words "and 
all -other- State officials chosen by 
the voters of the entire State" were 
inserted after the word "Gover­
nors." 

Approximately 162,000 m a l e r e s -

the-city of New York will be reg­
istered in the 20 and 21-year-old 
age group on February 14, 15' and 
16th, Brigadier General Ames T. 
Brown, New York State Director of 
Selective Service, announced today. 

National Selective Service Head­
quarters anticipates a total regis­
tration in Continental United 
States of about 9,000,000 men be­
tween the age's of 20 and' 45 years, 
the General has been advised, and 
of these about 1,650,000 will be in 
the 20 and 21-year-old group. 

It also is estimated that around 
7,350,000 in the 36 to 44-year-old 
group will be registered through­
out the United States in February, 
together with some in the 21 to 36-
year-old groups who were unable 
or mcglected to register a t the 
two previous registrations. 

The age groups to be registered 
on February 14, 15 and 16th include 
all men not previously registered 
who have attained their twentieth 
birthday on December 31,1941, and 
who have not reached their sforty-
fi'fth birthday 6n February 16, 
1942; t ha t is All unregistered males 
resident in the United Sta tes who 
were born between February 17, 
1897 and December 21, 1921.

The only men between the ages 
of 20 and 45 who will not be re­
quired to register with Selective 
Service on the Third Registration 
Day, Brigadier General Ames T.

"This exemption from registra­
tion includes commissioned officers; 
warrant officers,' pay clerks, and 
enlisted men of the Regular Army, 
the Navy, the Marine Corps, the 
Coast Guard, the Coast and Geo­
detic Survey, the Public Health 
Service, the federally recognized 
active National Guard, the Officers' 
Reserve Corps, the Regular Army 
Reserve, the Enlisted Reserve 
Corps, the Naval Reserve, the 
Marine Corps Reserve, cadets o t 
the United States Military Acad­
emy and the United States Coast 
Gifeird Academy, midshipmen of 
the United States Naval Academy, 
men who have been accepted for 
admittance to the three academies, 
cadets of the advance course, senior 
division, Reserve Officers' Training 
Corps or Naval Reserve Officers' 
Training Corps, and members of 
the Coast Guard Reserve other 
than temporary members; and 
diplomatic representatives, techni­
cal attaches of foreign embassies 
and legations, consuls general, con­
suls, vice consuls and consular 
agents of foreign countries, rcsid-
ingJnJ .he United States, and who 
have not declared their intention to 
become citizens of the United 
States. 

"^However, it should be borne in 
mind t h a t any m a n exempt -from 
registration who changes his 
status to a non-exempt class must 
register immediately thereafter." -

Corps, General Brown suggested
