Farmers to File 
Income Tax 

Many farmers will be liable for 
filing income tax returns and pay­
ment of t ax for I h e first time this 
year. The term "farmers" includes 
livestock raisers, fruit and truck 
growers, and operators of planta­
tions and ranches. 

Farmers may maintain their rec­
ords and file their returns of in­
come on either the cash receipts 
and disbursements basis or on the 
accrual basis of accounting. A 
consistent method must, however, 
be employed. If a cash basis is 
used, Form 1040F, "Schedule of 
Farm Income and Expenses," is 
required to be filled out and riled 
in conjunction with Form 1040. 

Deductions from gross income 
may be made by farmers as neces­
sary expenses, all amounts expend­
ed (other than those constituting 
capital expenditures) in carrying 
on the business of farming. De­
ductions for expenses include such 
items as cost of feeding and rais­
ing livestock (except the value of 
farm produce grown upon the 
farm and the labor of the tax­
payer) ; cost of seed, minor repairs 
to farm buildings (other than the 
dwelling of the farmer)'; small 
tools used up in the course of a"| 
"year or two; fuel and oil used for 
farm work; repairs and mainten­
ance of farm machinery; hired la­
borers and hired machines, - and 
cost of commercial fertilizers the 
benefit of which is of short dura­
tion. 

The cost of farm machinery, 
equipment and farm buildings; 
amounts expended in the develop­
ment of farms, orchards and 
ranches, .as well as the amounts ex­
pended in the restoration of soil 
fertility preparatory to actual pro­
duction of crops and the cost of 
liming soil to increase productive­
ness over a period of years, are 
capital expenditures. 

Losses incurred in the operation 
of farms as business enterprises are 
deductible from gross income. If 
livestock has been purchased for 
any purpose, and afterwards dies 
from diseuse, exposure or injury, 
or is killed by order of the au­
thorities of a State or the United 
States, the actual purchase price 
of such livestock, less any depreci­
ation allowable as a deduction in 
respect of such perished livestock, 
mayjbe; deducted as a loss if the 
loss is not compensated for by in­
surance or otherwise. 

If gross income is ascertained by 
the use of inventories, no deduction 
can be taken separately for live­
stock or products lost during the 
year.

ARE YOU A STENOGRAPHER?" 

. The 'Government needs stenog­
raphers for National defense. One 
is prone to think of National de­
fense in terms of soldiers, sailors 
and marines. But there a re many 
types of defense work behind the 
lines. A large army of civilian 
personnel is now on duty as steng-
raphers in the Government service 
to take the dictation of t he thou­
sands of executives and adminis­
trative officers, and transscribe it 
into typewritten documents. Som.j 
of this material is of last ing im­
portance; Some of it will se t into 
motion Government events of his­
torical consequence. 

I t is estimated that the Govern­
ment has approximately 85,000 
stenographers, typists and secre­
taries on the payroll. Many young 
men and women are responding to 
the call. Thousand? more a r e need­
ed. 

Aside from the present emerg­
ency, the opportunities for stenog­
raphers in the Government serv­
ice are favorable. Good stenog­
raphers are always in demand. The 
positions pay $1,440 a year to start , 
with a good chance for advance­
ment to positions of grea ter re­
sponsibility, such • a s . secretarial 
positions, in- the case of those who 
have the ability. 

The examination announced by 
the Civil Service Commission for 
stenographers is open until further 
notice. The examination consists 
solely of a dictation test of {H5 
words u minute and transcription of 
notes. All persons who can qualify 
are urged to apply now. 

The stenographer examinations 
are held a t several hundred cities 
throughout the United States . In 
order to arrange for greater con­
venience t o , applicants, the Com­
mission is planning to increase the 
number of places where the exam­
inations will be held. 

The proper application form may 
be obtained from the Secretary of 
the Board of U. S. Civil Service 
Examiners at any first or second-
class post office or from the U. S. 
Civil Service Commission a t Wash­
ington, D-. C.

"Another limitation to produc­
tion,, for which there is no justi­
fication, is the occasional refusal-
to use labor-saving- machinery. 
Curiously -enough, the organiza­
tions which oppose the introduc­
tion of such equipment also con­
tend strenuously for.shorter bonis 
of labor—two actions directly in 
opposition to each other. .Again 
it requires only -common sense to 
make it obvious that it is our 
labor-saving machinery, deyised 
by our scientists ami. engineers 
that has brought to nearly ever;. 
Arneiican family the automobile 
the radio and other luxuries 'ahu 
conveniences that a r e far les.= 
common in other lands. J n time 
of peace, there will inevitably 
arise debatable .questions affecting 
labor and industtyV but, when we 
are at war, any individual or 
group that hampers'essential pro­
duction in any way, or for any 
reason, is a legitimate Sieir to 
the mantle of Benedict Arnold. 

"One of the disturbing symp­
toms of the times is the differ­
ence to and the discouragement 
of the old-fashioned virtue of 
thrift. Our forefathers came to 
these snores with little property, 
but with courageous hearts .and 
strong arms.-and hewed out their 
farms and' their homes from the 
wilderness. I t was their pride to 
be self-supporting, and to accum­
ulate what""they would have "call­
ed a nest egg for a rainy day. As 
the country grew and prospered 
and became industrialized, these 
•nest eggs weie invested, either 
directly or' through savings banks 
and J if e .insurance-funds, and so 
supplied, ̂ the capital for our h r 
dustrial plants ' that today give 
employment to some 40,000/100 
workers. The sum icquired for 
buildings and machinery in this 
country averages $X,0(H)- p e r 
worker. "It is a common mistake 
to believe -that our industiies are 
owned by a few wealthy men. 
For example, to prove the error 
of this view, one company alone, 
the American Telephone and Tele­
graph Company, has 630,000 -stock 
holders, with an aveiage owner­
ship of only 30 shares. A gener­
ation ago the small investor could 
-ibtain 4 or 5 per cent on hi.-; 
savings in banks, or sound sec-ur-
ties. Today, many banks pay lesX 
han 2 per cent. This i eduction in 

interest rates may be explained 
•n par t by the fact that there 
'.re BO many tuxes,, restrictions,' 
ind regulations imposed • upon 
justness that there is little de­
mand for funds for new enter­
prises. * 

"While the restoration of p r o s ­
perity will pose- many economic 
iroblema, effective maintenance 
of national stiength and of our 
'.emocratic ideals requires also a 
spiritual regeneration. We need a 
Wronger quality of national un-
tyj. a keener sense of the respon­
sibilities of good citizenship. Un­
der the stress and peril of war 
we rally loyally to the common 
cause, and put country above, 
self, but when peace returns wo 
tend to coalesce into reetional or 
economic groups, jf not antagon­
istic, a t least or conflicting in­
terests. 

A tolitnrian government, >f (ho 
dictatorship be in able hands, 
makes possihl;. for a limited-time 
the maximum concentration of 
national effort upon a single ob­
jective, but nt the price of Klnv-
eiy for the people. Witness Kit 
German war machine. The old 
law of the survival of the fittest 

stiff holds, and if democraciof, ilI(1 

tu survive they must present 
counterpoise to this totalitarian <• 
tieioney in a puUiofie spirit i|..i 
will put the good of thr naii 
before the selfish udvitut.'i.i|.:, 
any section, class or pies.., .

will protect the r ights of the in-

ividual within our own bonier--. 
igainst exploitation by any group, 
ind against 'governmental favm-i-
ism to any class. 

"These a re only a few of th,. 
problems with which you must 
'earn to cope as you grow- in 
years -and in expeiience. Lose no 
opportunity to broaden your out-
look by reading through prnvolC-
ing books, by discussion, by..in­
nervation; and read or discn--
with a questioning, slightly skep­
tical mind. Demand to know tip 
reason why this or tha t is so. 

"life is before you. I t is n 
glorious adventure for him who 
has the' courage to be the captain 
of his soul. The years of life an-
not without limit, and this da\, 
or this week will not pass again. 
If you would reap the best that 
the world has to offer, avoid tin' 
second best. Be a credit to your­
self, an honor to your family, 
ahil- a loyal citizen to your coun­
try." 
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
