He was educated in 
Canada, and received his doctor 
of medicine from Queens univer-
sitj:. ,Hc later studied in Scotland 
anil.;' graduated from Edinburgh 
university in 1908. He came to 
Williamsburg June 1, 1909, and 
established his practice as ' a 
general practitioner, soon also be­
coming a specialist in bone man­
ipulation work. 

Remaining are his widow, the 
Cornier Blanche McGrucr of Dix-
ons Corners, Ont., whom he mar­
ried in 1915; three daughters, 
Miss Marian Locke, secretaty in 
the House of Commons, Ottawa; 
Miss Ruth Locke, student al 
Queens university; Miss" Margaret 
Loi he, student at Morrisburg 

Collegiate Institute and Parker A. 
Locke, student at the University 
of • Manitoba, Winnipeg, Mani­
toba. 

Funeral services were held on 
Monday.afternoon at St. Andrews 
United Church in Williamsburg.
