i f DRAFT REGISTRATION 

All men who come close to being within 
the amplified age range of 20 to 44 specified as 
i eing required to register for military service on 
February 14, 15 and-16, should conduct an ac­
curate "check-up the few remaining days before 
registration to see how they stand. Harsh pro­
visions are listed for failure to register, arid.those 
r.rovisions can be invoked irrespective of the 
i jason for failure of an eligible man to register. 
/ ccording to information from the selective sol­
's ice, comparitively few exceptions to the uni­
versal registration call exist. 

The 20 to 44 age grouping carries the in­
clusive provision at both ends. It means that any. 
man who actually attained his 20th birthday on 
or before Dec. 31,1941, and who has not j ^ h e d 
his 45th birthday by February 16, 1942, must 
i agister. Therefore, unless a man is actually 
less than 20 years or actually more than 45 years, 
ha must register., 

The safest way is to check up on birth cer­
tificates or other accurate evidence, because if .1 
man who is required to register fai's to do so, it 
\. ill be a matter not easily adjusted. 

Registration of the nation's men for mili­
tary service to more firmly strengthen this coun­
try in a period of greatest crisis will reach :< 
high figure this coming week-end. Every reg­
istration center will be crowded and there is good 
c-.surance that every center will be well supplied 
v/ith volunteer workers to assist in this import-
-»:it registration. • • • 

It is interestingat thi§~time to note ths value 
of Home Defense Brigade Training, as a basic 
training in preparation for service in the armed 
forces. Potsdam has accomplished a great deal 
in this preparation for a number of young men 
vho will register this week-end. It should be 
greatest encouragement to many others to take 
advantage of this splendid training, which is be­
ing offered here, the only expenditure being a 
small part of their time and energy.

PUBLICITY TWO EDGED WORD 

. Publicity may be called a two-edged word, 
because with some people it cuts one way and 
with some another, that is to say, so'me people 
appreciate and thrive on'publicity-and others 
appreciate it but shrink from it. It naturally 
depends upon the. individuals concerned and the 
circumstances. 

One example of publicity might be public 
notices. Their purpose is just what the name 
suggests; to bring something to the attention of 
pome part or all of the public. There are sev­
eral kinds of Public Notices, provided by law 
that call for publicity of a sort that is necessary 
but rot embarrassing or objectionable. There 
are others such as the advertising of delinquent 
taxes, that are both necessary and somewho 
embarrassing. Publicity of dalinquent taxes aids 
in speeding up payments and this is definitely 
one of the purposes of such advertising. This 
illustrates the effectiveness of the newspaper of 
general circulation as the publicity medium in 
such matters. 

Publicity, however, should not be confused 
with the matter of placing' material publication 
and the importance of having . it published. 
Deaths, marriages, anniversaries, arrival and de­
parture of guests, community events and the 
like are of general interest to everyone.*. All such 
items contributed, aid imdeveloping a more com­
plete record of happenings, not only for present 
information, but for future reference. It may 
be well understood that it is impossible for_a 
newspaper staff to secure accounts of all hap­
penings. The paper mu:-t rely upon the co­
operation of the people. This paper is. interested 
at all times in receiving "items and invites its 
renders and friends to feel free to seni in or 
phone news. ,

While we are sitting snugly by 
our fireside these cold wintry eve­
nings, many of us bird lovers like 
to think of the past summer days 
when our bird friends were here, ir 
possibly plan ahead to the coming 
spring days and the return of our 
lovely songsters from their south­
ern jaunt. I believe the arrival 
of the Warblers, which is around 
the fifteenth of May in our com­
munity, is a time most bird stu­
dents look forward to. The Warb­
lers, which are' the second largest 
family of birds 'in America, are 
most interesting, due to their tiny 
attractiveness and coloring, their 
interesting habits, their beautifuf 
song's and the eoriiplefe difference 
in color pattern of the different 
species. There is generally a sex­
ual difference of 'plumage, and very 
often the young are different from 
either adult. Yellow is. the most 
common and characteristic hue; 
while blue, green, gray, black, 
white, purple fend ' reds and deep 
orange are frequent. 

Warblers are essentially insect­
ivorous birds of active habits. Most 
of the species-are arboreal, feed­
ing and nesting among "the trees, 
while some of them are terrestrial, 
living on or near the ground. Mo^t 
of them are expert flycatchers, 
while others creep about'the trunks 
and branches of trees in then-
search for insects. I t has been 
proven that the Warbler family do 
much toward keeping in check' the 
insect life nT-tfie country. 

Dr. Elliott Cones paid a fine 
tribute to the Warblers • when he 
said: "With tireless industry do the 
Warblers befriend the human race; 
their unconscious zeal plays due 
part in the nice adjustment of Na­
ture's forces, helping to .bring 
about the balance of Vegetable and 
insect life, without which agricul­
ture would be in vain. They visit 
the orchard when the apple, pear, 
peach and plum and cherry are in 
bloum, seemingly to revel careless­
ly amid the sweet-scented and deli­
cately tinted blossoms, but never 
faltering in their good work. They 
peer into the crevices of the bark, 
scrutinize each leaf, and explore 
the very heart of the buds, to de­
tect, drag 'forth, and destroy these 
tiny creatures, singly insignificent, 
collectively, a scourge to all fruits. 
Some Warblers flit incessantly in 
the terminal foliage of the tallest 
trees; others hug close to th" 
scpred trunks and gnarled boughs 
of thi' forest kings; some peep 
from the thicket, and coppice, the 
impenetrable mantle of shrubbery 
thi't • d-.'t'ks " liny water courses, 
playing hide-apd-seek with sdl. 
comers; others more humbly as­
cend to the ground, where they 
glide with pretty, mincing steps~and 
affected turning of the head this 
way and that, their delicate i'lesh-
tinted feet just Stirling the layer 
of wilheied leaves with which a 
past season carpeted the ground." 

All Warjjlers are. tiny birds, their 
JeiiKth_iat'ngliig,Ji:oJii^-to_5J- inch-
es and most of the • specie are 
lather slim, with a.few exceptions. 
The Magnolia-, Parula and Red­
start, are a bit more plump. T" 
describe the different specie would 
take loo much space but. a few of 
our most common Warblers I 
would like to identify to my read­
ers. ' 4 

The Myrtle Warbler is easily 
identified by a yellow patch on lop 
of the head, another yellow, patch 
on the rear of his back and a yellow 
patch on the shoulder of the wing; 
two white bars across the wings; 
u whiti^ throat and abdomen; th" 
rest of him btdiig a combination of 
light and dark gray. These yel­
low markings and tho white throat 
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are a positive identification. Its 
song is a musical little tinkle which 
it repeats hour after hour as it 
searches the trees for insects. 

The Black-and-white Warbler 
may be identified easily by its color 
of strictly black and white, in tiny 
barred and striped pattern. This 
bird differs from the others of the 
family in that it more closely re­
sembles a Creeper in habit and 
apppearance. They will be seen 
creeping up side down, or : down 
side up, it does not seem to matter 
to them, around a tree trunk, in 
search of insects hiding behind the 
bark. The song of this bird is a 
very light' tone of "szee szee" 
which they repeat over and over. 
Although 1 have found that one of 
the commonest notes in most of the 
songs of our Warblers is the 
"Szee" with which they usually 
enil a 'musical flourish. For in­
stance I first learned to distingu­
ish .the difference-in song of the 
Black-throated Blue Warbler from 
the Black-throated green Warbler; 
the Black -thi oated Blue complet­
ing his song' with only one "Szee" 
while the Black-thruated Green 
always completes his song with 
two "Szees." These last two .men­
tioned Warblers are easy to. iden­
tify by their black throats which 
reach from the eye ami bill to the 
lower par t of the breast, the rest 
of their coloring being as named 
with the exception of bars of white 
on wings anil white outer tail 
feathers and white abdomen. 

The beautiful'Red-tart has about 
the' most striking .coloring in' the 
male, having head, back and part 
of breast a jet black, anil bright 
red on shoulder of wings; a burnt 
orange wide bar through center of 
wings and a wide bar of the same 
color., oxr cadi siile o f - - the tail 
feathers. This combination of 
Mack,, red ami orange gives him a 
very definite iileiitilication. The fe­
male is a distinct contrast, hav­
ing- no black or reds and orange, 
but in its place, a dull grayish 
brown replacing the black of her 
mate, and a dull yellow replacing 
his. reds and orange. The Redstart 
is one of the most restless and 
active of I he Warbler family. The 
song of this specie is composed 
mostly of a rapid reiteration of the 
syllables of "S/.ee" and "Wee" a-, 
they always seem too busy to stop 
fuv a real song. 

The Chestnut-sided Warbler is 
easily identified by a long bar of 
chestnut along the sides below th" 
wings, a yellow cap on his head 
and a large patch of while oil 
either side of the head; the yi^al of 
him being striped and barred with 
brown ami. faint yellows. 

The coloring of the liay-breaslcl 
warbler is grayish brown but with 
a reddish brown breast and a 
patch of the same color on top of 
head. 

The Canada Warbler wears a 
perfect necklace around his throat 
of jet*bhii'lc which stands out ilis-

-tineily— against—his—l»4ght—yeHmv-
breast. 

The lilnckburiiian Warbler has a 
very deep, bright, orange t.hioat, 
terminal big into bright yellow, 

-.and with patches of the orange on 
sides of head. The rest of him be­
ing grayish-brown and white. 

Tli" Maryland Yellow-throat is 
distinctive by wearing a perfect jet 
black mask across his face, thi' 
rest of his face, throat and breast 
being bright yellow, and body be­
ing brownish-olive. 

The Hooded Warbler is much the 
Mini" coloring as the Maryland ex­
cept, that lie wears a Very distinct 
black "H'IOII" which is striking 
against, the yellow.
