Near Normal at 
Weather Bureau 

'Considered as a whole, I'm-
month of January average (1 re -
markably close to 'normal at Clin­
ton Station, as regards both tem­
perature and precipitation. 

The mean temperaturfjfor Jan­
uary, 15.8 degrees, was only n.s 
degree below the normal fur tin 
tii st month of the year. I t wa; 
considerably warmer than Janu-
,ary of last year, and very much 
warmer than January, 1940, when 
the mean temperature was only 
8.4 degrees. On the other hand, it 
was slightly colder than January. 
1939, when a mean temperature of 

'li).4 degrees was registered, i 
The month just closed can he 

divided roughly into two periods 
one abnormally warm, the other 
decidedly cold- The cold weather 
came mostly in the first ''half of 
the month, while, the latter haf-
was generally wanner than norm 

At the very beginning' of the 
month, however, temperatures con­
siderably above the normal pie 
vailed, and in the early niominr 
of Jan. 2. a maximum tempera 
ture of 47 degree was recorded 
which proved to be the high marl 
for the month. Colder weat'he' 
set in during the afternoon of 
the same day, and for the nex' 
fifteen days,, with the single ex 
ception of Jan, 14, temperature! 
were continuously below t l u 
normal. The average daily mimr 
departure for the period wa-
more than nine degrees, aiv 
reached an extreme of 2J> da 
grees on Jan. 8, when the daib 
mean temperature was 7 degree' 
below zero, with a minimum o' 
23 below. This was not only th* 
low mark for the month, but wa 
also the lowest temperature re 
corded a t this station since Ja^ 
27, 1939. At that time, a mini 
mum of 26 degrees below zei" 
was registered. 

Beginning with the ISth, r 
marked change to wanner weathe 
ensued, and continued for to­
days. During this ten-day period 
the average daily excess of temp 
erature was 10.1 degrees, but th 
highest reading during the perio-' 
was only 42 degrees, on Jan. IP 

The month was composed o' 
eight clear, three partly cloudv 
and twenty cloudy days. Forty 
two per cent of the actual amoun* 
of sunshine was actually receiv 
ed, as compared to an averac-
value of this element for January 
of 36 per cent. 

Freezing rain on the 19th an^ | 
31si covered streets, walks and

Piercefield Mill 
rs Listed for 
Government Use 

Piercefield paper mill owned by 
the Internaional Paper Company, 
has -been listed as available for 
government use and is expected to 
be utilized by the government dur­
ing the war time period, Secretary 
of War Stimson advised Congress­
man Clarence E. Kilburn recently. 

Mr. Kilburn states that he has 
had considerable1 correspondence 
with the war department, calling 
their attention to the' availability 
of the Piercefield paper mill. He 
states this property consists of 
one .of the largest paper mill 
buildings in New York "-State, and 
has excellent year-around hydro­
electric power facilities. This 
property has been idle for several 
years. There are about 50 houses 
for employes and a hotel which all 
'old, housed more than 100 em­
ployes at one time. 

Secretary Stimson advised Mr. 
Kilburn as follows: 

"The war department seeks to 
utilize to the best advantage exist­
ing facilities. I t is not the policy 
jf the war department to take over 
or lease private plants or equip 
vacant buildings for the production 
of munitions except as a last re­
sort. 

You may be assured that the 
availability of this property has 
been made of record in the' war 
lepartment for such action as 
future conditions may warrant."

WAV REGULATIONS CONCERN­
ING DEFERMENT BY MAR­

RIAGE IN DRAFT RULE 

LTnder new regulations neces­
sitated by the war. State Director 
4.mes T. Brown emphasized tha+ 

selective service registrants wil' 
have difficulty in using marriage as 
a basis for deferment in certain in­
stances. Brown states that "The 
new regulations will materially 
lessen the number of deferments," 
uhling that the section covering 
leferments by reason of dependen­
cy is of particular importance be-
"ause of the change of conditions 
m which deferment is granted." 

Brown's statement on the new 
"egulntions said: ' 

"If the status, on which the reg-
"strant's claim for- dependency is 
hased, is acquired between Sept. 16. 
1940 and Dec. 7, 1941, both dates 
'nclusive, the registrant must be 
lble -to prove that he did not ac-
mire this status voluntarily when 
MsJnductipn .was imminent or was 
'or the primary purpose ofslicur-
'ng deferment. Under the circum­
stances specified by the regulations 
-egistrants will have difficulty in 
'ising marriage as a basis for de­
ferment, in this instance. • 

If the registrant , has acquired 
the status for his claim of de-
nendency on or since Dec. 8 
1941, he will not be granted de­
pendency deferment unless he is 
able to prove that the status was 
acquired by reasons beyond his 
control. Marriage, of the regis­
t rant on or since Dec. 8, can not 
be used for deferment by reason 
of dependency. 

An example of a change of sta­
tus since Dec. 8, 1941 which may 
be used to support a claim for de­
ferment, would bo the case of 
where the sole support of a family 
has developed upon a registrant 
due to the death of the former 
bread winner of the family."

"Senor, it is time to awake. The 
carteros are already here." 

Opening my eyes, I saw Marian J

We had worked until two o'clock 
at night .to get these carts, and 
failed.

to Vigan? the point whither we 
were bound—a long...day.'s. journey 
with bull carts. And we must 
reach Vigan by night for thr 
monthly cofisT guard cutter would 
leave there the'-next day. 

I accordingly set about loading 
i t once, and by dint of much gesti 
lulating and shouting had the sat • 
'sfaction of seeing all my worldly 
effects stowed away in the six 
?arts. Another hour was consum­
ed in breakfasting, so that it was 
fully nine o'clock before every­
thing was in line for the trip. Then 
I gave the word to start and, not 
caring to abide the slow progress 
of the carts, seized my ivalkinir 
stick and started on ahead. I 
struck the broad road leading up 
the coast and in the course of an 
hour reached Solboc, the little 
fishinjf village three miles from 
Narvacan. 

I stopped and listened. Judg­
ing by the distant squeak of the 
cart wheels, my baggage had not 
covered half the distance. I was 
dead tired, not having slept above 

four hours the night before. Per­
haps I might catch a half hour's 
sleep before the baggage came up. 
I accordingly entered the house of 
my old friends, the Campollos, 
went up stairs, and told the daugh­
ter of the house, Florentina, that 
I would sleep.—a common expres­
sion in that tropic land where peo­
ple sleep any old time the humor 
takes them. 

She spread a mat on the floor 
and brought a pillow and bolster.

I sprang to my feet. "Are the 
men here?

Whv 
iidn't you awake me when thjy 
name?" 

"I tried to, but you were sleep­
ing so sound you would not hear." 

"Well then," I said, "why didn't 
you shake me?" 

"Ah, Senor, I could not. do that . 
It might harm you " 

You see the Iloeanos entertain 
the strange belief that if one be 
/iolently awakened the spirit, 
'.vhich they believe trt be absent 
from the body during sleep, may 
aot be able to return. As we shall 
see, this superstition came very 
learly resulting in my death. 
' Gulping down the savory meal of 
-ice, sour herbs and chicken which 
Mrs. Gampollo ha4 prepared- in4 
anticipation of my needs, I handed 
her a peseta and hurried down to 
Lhe street.
