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Interesting Letter 
From Phillipines 

In view oi' our present issue, in 
tin- Philippines Islands the follow-
itij; letter seems all the more in-
trrewtiiuc. Mrs. Nellie Rolfo loan-
•,1 us the exceptional letter, which 
was written by her uncle, Arthur 
Wyman, from the Philippine Is­
lands, June 2.'!, 1901, from which 
we quote in part. ' ,, 

Bangor, U. I. 
Troop B, 3rd U. S. Ca> 

My Deur Niece: 
We are stationed about seventy, 

live miles south of Badar. This is 
n small town and is just like all 
other Philippine towns. It has its 
church, its band and the required 
number of dogs, goats, cariboos and 
piekannines, it has its convent, 
which we are quartered in and 'its' 
market. The church, like all oth-' 

rs on the Island,, is a long stone 
building- with three bell towers and 

; .creat stone braces on the outside. 
| the whole length, a protection 
| from earthquakes. I t has a stone 
fluor and no seats. The walls anc 
filing are frescoed, there are 

stone' steps going up to the. altat 
which is on a stone platform sev­
eral feet higher than the rest oi 
the room. The congregation gen-
rally remains kneeling, through 

all ceremonies, on the stone floor. 
The services are conducted by tht 
Padre or Friar, everything is in 
Latin. Their religion was given to 
them by the Jesuites, centuries 
ago, and though it is practically 
:tll the civilization they have* evei 
had, in form it is very ancient and 
probably resembles the Religion of 
Rui-ope in the fifteenth century. 
They have many holidays and are 
vi uy superstitious. The band is a 

; wonder! There are perhaps twenty 
pieces', which are mostly bass 
drums, when they are playing. 
They can play at least three dif­
ferent pieces of music. The one 
they play most is some kind of a 
war song, I think. Anyway it al­
ways makes one feel like fighting. 
There is another one that is' a kino 
i if a funeral march. The last one 

evidently meant-to be in sym­
pathy with the mourners. This 
music, with variations, is played 
daily and the rest of the time 's 
tilled with practice.. This takes 
place in the band stand on the 
plaza, directly in front of the quar­
ters. They keep the air so full oi 
dents tha t it is generally hard to 
breathe. Monday, the 24th—Well, 
1 didn't finish yesterday. Have 
just been to the Chino store, pur­
chased a pencil, six candles, and a 
little writing paper, worth about 
ten cents, but cost forty cents, 
here.
