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Farm Aid Groups 
Representatives 
Attend Meeting 

, Nearly one hundred St.-Lawrence 
county farmers were present at 
the meeting called by Conjrress-
mari Clarence E. Kilburn at the 

. Cofift House, Canton, Friday after­
noon, at-whiAjfarm't-redit repre-
xentativesTspolte. 

Senator Rhoda Fox Graves, 
Gouverneur, was chairman of the 
session lasting three hours, which 
at times drew sharp interest, when 
farmers expressed indignation of 
the treatment they have received. 

Speakers included Albert W. 
Hull, representing the Canton Pro­
duction Credit Association; Tyler 
Space, Farm Security Adminis­
tration; Homer Peele, Emergency 
Feed and Crop Loan Association; 
Jules S. Chernak, State Depart­
ment of Agriculture and Markets; 
Russell B. Cary, County Agricul­
tural Agent;* Assemblyman Grant 
Daniels, Ogdensburg and Allan P. 
Sill, Massena and Lawrence P. 
Suthbert, Ogdensburg farmer and 
business man. 

Mrs. Graves, opening the ses­
sion stated; "It was a matter of 
deep regret, in fact, bitter disap­
pointment, to "all, when it was 
learned that the Fulmer Bill was 

, killed by Congress." She said this 
measure would have provided 
necessary relief for the needy 
farmers whose hay crops were 
virtually destroyed by the worst 

. drought in local history. 
"The situation is now—critical. 

It is in the desperate stage. Many 
farmers are already selling cows. 
They simply cannot pay from $25 
to $28 ,pev ton for hay. Some 
have not paid their taxes as yet. 
The volume of milk production is 
held in grave peril. Milk is as 
important as munitions in the win­
ning of this war. The dairy farm­
er is part of our front line of 
defense. 

"Our own military forces recog­
nize the value of milk in the de­
fense program. At the present 
time our own soldiers are being 
supplied with fresh milk in their 
daily diet for the first time in 
American history. The require­
ments of our National .Defense for 
dairy products have presented a 
distinct challenge to the dairy in­
dustry. The dairy farmers are 
anxious to meet this challenge, but 
they must have help for a short 
period. 

"I am convinced our congress­
men representing these northern 
counties have dona everything pas­
sible to secure the passage of the 
Fulmer bill. 

Mrs. Graves' then read a letter 
from Congressman Kilburn tell­
ing in detail of the action he and 
other northern congressmen had 
taken before she introduced the 
three credit agency representa­
tives. 

Mr. Hull stated that loans are 
made to farmers for any sum for 
.farm needs at 4% per xent inter­
est. He also stated that farmers 
should apply first tcT'their credit 
associations or local banks for 
loans before applying to govern­
ment agencies as these would- re; 
fer applicants to private money 
loaners before offering their servj-
ices. ]' 

Mr. Space described the services 
of the P. S. A. which is authorized 
to make emergency loans up to 
$1,000 of which the first $220 may 
be unsecured. 

Mr. Peele described the Emer­
gency Crop and Feed Loans as 
iimilar to the F . S. A. except that 
they are limited to $400. 

Jules S. Chernak, Albany, rep­
resenting the state department of 
agriculture and markets, told the 
group of the work that has already 
been done to find hay for dairy 
farmers. He stated that there is 
enough hay in the state, if it can 
be located. The department is 
sending a weekly list to county 
agricultural agents, listing the 
amounts of hay for sale in each 
county. 

Russell Cary estimated that the 
county hay production wjas be­
tween 30,000 and 50,000 tons 
short of normal last summer and 
that already more than 10,000 
milch cows had been sold by farm­
ers. Several persons predicted the 
loss of cows would curtail county 
milk production for at least three 
years. 

Lawrence O. Cuthbert, Ogdens­
burg businessman-farmer, praised 
Senator Graves and Assemblymen 
Daniels and Sill for their support 
of Congressman Kilburn. "The 
trouble is that we live in the wrong 
place," he said, pointing out help 
given to southern cotton and pea­
nut growers and western com 
farmers. "There is always a pre­
cedent for anyone who needs re­
lief," he continued. 

He praised the efforts of north­
ern New York congressmen to ob­
tain the passage of the Fulmer 
bill' and defended their reports 
home by pointing out that they 
could not be blamed "for doing 
their level best." He scored a con-
grewional policy of handing $500,-
006,/OpO to China and refusing $1,-
-" fw American farmers 
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Assemblyman Grant. Daniels 

Assemblyman Allan P. Sill 

when it was not a question of bor­
rowing but of getting outright 
help. 

Referring" to the "Mitchell bill 
before the state legislator Sena­
tor Graves said that there were 
many doubts ,as to its constitution­
ality. Mr. Sill frankly stated that 
he would not advise farmers to 
count on it. Assemblyman Daniels 
concurred %vith Mr. Sill and told of 
their efforts to learn if the Mit­
chell bill can be passed or to find 
some other means of aiding the 
north.
