1'rogram, were organized at a 
meeting' conducted at Potsdam 
normal school Monday evening liv 
Nye Smith, head of the Civilian 
Defense organization, and Allan 
Breaky, who has been appointed 
to train the auxiliaiy police, the 
division of the program, which is 
headed by William V. Anderson. 

Mr. Smith reviewed the Civilian 
Defense Organization set up under 
the County Defense Council and 
stiessed1 the importance of united 
the Area Defense Council. .He 
efforts in the various branches for 
the protection of our- own lives, 
the lives of others and property. 
He pointed out the need-for de­
fense effort in this area only three 
or four hundred miles from, the 
coast, and with Massena definitely 
a military objective. 

Between forty and fifty wete 
present a t the meeting. Groups 
will be aVwjnged in squads and 
leaders"' names included!: Francis 
Hillers, Frank White, Leo Sulli­
van,' Donald Kingston and Bernard 
Roach. 

Some of t he police duties will 
be: enforcing emergency meas-
ures, assisting air raid wardens 
in blackouts, traffic duty and pre­
venting looting in time of dis­
aster. 

Administration of first aid is 
likewise one of the most import­
ant duties of the auxiliary police 
and this will be the instruction 
emphasized in the early part of 
the training. Arrangements are 
being made for the men to begin 
the first aid training with the 
first classes to be held next Mon­
day evening. The men will receive 
10 hours instruction in" first aid 
3 hours in ftre'defense, 5 horns 

" gas dfafense, "5 hours general in­
struction and 5 hours military 
drill. 

Mr. Smith and Mr. Breaky 
stated that i t was still uncertain 
if this area would be included in 
the general test blackout upstate 
from the Mohawk valley Thurs­
day, Feb. 26. I t was their opinion 
that this particular section, Pots­
dam, Canton and Massena, might 
not be included, since organiza­
tions to carry on this test were 
not completed. However, test 
blackouts in sections of the vil­
lage and possibly a complete 
blackout for the village, m a y be 
scheduled before that date.

Merrill S. Flint 
Former Resident 
Passes, Aged 71 

Merrill Stunt on Flint, formerly 
of Potsdam and South Colton, but 
for the last forty-five years a paper 
salesman in New York city, pass­
ed away last Friday evening' at his 
home in East Orange, New Jersey. 

Mr. Flint was a pioneer of the 
paper making industry of this sec­
tion of the state. His father, 
Frank F.. Flint, was one of the 
original -incorporators and first 
treasurer of the Racquette River 
Paper Company of this village. 

Merrill entered the office, of tho 
company when it first began busi­
ness in 1891 as bookkeeper and 
assistant salesman. Later he gave 
his entire time to the selling of 
the paper which at that time 
amounted to only about twelve tons 
daily. -During these years his suc­
cess as a salesman and his popu­
larity among the paper trade at­
tracted the attention of the Brown 
Company, owners of extensive pulp 
and paper mills in Canada and 
Berlin Mills, New Hampshire. They 
made him such an attractive offer 
that he left the Racquette River' 
Paper Co., and became head sales­
man for Brown Company with of­
fices in New York City. This posi-
tion„ Mr. 'Flint occupied for nearly 
forty years. While this New York 
office handled all the various paper 
products of the company, Mr. Flint 
devoted his attention largely to the 
handling of the large newspaper 
contracts. 

For nearly a half century Mr. 
Flint waf a successful and popular 
figure in the paper and pulp in-
iustry, and he leaves behind a 
'arge circle of friends to mourn 
his loss. 

Merrill S. Flint was bom in 
South Colton, N. Y.s on July 15, 
'870. fie son of Frank and Emma 

; -flint. He attended school at South 
'olton, Potsdam Normal, and grad­

uated from the School, of Phar-
' nacy at Ann Arbor, Michigan. He 
*ame from a long line of sturdy 
N'ew England ancestors. 

The Flinti Shell and Young fam-
> "lies, all cousins, came from Ver­
mont and were among the pioneer 
Settlers of the southern part of 
the town of Colton. They were a 
thrifty, hard working people and 
mainly engaged in lumbering and 
farming. 

Mr. Flint leaves a wife, one 
brother, Ernest A. Flint, still em­
ployed with the Racquette River 
Paper'Co., and a large number of 
eousinsVhere in Potsdam and sur-
rounding communities.
