LENTEN SEASON 

A forty days', period of what should be 
sacrifices and meditation for the Christian 
groups throughout the world opens today. It is 
the season of Lent; the traditional time of 
fasting for members of families with exemptions 
for certain members because of age qr other 
frailities. It is the season when there should be 
self-examination. It should be the season of 
recalling the life of-Christ as a lesson for all 
men. 

A year ago at this time, we entered the 
Lenten season in prayer and hope that the forty 
days might bring an end to the bitter world 
conflict, in which millions of men were taking 
part in killing and destroying every possible 
enemy possession. The millions in this nation 
sharply watched the European countries in­
volved in the worst war of all history, and were 
urged to pray that it might be avoided here. To 

jk^~-jrid ailied nations and in our own defense, we 
moved rapidly during past months to become 

, prepared and indications are that in the re­
mainder of this present year and the one after, 
we must greatly increase the production of war 
materials, if we are to gain a victory. 

Instead of the end of the conflict at the 
close of the last Lenten season, greater forces 
appeared, to be overcome. The year brought 
continued pressure until finally on December 7, 
l*et, the worst assault in all world history was 
thrust upon this country; thereby forcing us at 

-once into the real test and requirement of an all-
out support to hold our democracy. The end and 
victory is not visioned as an easy task; rather, 
the outlook is not bright at the present time, 
but there is increasing confidence that there can 

..fee only victory in time, no matter at what cost. 
And so, another Lenten season of prayer 

and meditation opens today. Let us hope that 
the forty days will bring some relief and better 
encouragement. Let us trust that the evil forces 
will be on the downward slope that will lead 
them to destruction. Let this Lenten season be 
most meaningful in prayer and thought.

It 
might be; essential to complete the supply of 
garden tools now. Anything that can be done in 
the line of practical preparation, even to plant­
ing the seeds, will make it much more difficult 
to abandon the enterprise after the mind has 
been prepared and the project has been actually 
started. 

To those who would scoff at the idea that 
the task is too big for the results, envisioned, it 
might be suggested that the whole enterprize 
would be good for the individual's well being. 
Worrying about the war won't win it, and for 
those who cannot contribute service, let them_J-! 
help indirectly"by helping themselves. 

Along with victory gardens, earlier revenue 
might be received from the sale of plants from 
hot-beds. A few of the vegetables which do not 
mature until next fall are started soon now in 
the homes or under hot beds in a few weeks. 
There are many who feel they haven't time to 
give to this work, but later will be ready to 
purchase plants for their gardens. This might 
be another victory project. In thinking of vic­
tory gardens, let us not forget the great part 
nature will do in helping to make these a success, 
but first there must be the interest to plant the 
seeds and fairness in effort to cultivate the 
plants through the growing weeks. t

RATIONING REQUIRED IN CRISIS 

All wars in the past ages, have caused ad-
•^ancedUprices fox_ ihe necessities of life and 
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created scarcities in many commodities. In this 
century, howevef, government regulations have 
done much to counteract ill effects on such 
trends, and the rationing and price-control ef­
forts of 1942 are'designed foTavert absolute want 
and ease the burden on civilian consumers. 

During the first world war there was a vast 
improvement over the conditions which previ­
ously "were considered inevitable. The- Revolu­
tionary War caused both civilians and soldiers 
to face all manner of privations, and sky-rocket­
ing prices, but historians consider that the cost 
of food and various goods staged their sharp­
est increases in the Civil War. In that conflict 
in both North and South, prices rose until only 
the sky seemed the limit. Many factors contri­
buted to that dire condition. The blockades and 
Confederate ports cut Off many imports includ­
ing luxuries and some more or less exotic foods. 
The taxes levied by the North on certain com-

Vnodities also resulted in exorbitant prices. 
The cost of- household commodities in the 

North in 1860 increased by 1864 and 1865 as fol­
lows: granulated sugar, 10 cents a pound to 30 
Fonts; eggs, IS cents a dozen to 46 cents! but­
ter, 20 cents a pound to 50 cents; cheese, 5 to 9 
conts a pound to 25 cents. 

Some of the above prices are about the 
same as retail, prices today^partkularly eggs and 
butter. Despite the deduced supply of-granu-

la ted sugar in 1942, it still costs only 7 or 8 cents 
a pound compared with 30 cents a pound at the 
und of the Civil.War. Although a large part of 
the population of both North and South Ameri­
ca suffered privations and poverty, many per­
rons became wealthy because there was no such 
control of prices as exists now. 

The present system of rationing of foods,' 
«nd other necessities, will go far toward con­
trolling such privations as existed in the past 

r wars and keep an even distribution of these 
necessities among the people.

It has always been the aim of the Repub­
lican party to have a sound organization of 
men who will well represent the citizens of 
Potsdam in important matters which will come 
before the Board. A group of men interested 
in the welfare of this village and its citizens 
will be nominated Friday evening. Let there be 
a good representation at this Caucus and there­
by indicate the interest that every citizen should 
take in naming the men who are to serve.
