As he stopped, another car, a-p-j 
preaching from Potsdam, operated; 

' by Howard -Garvey of Massend, 
struck the body in the road. Gav-
vey did not see the man due to the 
lights, he stated. 

Daniel Murphy of Potsdam, com­
ing home from Parishville, saw the 
body and notified Policemen Harry 
Vorce and Harry Wheeler of this 
village. Garvey, after he had 
struck the body, went to - the near­

e s t telephone and notified the s tate 
police a t Canton. 

The body was brought to the 
Leo Sullivan Funeral Parlors. Dr. 
William J. Baldwin, coroner's 
physician, reported to Dr. Brown, 
death was due to skull fracture 
and brain hemorrhage. 

Mr. Loomis was born Sept. 28, 
. 1879, in Madrid, a son of Abraham 
and Ju l ia Crosby Loomis. He spent 

' all his life in the north country. 
At one t ime he was a wealthy 
landownei', farmer and cattle buy­
er but in recent years he suffered 
financial reverses. His wife, the 
former Miss Minnie Snow of Bos­
ton, Mass., died 18 years ago.
