These sub-zero days when all oiu' 
songsters have gone to warmer 
.dimes, how desolate would be our 
jelds, were it not for the annual 
.isits of our Canadian friends. 
Alnohg these, the Snow Buntings 
.ere always a welcome sig-ht, as they 
swirl around in flocks, over the 
•mosvy fields, their plumage copied 
U'om the drifts, the whiteness ol 
ihem as pure as the snow itself. 

Old timers will say, a flock oi 
Jnosv Huntings, (or Snowbirds, as 
-hey are frequently called) indi­
cates a snowstorm. One thing we 
iluy be sure of, in this country, i* 
nowstorms, but the Snow Bunt-
ng does not necessarily bring 
.hem. 'J'he Buntings pay us annual 
.vinter visits for the seeds they 
ind protruding from our snosv-
Irifts, of pigweed, ragweed, and 
jther kinds of weed seeds, which is 
.heir chief food. Down from the 
i'ar north they come, over miles 
md miles of Canadian country, to 
say us this annual visit. Always 
n flocks we see them, and always 
ceding from the ground. If 

frightened they whirl up in a snowy 
'.dllosv with a 'sweet twittering, 
eund which always sounds most 

.•hoerful, even on the coldest day, 
.eeming to be the happiest when 
•lorms are thickest and coldest. 

The, Snow Bunting breeds as fin-
:ortli as he can seemingly fly, far 
jeyond the homes of the Eskimo, 

and out into the wastes where the 
blue fox lives, across the polai 
islands along the northern shore ol 
Alaska, and only as far south as 
the bleak and inhospitable shores oi 
Hudson Bay,. Their nest is built 
on the ground, a well built struc­
ture of dried grass and mosses 
woven into thick walls, the small 
deep center thickly lined with 
feathers. In this tiny home in the 
cold Arctic, they hatch and real 
their young, therefore some of onv 
coldest days must seem very mill, 
to the Bunting family. 

If you are fortunate in getting 
a close-up of a Snow Bunting you 
will see a very beautiful fellow, 
pure white, hut with a bit of black 
and umber relieving the whiteness 
on his wings and back. They be­
long to the finch family, with short 
bills, long-pointed wings am; 
forked tail.' Their length is about 
8 inches. 

The t rue song of the Bunting 
has not been determined, as prob-
abiy-no'ornothologist has .had the 
courage to follow them into the 
cold waste lands where their'song-
would be heard during- the breed­
ing season, therefor we must be 
content with hearing the sweet 
tinkling whistle of happiness as we 
watch them circle over our snowy 
fields and land among the protrud­
ing weeds and grasses to uncon­
sciously aid us by collecting the 
seeds of the obnoxious weeds.
