While 
the officers were away at. supper 
they took possession of Ihe bar-
iiicks two blocks up the street, 
seized all tin' arms, and proceeded 
to shoot lip the town. 1 started 
for the barracks aboiit seven. On 
catching sight of me they opened 
fire; Lturnci.l and fled, making for 
my quarters. It was locked up 
tight. Tried several other places 
but couldn't get in. It began to 
look its though it was all up u'tth 
the Americanos, espV-inlly poor 
me, locked 0"! in the slrei'tj. 

"Then l remembered that the 
coast-guard cotter was due tonight 
at Pnndan. 1 ran all Ihe way there, 
—four miles—found these fellows" 
(pointing to his four armed com­
panions) "and. got._them _to leave 
the ship and.come with me to re­
lieve, the city. For the past hour 
we have been scouring the town, 
searching for Americans. You see 
at the first, shot, everyone fled to 
his house and bolted the d'oor. We­
've collected all of llieni now, I 
iccktm. This is the last bunch. The 
rest are all up at division head­
quarters."
