American soldiers in the nresent 
war will not have to iinht for pen­
sions. Congress already has ex­
tended the provisions of thf. World 
war veterans' acts tn service men 
now in uniform and added two new 
provisions for insurance c o w i w 
in case of death from service j s ' " " t p ! i m l *•"?>'<> 
causes. Fully as important < from 
the viewpoint of soldiers and de­
pendents alike, the veterans' ad­
ministration is already functioning 
as a n expert, smooth-running, ef­
ficient organization with'20 years' 
experience back of it. 
.- Government officials say claim? 

will be handled expeditiously, in 
accordance with a procedure which 
has 'proved itself to the satisfaction 
of men who served in the World 
war, including the veterans' organ­
izations. It is also emphasized that 
pension and insurance benefits are 
payable to victims of the Pearl 
Harbor and Philippine attacks, or 
to their dependents, even though 
the United States was technically 
not a t war and did not declare war 
on Japan until later. 

Highlights of the protection for 
men serving in the present war 
and their dependents under exist­
ing laws, are: 
. 1. War risk insurance a t cost, in 

amounts ranging from $1,000 to 
$10,000, may be taken out by serv­
ice men within 120 days after 
entering the service, without ad­
ditional medical examination. This 
insurance may be converted later 
into 20-payment or 30-payment life 
policies. This is one of the World 
war benefits extended by Congress 
Dec. 19, 1941, to men now in uni­
form. 

2. Automatic insurance coverage 
in the a mount of $5,000 payable "to 
widows- or dependent children or 
parents, is provided for all service 
men who die from service-connect­
ed causes during the first 120 days 
of their service. This provision 
dates back to Oct. 8,1940, thus pro­
tecting the families of men who 
died at Pearl Harbor, on convoy 
duty in the Atlantic or elsewhere— 
if within the 120-day period—be­
fore the United States entered the 
war. This law was enacted Dec. 20, 
1941. 

3. In this war, for the first time, 
the United States is paying the 
premiums on insurance policies up 
to $5,000 carried by serviee men 
before entering the Army or Navy. 
This law, enacted Oct. 17, 1940, is 
intended primarily to protect the 
insurance of draftees who cannot 
keep up premium payments on 
their policies on the pay they re­
ceive while in uniform. 

In addition, service men will be 
entitled to many free services and 
hospitalization under certain cir­
cumstances as long as they live 

• after the war ends. They may re­
ceive free dental and surgical at­
tention which would cost the 
ordinary civilian hundreds or 
thousands of dollars.
