Civilian Defense

Auxiliary firemen for Civilian 
Defense were organized at a meet­
ing' Thursday evening in thoihall. n 
the fire station. W. Nye Smith, 
head of the Civilian Defense organ­
ization, explained the set-u'fc under 
the County Defense Council and tin 
importance of support by a large 
group of auxiliary firemen in this 
area. Fire Chief James Doyle is it' 
charge of the instruction and dem­
onstration courses, which will be 
held a t the fire station each 
Thursday evening a t 7:30. 

Thirty-six were present a.t -the 
organization meeting-. Mr. Smith 
stated that a t least fifteen more 
men are needed in this group, 
which will have an extensive course 
of study in preparations for fight­
ing fires, incendiary bombs and 
other emergencies. Anyone who 
is not already enlisted for service 
in any of the various branches fo:-
Civilian Defense, is urged to volun­
teer his services in the auxiliary 
firemen's group.

There was no opposition in the 
village Republicart-jL-aucus held at 
Potsdam high school auditorium 
Friday evening, when four mem­
bers of the village board, whose 
terms are expiring, were nomin­
ated to succeed themselves. The 
caucus at which over 50 attended, 
lasted but eight minutes, a record-
breaking period for a G. O. P. 
caucus in this village. 

Mayor Howard G. Craig was 
nominated for a two-year term to 
succeed himself. Mr. Craig, who 
was acting mayor and trustee, 
was appointed mayor to succeed 
Elmer J. Murphy, who i-esigned 
to assume the office of supervis­
or. Mr. Craig was nominated by 
Dr. S. Pope Brown. Trustees O. 
P. Benson and Chapin M. Collins 
were nominated f o r two-year 
terms and William S. Remington, 
for a one-year term.

Sugar Rationing 
Books Ordered 

William S. Remington, chair­
man of Potsdam Rationing Board, 
tttended a meeting of the County 
Rationing Board, held a t Canton 
last week, at which time the sub­
ject of sugar rationing was con­
sidered. No definite steps were 
taken, but it is expected the me­
thod of handling the rationing 
will be doneu-foy the teachers of 
high and nival schools. Mr. Rem-
ington^stated that this work will 
incluW the registering of cither 
all or at least one representative 
of every family. 

700,000,000 rationing books with 
corresponding cards are being 
printed by the government, and it 
is not yot decided if these-will be 
issued to individuals or families. 

Governor Lehman has requested 
superintendents of schools and 
Rationing Boards to meet in Al­
bany today to formulate plans 
concerning rationing. 

Word' has been received from 
Major General John F. O'Ryan, 
State Director of Civilian Defense 
under Governor Lehman, that 
Wednesday, March J l . Is desig-
nated as the dat? of a complete 
area blackout to include eastern 
parts of St. Lawrence1 county and 
Franklin county. This includes 
Potsdam, Norwood, Massena and 
surrounding towns in this'vicinity. 

Instructions are that the black­
out should.be complete, including 
smaller villages, industrial plants, 
business establishments and even 
remote farms. 

County Sheriff San.Tule is org­
anizing a "corps of about 200 dep­
uties with instructions to halt all 
cars, make them pull over to the 
side of the road and turn off 
their lights during the black-out 
period. 

Home owners will be expected 
to turn out all lights or arrange 
curtains and shutters so that no 
light is visible froni the outside. 
Any house showing lights will_ re­
ceive a call from an air raid war­
den or auxiliary policeman who is 
authorized to assist them in com­
pleting the blackout. 

Suggestions for home use during 
the blackout is the use of blan­
kets hung over the windows, or 
fitting cardboard into windows, be­
ing sure no cracks of light are 
visible. Special blackout curtains 
made of opaque oilcloth are inex­
pensive, and, if fastened with 
thumb tacks, proyjde_^i:pmplere4 
safety. 

Merchants in this vicinity are 
protesting against the blackout oc­
curring on Wednesday evening, 
and if arrangements can be mads 
with the United States Army au­
thorities, the date may be changed 
to Tuesday-or Thursday of the 
same week. 

Merchants, banks or other bus­
iness establishments who are n 
the habit of leaving lights burn­
ing, such as signs, display win-
.ow lights, etc., are requested to 

have installed, switching equip­
ment on the outside of the build-
ngs so that police or air raid 
vardens can quickly tu rn out the 
lighting. 

In similar test blackouts con­
ducted in other parts of the state, 
army planes have flown over the 
area, simulating a genuine air 
raid, and dropping sacks contain­
ing a white substance' like flour, 
as a bomb wherever they are at­
tracted by lights showing. 

The exact hour of the blackout 
will not be known, nor will the 
duration of the blackout period. 
This is in order to test the warn­
ing signal system. 

The warning signals will be 
given i by the Unity Paper mill 
whistle, as well as by fire, alarms, 
church bells and any other noise-
making equipment in the com­
munity. 

Mr. Remington stated that the 
tire quota for this district has 
been filled to date, and all re­
treads and re-caps are "frozen" 
until March 2, after which time 
permits may be obtained at the 
local rationing hoard.

Paper Mill Notes 
SOfl^AnniversargjI: 

The Racquette River Paper Com­
pany, one of the largest enterprizes 
in Northern New York, observed its 
fiftieth anniversary, Feb. 20. The 
following is a paragraph from our 
files fifty years ago : j 

"The pulp and paper mill project, 
has assumed definite form and is 
now a certainty. A stock company 
has been formed, under the name 
of the Racquette River Paper Com­
pany, with a capitol of $60,000 and 
'the articles of incorporation have 
been completed and filed. The 
•stockholders are : George W. Sis­
son, James A. Outersin, Carlton E. 
Sanford, F . F . Flint, Fred L. Dewey 
and Mrs. Hollis Snell, the first five 
of whom are directors. The site 
purchased for the proposed mill is 
the well known Union mill water 
nower, booming privileges, land, 
etc., situated on the Racquette 
River, some SM miles below this 
village. We regard this as one of 
the most importaant business en­
terprises ever started in this town." 

Today, the Racquette River Pa­
per Company, is to be commended 
for its marked progress over the 
half century. It has been a flour­
ishing business through the years 
ind most influential in aiding the 
development of this area. I t lead, 
in the production of embossed pa­
per in the county and furnishes a 
wide variety of beautifully em­
bossed stock to anun iber of lead­
ing and nationally known firms in 
different lines of merchandising. 
About 70 tons of paper are pro­
duced a t the mill daily. Employ­
ment is furnished to about 400. 

The firms advertising this year, 
features its fiftieth anniversary. 

GeorgeStDennis, 
Veteran Trainer, 
Dies Suddenlg 

Geoi'ge St. Dennis, 84, died at 
his home on Willow street, this 
village, late Wednesday of a heart 
attack. He had been in apparent 
good health for his years. Wed­
nesday afternoon he went to the 
barn to chop wood. Later his wife 
became alarmed by his absence 
and together with neighbors found 
he had died, in a sitting position 
with an armful of wood. Dr. S. 
Pope Brown, coroner, who was 
summoned said death was caused 
by heart failure. 

Funeral services were held Fri­
day morning a t 10 o'clock at St. 
Mary's cljurch with Rev. Father J. 
L. Tiemey, officiating a t requiem 
mass. The body was placed in the 
vault to await interment in the 
spring. 

Mr. St. Dennis was born in North 
Lawrence, May 15, 1857, son of, 
Peter and Sophia St. Dennis. He' 
was married in 18S4 to Miss Luein I 
Cooley, of Norfolk, who survives, j 
There are also four cousins, James 
St. Dennis of Elizabethtown, N. Y., 
Roy St. Dennis of Belberg, Mrs. 
Martha Ferrin of Potsdam, and 
Mrs. LaFave. 

Mr. St. Dennis for many years 
devoted his time to breeding and 
training horses for the race tracks. 
His horses raced on jvvhat was 
known at that time as "The Grand 
Circuit" which included Potsdam, 
Ogdensburg, Gouverneur, Saratoga, 
Goshen and Syracuse. He also 
trained horses for"the Barnett fam­
ily and Lon McDonald-of Potsdam 
and Patrick Hurley of Brasher 
Falls. After many years of his 
loved work, when horse, racing be-
ame-a-pastrsport in thissection of 

the -country, he worked for the 
Central New York Power Company 
as ground man, retiring eleven 
years ago.

Demonstration at 
Norfolk Sunday 

A demonstration to show the ef­
fects of incendiary bombs was well 
achieved about 2:30 Sunday after­
noon on the, grounds at Norfolk-j-hns" recently 
high school, by Russell Sheare \ 
superintendent, and Donald Fer­
guson, chemist at Norfolk papei 
mill, who prepared the thermite 
bombs, composed^ of similar chem­
icals, which are used in the destruc­
tive incendiary bombs. 

The bombs made of steel wool, a 
powerful chemical powder, iron 
filings and aluminum powder were 
set off by using snow; the moist-
ture reacting with • the chemical 
mixture to cause explosion. Two f 
the bombs were arranged on tables 
in the field, while a third was 
placed on an iron plate. The ef­
fect of a spray of water and P 
stream of water on the ignited 
bomb was demonstrated. Watei 
forced on to incen.diavy bomb-
causes, explosions. Norfolk fireirtef 
were at the field and assisted in 
putting out the fire, as a result 
of the demonstration. 

The demonstration of bombinr 
was the first of its kind in this 
area. I t is understood that thr 
Norfolk, men have been asked tr 
put on a similar illustration in 
Potsdam. Announcement of the 
time and place will bo made 
later.

10 Head Cattle 
Perish in Blaze 
At Leonard Farm 

Seven head' of cattle and three 
yearlings perished in a disastrous, 
fire, which leveled the barn on 
the farm of Ervin Leonard, form­
erly the Theodore Lhidley farm, 
old Parishville road, about two 
miles from this village, at eight 
o'clock Monday evening. The blaze 
was caused from a lantern ex­
ploding. 

Vernon Leonard, son pf Mr. and 
Mrs. Leonard, was pitching _hay 
from a loft when he fell to the 
concr-ete floor twenty-five feet be­
low, carrying with Wm a kero­
sene lantern. The impact caused 
the explosion, which quickly ig­
nited, the hay. Although badly 
injuring his neck, arm and knee 
in the fall, t he young man man­
aged to rush through the barn to 
a rea r door, which he found lock­
ed on the outside. He was obliged 
to return through the dense smoke 
and escape b y way of a front 
doo,\ 

The youth, who was alone a t 
the farm at the time, hurried into 
the house and called Pntsdam fire­
men who' answered promptly. Jus t 
•>s he was returning to the barn, 
his parents drove into the yard. 
He and his father .rescued a team 
of horse*, but were unable to re­
lease seven cows. The three yenr ;-
fngs dragged from the burning^ 
structure died. 

Potsdam firemen arriving short­
ly, assisted by neighbors who had 
been attracted to the blaze, were 
able to save a tool shed, contain­
ing considerable farm machinery. 
'vhieh wa-- within twenty feet of 
the Lurning Imilding. They also 
!,a\ed n hen house nearby. A milk­
ing machine, electric pump and . _ 
nthiL-r equipment housed in a ni'lk 
house were destroyed. along wR'h 
"everal tons of hay stored on 
sciift'los and bins in the large ohi-
•'asMoned type barn. 

Fortunately the .wind' directed 
*hf> blaze away from the home, 
which was about 150 feet from 
the burning structure. The in­
tense heat, however, blistered the 
exterior. I t is understood the l<«s • 
is partly covered by insurance.

For the benefit of 
hose who may have missed previ-
-us instructions they are reprinted 
herewith. 
' . Stack newspapers in large bun­

dles and tie with string. 
!. Stack magnzinos.separately and 

t ie with string. 
!. Open cardboard boxes and lay 

them flat. Tie them in bundles. 
!. Stuff clean loose paper in boxes 

or bags, packed as tightly as 
possible. 

"i. Destroy wax paper, cellophan , 
butcher paper, or soiled paper, 
such as that.having remnants of 
food still adhering. 
The waste paper collection serv-

ce is being made at the expense _>f 
uhe village, and money collected 
"rom the sale of the paper has thus 
*ar been insufficient to pay the 
nst of collecting. If residents of 
he village can find means of dis-
losing of their waste paper with­
out the use of the village truck 

I'service, they a re advised to do so. 
tn some, sections boys with carts or 
ilcds have been collecting the paper 
and magazines and selling them. 
This practice should be encouraged. 

The whole object of the waste 
naper collection is to prevent tho 
waste or burning of mate r ia l which 
is becoming a vital defense r e ­
source and to make sure tha t it will 
eventually ge t to the mills where ' t 
will be used. 
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
