ornial is sponsoring an exhibit 
costumes in the museum. The 

iteVns on exhibit represent many 
different periods in history. There 
is a\so one exhibit, a collection of 
original hand-colored prints , por­
traying costumes, which were 
loaiiedVby Mrs. Jacob Smith of 
Syracuse, New York. As an added 
feature\ the Crane Department will 
offer a program of early American 
music on Thursday, February 26, 
and again on March 5. 

The prints were published dur­
ing the nineteenth century in 
Paris , London, Philadelphia, and 
New York. They demonstrate 
fashions chronologically for a hun­
dred-year period. 

In Paris, the magazine "Moni-
t eu r" employed the best artistic 
skill in France, and gave a report 
of the latest fashions. "Le Follet" 
in 1842 combined with the "Court" 
maKazine-and-j^inted-all-fRshioh* 
articles in French. ' 

The London fashions were from 
"La Belle Assembke or Bell's 
Court and Fashionable Magazine," 
1806-32, and from "Ackermann's 
Repositoi-y of Arts" 1809. 

F r o m Philadelphia, costumes 
were taken from the "Port Folio," 
1801-09; "Casket,**-1828459; "God-
ey's Ladys' Book," 1830-98; "Gra­
ham's Magazine," 1841-58, and 
from "Peterson's," 1842-98, as well 
a?i "Benedict's Fashion Journal," 
1878-87. 

The New York fashions came 
from the magazines, "Columbian," 
1844-49; "Miss Leslie's Magazine," 
1843-46;' "Demorest's New York 
Illustrated News," 1860 - 1898; 
"Harper's Bazaar," 1SC7; "Ladies' 
Home Journal," 1883; "Butterick 
Delineator," "Herick's Fashion 
Quarterly," "Round Table," "Chic 
Andrews Bazaar, ' "Lady's Bazaar," 
"Style," "Ridley's Fashion Maga­
zine" and others. 

From,these prints one may get 
a good idea of the development of 
dress. 

The museum is open from 2 to 
4:30 Tuesday, Wednesday and 
Thursday of each' week.' The pre­
sent exhibit will be shown on Feb­
ruary 17, 18, 1$ and February 24, 
25 and 26.

Above Last Year 

January deliveries of milk to 
New YorK area approved plants 
•a St. L a w r e n c ' e county, one of 
che New York milksiied's forty-
dve major milk counties, were 
.vbrth J.406,616.38, and exceedeo 
ay 37.7 per cant the value of the 
pooled receipt,, a t the county's 
approved plants in the first month 
if 1941. Dairymen who delivered 
.he month's volume of 15,460,690 
pounds are scheduled under the 
;erms of the federal-state market-
mg on.ws to collect paynwmt in 
iull this week. 

Appraisal of the county's milk 
relue is baced -on the January nni-
:oim -price of $2.63 a hundred-
vveight, applying- to milk of 3.5 
per cent but terfat content in the 
oase zone 201-210 miles from New 
i'crk city, racently announced by 
<S: J. Cladakis, administrator oi 
.he New York metropolitan milk 

Rises in value were recorded 
for all the forty-five principal 
dairying counties whose flow of 
Approved milk in January ac-
;bunted for practically 90 per 
cent of 484,258,310 pounds of milk 
delivered to the New York pool 
from 57,741 dairy farms in the six 
itaifs of the "milkshed. 

The New York pool, valued at 
the uniform rate , is worth $12,-
_09,993.5"5, but butterfat in-excess 
of the\ price-base of 3.5 buttei-fat 
and location payments bring the 
total to $12,993,808.51. The Janu­
ary, 1911, milk volume, counting 
in the unpooled milk a t -that 
month's uniform* rate of JJ2.05, 
was worth. ?9,327,454.48 after the 
butcerfat &nd location premiums 
had been added' i,n. The margin 
between January, 1941, and Jan­
uary. 13-12. of §3,666.444.03 is 
equivalent to a rise uf 39.3 per 
cent. 

As usual, New York State con­
tributed by far the largest volume 
•jf mihe, 355,S16,883 pounds, to the 
January pool. I t was worth §9,-
J57.9S4.15 at the 'uniform rate and 
without the customary premium*. 
Pennsylvania's approved milk had 
a uniform-price value of $1,775,-
804.48; V e r m o n t ' s , $53S,157.07; 
New Jersey, S413,937.43, and Con­
nec t icu t and Massachusetts, $94,-
110.42. 

Milk plants in the ten high 
{"••airy counties of the New York 
milkshed, all in New York State, 
accounted for nearly 40 per cent 
of the 464,258,310 pounds of ap­
proved milk tha t formed the Jan-
uaiy, 1942, New York pool. T :K" 
top counties delivered 185,617,S63 
pounds worth ?4-,881,749.94 at the 
uniform price of ?2.63 a hundred­
weight.
