A practice Blackout is scheduled for Pots­
dam Wednesday, March 11. In preparation to 
observe how successful the Blackout will be, Air 
Raid-Wardens, Auxiliary Policemen and Auxili­
ary Policemen and Auxiliary Firemen organiza­
tions have been formed and the men are receiv­
ing careful instruction under competent leaders. 
If the residents of the village will realize how 
serious these groups of men are endeavoring to 
grasp the full meaning of Blackouts and every 
other service connected with their jobs, there 
will be one hundred per cent cooperation to fol­
low orders. ^ . 

This will be the fir.st Blackout and probably 
the only one, when the definite date and time will 
be given. It is time for everyone to grasp' the 
importance of Blackouts and every measure put 
forth for Civilian Defense. We must learn a 
new technique of behavior under Blackout and 
air raid conditions. The best way to learn is 
to practice. It would be a foresight action of 
stores, institutions or honies to stage practice 
blackouts of their own, before the hour comes 
for an "all Blackout." If the habit becomes pop­
ular in such practice, the people will gain much 
valuable experience; Then when community 
blackouts are ordered for practice, or. necessity, 
they will have less to learn and the chance for 
an effective blackout will be increased materially. 

While civilian defense officials and auxili­
ary groups can provide people with general rules 
for blackouts and air raid precautions, success^ 
canno±„he--gained--withotit- proper"cooperation. 
Potsdam.should appreciate the splendid efforts 
of leaders here, who have speeded up action to 
have this community ready; for the practice 
blackout. It is now the duty of everyone to 
learn every item possible for a successful black-. 
out before the date. It is an individual matter, 
in order that a later report may be; "Potsdam's 
first blackout was most successful."

Military training for high school, boys over 
14 years of age, is a matter, which should have 
some thought; following the recent action by 
New York State Assembly's Military Affairs 
Committee, advocating a bill', for compulsory 
military training for young boys. The bill intro­
duced by Chairman Stuart simply requires that 
at least half the time now allowed for physical 
education in the high schools of the state be 
devoted to military training. No use of weapons 
is contemplated. 

This training would result in advanced pre­
paredness, with every man, having some prepa­
ration to meet any aggressor against.his coun­
try. It is now that we_realize the importance, of 
being prepared. A boy with^the knowledge of 
arms, close-order drill, military courtesy and 
discipline, certainly would be at an advantage. 
Now is the time, for action; we must not wait 
for another Pearl Harbor. 

There is certainty that we have missed out 
through all of these years past in not having 
some form of military training in our schools. 
Think of the advantage today to the millions of 
young men who registered last week or the many 
who have already gone to camps, if they had 
had some training. It is easily observed where 
such training might be inserted into school 
schedules. Every hour of this training, if the 
plan is adopted will be a strengthening measure 
to the defense of this nation for later years. 

Likewise, it does not seem too much to add, 
that if necessary, compulsory training in First 
Aid, Air Raid Wardens, Police Auxiliary, Auxili­
ary Firemen and other branches of Civilian De­
fense, should come about. While it is all volun­
tary work at this time, there is good support, 
and this is encouraging to the leaders. The 
point is, there should be no refusals without very 
good excuses for any duty asked of individuals 
in this united effort.

grams; it is easy to say, even though the Japs 
have Singapore, they will be checked before they 
get to the Indies; and so on with many other 
situations in the present crisis. 

But this is not going to win the war. We 
must make no mistake about it. This country 
and its Allies are in a fair way to lose this war 
units* everyone gets busy. Everyone has a job 
to do, and the men who are rapidly being called 
for training, are not alone in the tasks ahead. 
Very Important jobs are here at home. The food 
supply of this country, has to be conserved but 
it is not going to be conserved by many who in 
frantic haste are storing supplies in their homes 
because they cannot bear to think that then-
ordinary eating habits may be interfered with. 
This country was hot founded by persons who 
were concerned primarily in a high standard of 
living. It was founded by men to whom inde­
pendence and liberty meant more than what was 
en the family dinner table, more than, the clothes 
hanging in their wardrobes, more than the lux­
urious form of transportation. 

If democracy means nothing to us but com­
fort, if it does not mean that the signers of the 
Declaration of Independence, with a firm reli­
ance on fhe protection of "Divine Providence, 
-ve mutually pledge to each other our lives, our 
fortunes and our sacred honor," we further open 
our chances of losing this war. But if we mean 
to win it, let's stop fooling ourselves and realize 
that if'means to every one of us, more sacrifice 
in work, both our own 'duties and for army and 
civilian aid a curtailed standard of living, con­
servation of food, clothing, and everything we 
have. This must be a fight to the finish but it
