It 
is part of the larger Food for 
Freedom program, goals which 
have been set up by the Secretary 
of Agriculture. Vegetables have n 
rather larjfe place in t he Food for 
Freedom Program and production 
for home use is emphasized largeiy 
from the standpoint of better nu­
trition but also from the stand 
point of adding to the food supply 
and saving transportation. The 
Secretary of Agriculture has set 
as a goal an increase of over one 
million farm gardens in the United 
States. In addition there is recom­
mended greatly increased produ.v 
Hon of vegetables for home use' n 
village gardens, and in school and

community gardens wherever suif-
t;ble land is available and the per­
sons have gardening experience 
Special attention will be given to 
the wise use and preservation ufj 
iruits and vegetables. 

In order to avoid some of the 
mistakes made in the garden pro­
gram during the last war it is 
suggested tha t the plowing up of 
lawns, "parks and play grounds for 
the purpose of growing vegetables 
be discouraged. Scarcity of seed of 
certain vegetables, probably shov 
age of garden tools, fertilizers and 
insecticides make it particularly 
important that supplies be used tu 
the bestj advantage. I t is believed 
that the best use can be made of 
the available supplies by persons 
who, have suitable land rind garden­
ing experience.

TIMELY! THRILLING! 

Company Starts 
Work0n77Mik 
Power Line 

The Miller Construction Com­
pany of Indianapolis, Ind., started 
work lust week on its contracts, 
for installing two sections of tho 
77-mile length of high power lin-? 
from Massena to Taylorville in 
Lewis county. 

About 150 men are already at 
work and it is expected a labor 
loree of-300 men will be needed 
later, although the contractor has 
much mechanical equipment to do 
heavy work. 

Gordon C. Miller, president 'of 
the company, stated that within a 
tew days its fleet of motorized 
equipment will s t a r t to arrive in 
this section, this includes small 
tractors and trucks, and a hujre 
motorized crane with a o"5 foot 
boom. I t is stated the job will 
bring a load into the Canton rail­
road yards rivaling the traffic of 
the 1940 war maneuvers, .and that 
at least 100 carloads of material 
will pass through the local freight 
office and railroad 'yard before the 
.ne is erected. 

Because of the shortage of steel, 
about 6,000 wooden poles of yellow 
pine and fir will be brought in from 
die s ta te of Washington, and yel-
iow cedar .poles from Texas. These 
poles will be creosoated before be­
ing shipped. 

The contractors have leased the 
former Chevrolet Garage ait-River­
side Drive, Canton, for field head­
quarters and will have sub-offices 
»n Massena, Madrid, Hermon and 
Edwards. 

The bid for the two portions of 
the line totaled .¥594,687.00, and 
much of this money will be spent in 
Northern New York as materials 
are furnished by the government 
while the contractor provides labor 
and equipment. 

The line will ultimately be ex­
tended to New York City where 
it will have four sources of powei 
to tap to provide sufficient power 
to meet the requirements for 
aluminum production a t Massena. 

Three out of s t a t e power sys­
tems, the Pennsylvania Power and 
Light, the Publie Service of New 
Jersey, and the Philadelphia Elec­
tric Company will furnish the bulk 
of the power, while Consolidated-
Edison of New York will be able t i 
furnish powei" from its surplus. It 
nas been suggested that the new 
power line, when completed, wjll 'be 
available to carry power to New 
York city and even Philadelphia if 
the St. Lawrence power project is 
completed.
