P a p Tribute to 
J o k Barnett 

Believing that, many Potsdam 
friends would be interested in ren J -
ing the tribute from a Denver. Col., 
newspaper to the late John Bar-
nett, leader in oil industry ami 
former Colorado Attorney General, 
the following .i» the article obtain­
ed from the February 2 issue of 
The Denver' Post; Denver's leadiic; 
daily :• 

John T. Barnett, 72, former Col­
orado attorney general, prominent 
in the development of the oil iti 
dustry in the west and for many 
years a leader in the state and 
national Democratic party, died in 
the Mercy hospital at 3 p. m. Sun-
,day of a heart condition. 

Since he had been removed io 
Mercy hospital on Jan. 14 from 
his home, Pourviews, a t 4100 South 
Clarkson street, for treatment of a 
heart attack, his friends had been 
gravely concerned. They had re ­
garded him as a man of rugged 
health and had no intimation that 
he might be subject to such an un­
expected seizure. „. 

Mr. Barnett 's emergence into 
political, legal and civic activities 
came between the pioneer and mod­
ern days, yet he brought to the 

"business of life and l iving, the 
courage and enthusiasm of the one 
and the daring vision -of the other. 

Bom in Potsdam, N. Y., June 22. 
1869, he was the son of an Ameri­
can farmer and a devout Catholic 
motheiv After his public school 
years, he entered the State Normal 
and training- school, with determi­
nation to fit himself to become a 
teacher'. On graduation he came 
to Colorado in 1891, going to the 
mining camp of Silverton, later to 
be identified with the fortunes of 
the la te Thomas Walsh, and there 
he became superintendent of 
sehools, earning and saving his 
money to pay for education at a 
law school. 

With his saved earnings,' he went 
to Chicago, registered a t the Chi­
cago law college, and, while work­
ing for his degree, took a job as 
clerk in the office of the late E. 
Moran, well known Chicago attor­
ney-

On graduation he returned to 
Colorado, went to Ouray, hung out 
his shingle and became a dominant 
figure in the affairs of the San Juan 
region. From tha t mountain town 
he went to the Democratic' state 
convention in 1908 and received the 
nomination for the attorney gen­
eralship, to which' he was elected. 

He had become an advocate for 
justice to the farmers through a 
plan of price-fixing, a subject now 
headlining national programs. He 
also championed mining and miners 
of Colorado and held to the often 
expressed beli¥rTEnaFtTusnfountry 
would be really prosperous when It 
adopted a competitive tariff. 

In Denver he formed a partner­
ship with the late James H. Teller, 
former supremo court justice, and 
later extended-this relation to the 
law office of the late Chier Justice 
John Campbell. 

A man of handsome presence, ge­
nial manner, fine education and 
rare sense of humor, Mr. Barnett 
chose the fields best fitted for the 
piny of his talents as advocate and 
orator—the law and politics. Ho 
was chairman of the State Demo­
cratic central committee from 1912 
to 1916, and in 1913 he became nat­
ional Democratic committeeman for 
Colorado, a position ho held until 
1028. 

In 1932 he agreed to enter the 
primary race against the late Alvc 
B. Adams for the United State* 
Senate. The campaign was mark 
ed by factional bitterness and not 
until there was an official count 
would Barnett concede nomination 
to his opponent. 

Mennwhile, he had become iden 
tined with activities of oil com­
panies in Wyoming, activities which 
included many visits to Washing­
ton, D. C , when Congress was ir 
session and he worked with might 
and main to advance the interest? 
of the oil industry, seeing in its 
development a boost for the west 
and the country. 

Notwithstanding that ho score.' 
the Harding administration for lax-

Teapot Dome, he did not escap. 
the ta int of criticism when with the 
election of Frnnklin D. Roosevelt 
his name Was suggested for ap 
pointment as United Slates envoy 
to Cnnada, only to find the late Ed­
ward P .

Association of 
Towns Session 
Marks History 

The tenth annual meeting of the 
Association of Towns, convening in 
Albany, Feb. 18 and 19, dr*ew one 
of the largest gatherings of town 
officials and their associates in its 
history and was hailed as the most 
successful in the organization's 
decade of growth and achievement. 

The Model Town Board Meeting, 
always a popular feature "of the 
Albany sessions, attracted even 
keener interest than usual this 
vear, because of the new town bud­
get system, operative beginning in 
January, 1943, which the town 
officer-players demonstrated in 
detail, enacting each step in the 
repara t ion and adoption of a town 
budget. 

Frank C. Moore of Kenmore, who 
has served as the Association's 
executive secretary from its first 
year, was re-elected treasurer of 
•he Association. Governor Herbert 
H. Lehman was elected honorary 
nresident, an office he has held 
throughout his terms_as Governor, 
•md Senator Earle S. Warner 3f 
Phelps and Assemblyman Har ry R. 
Marble of Ontario County were re-
?leet§d honorary vice presidents. 

Other officers elected were ' S. 
Wentworth Horton, supervisior of 
<-he Town of Southold, Suffolk 
County, first vice president; Earl 
S. MacFadden, clerk of the Town 
of Canton, St. Lawrence County, 
second vice president; Walter F. 
Mann, justice of the peace, town 
of Cazenovia, Madison County, 
third vice president; and Afton W. 
Richmond, town councilman. Town 
of Ridgeway, Orleans County, 
fourth vice-president. 

Governor Lehman and Represen­
tative W. Sterling Cole, 6f the 37th 
New York District, were the prin­
cipal speakers at the annual din­
ner. Speaker Oswald D. Heck, of 
the Assembly, presided as toast-
master. 
'"Representative Cole, who was a 

member of the congressional group 
which went to England last fall -it 
the invitation of the_ newspaper 
PM to report on wartime condi­
tions there, drew a grim pietm-e >f 
the war havoc wrought in Eng'-
land, and warned that America 
must, not repeat the early mistakes 
made by Britain. He advocated 
creation of a supreme War Policy 
Board by President Roosevelt as a 
means of averting the danger if 
divided military responsibilities and 
relieving the President of over­
burdening duties. The Board, he 
suggested, should be comprised of 
•bree men each from the Army and 
Navy and throe qualified civilians, 
•ind should be in full authprity to 
make and direct plans for the 
nroseeution of the war. He de-
-lared Governor Lehman "ideally 
qualified" as a civilian member. 

Governor Lehman stressed th? 
importance of the part of loeal 
>ovirnments in the war effort, and 
mid that increasing responsibili­
ties would be placed upon local de­
fense councils, who are familiar 
with local conditions and have local 
igoncies at their command.

••ealistic manner the procedure for 
he adoption of the annual town 

'widgets, under which compensa­
tion of all town officials will be 
in a salary instead of a fee basis 
ind each department of town gov-,

With occasional humorous side­
lights on the knotty problems con­
fronting the towns under the new 
system, the cast demonstrated each 
phase of the procedure, beginning 
with the filing of estimates with 
'he town clerk, not later-than Sep­
tember 30, 1942. Succeeding acts 
followed the budget course through 
the public hearing thereon, and 
final adoption in early November.

I t has become 
increasingly • evident, that waiv.

a re needed for the present emer­
gency and for the peace and re­
construction which will be 'our 
future responsibility. 

"Northern New York has fallen 
into line and organized a Science 
Center. I t is the only Center to 
recognized the science work car­
ried on in the rural schools. 

"The committee would like to 
have the enclosed letter reach ev­
eryone of your rural teachers. 
Since we do not have a mailing 
list for rura l schools, we would 
appreciate it if you would send a-
copy of this letter to them. W*> 
will glaiily mimeograph enough 
for you if yon will send for the 
number of copies you need.

A lire Which might have been the 
second of a serious nature, oecur-
led at the home of Mr. and Mrs 
Loren Barton, Tuesday.

Amelia Shorette 
Well And Active 
At Age of 78 

After a nine mile drive over the 
Brasher Falls-Helena road the 
narrator arrived! a t the door of a 
neat little farm house, whero one 
of i ts occupants, Mrs, Amelia h. 
Shorette has lived for the past 78 
years. As we entered she waB 
busily plying her needle, making 
over some out of style white dress­
es, into aprons. Several rows of 
^mall tucks and fine lace and cm-
broidery had made the former four 
yard* wide skirts, things of dainti­
ness and beauty, but for several 
vears they had lain unworn in a 
drawer. Mrs. Shorette decided to 
make use of the dresses, and 
•iprons were being fashioned for 
herself and her daughter-in-law, 
Mrs. Leon Shorette. 

"Where were her spectacles?" 
She has none and netver has worn 
them. ' "Thread my needle? Well 
yes, and my daughter-in-law, 37, 
often brings needle and thread to 
me to be joined." 

Mrs. Shorette was born on the 
farm where she still lives, two 
miles from Helena, on Feb. 25, 1863 
a, daughter of John and Margaret 
Sophia Troquet Lavare (Lavert .n 
French). Her parents both cume 
from St. Anicet, Que. She attended 
the Landing Bridge School, near 
her home, but her school clays were 
shortened by her marriage to Louis 
Shorette, the day before her 15th 
birthday, Feb. 24, 1878. The mar­
riage was solemnized at St. Pat­
rick's church in Hogansburg, by 
Rev. Father Brown, at a double 
wedding. They were attended by 
Miss Jennie Lavare and Samuel 
Frego, (whose marriage immediate­
ly followed, who in turn were wit­
nesses for Mr. and Mrs. Frego. A 
lolly sleigh ride by the two couples, 
served for a wedding trip, equal 
in value to a trip to New York 
city, today. Following the ride 
' hey came to the Shorette farm and 
began housekeeping, and where 
eventually twelve children were 
born to them. The first, a daugh­
ter, died at the age of six years. 
Eleven sons followed, six of whom 
ire living.1 

For 54 years, Mrs. Shorette 
worked in Helena (walking the two 
miles each way) three days a week 
at the hotel and one day each, for 
three families living near the vil­
lage. For some time she was paid 
50c per day, later $1.00. During 
the last five years of her working 
out she received $2.00 per day. 
Complain over the small amount 
earned or the hard work she did 
for over half a century? Not a t 
ill. She is convinced that i t does­
n't pay to grumble, and she is as 
jolly, care free and good natured 
Loday as her granddaughter, Mrs. 
Peter (Eileen) McDonald of Helena, 
vho happened to drop in during our 
,'isit.

She frequently visits 
er other sons and their families—
