Network ManAI 
A major shift of two networks 

involving- two Syracuse radio sta­
tions will become effective March 
1, it was announced following a 
recent meeting of officials of the 
National Broadcasting Company 
network, The Blue Network Co., 
Inc., station WSYR and station 
WAGE. 

Plans have been completed for 
station WSYR to become a basis 
member of the' National Broad­
casting Company's Red Network 
and for the Blue Network to 
move over to WAGE after using 
WSYR for an outlet for several 
years. 3fe 

Sheldon Hickox, Jr., manager of 
stations relations for the Red Net­
work, met in Syracuse with Colonel 
Harry C. Wilder, president of the 
Central New York Broadcasting 
Corp., owners of WSYR, to com­
plete plans for the change- of out­
lets. ^ . 

In the past WSYR has carried a 
mixture of programs aired by both 
the old Red Network and the Bluo 
Networks, then operating -under--
NBC. Following the recent meet­
ing the two network officials said 
an adjustment period would bo 
neetled before the two stations 
could settle into a stride. The de­
lay is made necessary by commit­
ments already made to advertisers 
iu contracts which still have sev­
eral weeks to run. Whether" WA"GE~ 
will continue its affiliation with the 
Mutual Network has not been re­
vealed as yet. 

Changes will be made weekly or 
ottcitcr in program .schedules, ac­
cording to Colonel Harry Wilder. 
U iva-i pi.ir.ccd out that the change-
o\c.' will mean that Syracuse and 
upstate New York will be one of 
the tlest served radio markets in 
the country with the complete pro­
grams of both the NBC network 
and the Blue network. WSYR will 
be one of four stations in New 
Yoijk State on the basic Red Net­
work; the others «• being WEAF, 
New York City; WGY, Schenectady 
ami WBEN, Buffalo. 

"At the present time," Colonel 
Wilder announced following the ' 
meeting, "WSYR is carrying- twen­
ty-four Red Network program* 
along with many of the programs 
oi the Blue Network." These pro­
grams include such high ranking 
broadcasts as Fibber McGee and 
Mcdy, Jack Benny, Bing Crosby, 
and Baby Snooks, Al Pierce and 
his gang, The Great Gildersleeve. 
These programs will all be includ­

e d on WSYR after the change­
over along with several other well-
known shows such as Bob Hope 
unci his gang. 

The March 1 scheduled shift in 
networks marks the steady growtn 
in the radio business in upstate 
New York and WSYR, which only 
u few- months ago increased its 
power output from 1,000 to 5,000 
watts. 

Under this increase in- its power 
the Central 'New York station has 
been able to reach thousands of 
new radio listeners who in the past 
were unable to receive static-clear 
radio programs, 

"Under the new setup with the 
increase in power and the more 
rounded radio programs that 
WSYR will be able to bring to the 
airwaves, radio listeners through­
out-Western, Central and Norther.l 
New York will have at their fin­
gertip's some of the most tleversi-
tied radio programs ever offered," 
stated Colonel Wilder,
