Potsdam Normal .SchW with the 
Claps of 1894 after which he wasj 
principal of the village school ial 
Russell, a small community whose 
population is made up mostly of j 
decendants of Yankee stock who 
originally came from New England, 
is located in the Adirondack*. I t! 
is the birthplace of Seymour Knox, 
one of the co-founders of the 
Woohvorth Five and Ten chain 
stores. Mr. O'Brien's first position 
in New Jersey was a. one room 
school in Milbrook where he suc­
ceeded John R. Watson, now super­
intendent of the Paterson school 
system. Altogether, Mr. O'Brien 
taught ten years in Randolph 
Township, including Bowlbyville, 
then a part ot Randolph Township. 

"During your many years in New 
Jersey a t the head of schools I 
suppose you have had several 
teachers working for you who 
have since elevated themselves to 
higher positions?" Mr. O'Brien was 
asked. 

"Let's put tha t question differ-

"All of these fine educators re­
ceived their initial experience *u 
Rockaway Township and it is' a 
source of pride for me to know that 
I was affiliated with them a t the 
start of their careers," Mr. O'Brien 
stated. 

"When I first came here Mar­
tin L. Cox was County Superinten­
dent of Schools. Then came Wat­
son B. Mott, Dr. J. Howard Hul-
sart, Walter B. Davis, Dr. Har­
ry A. Warm and the present sup­
erintendent, William H. Mason, Jr . 
All fine outstanding men and I 
never, had the least trouble fitting 
into their programs." 

"What i s your opinion of Rock' 
away Township schools at the pres. 
ent t ime?" was the question put 
to Mr. O'Brien. ' 

His reply was prompt and most 
conclusive: "The schools in Rock­
away Township ai-e in excellent 
shape and this is due entirely to 
the fine teachers we have there 
and the efforts of our school boards 
down through the years." 

"Let me say a little something 
about my candid opinion of Rock­
away Township," he requested,

Income Tax Due 
Before March 16 

Taxes due on a return filed for 
the calendar year 1941 may be paid 
in full a t the time of the filing of 
the return on or before March 1G., 
1942. The tax may, a t the option 
of the taxpayer, be paid in four 
equal installments instead of in- a 
single payment, in which case the 
first installment is to be paid on or 
before March 16, the second on or. 
before June lb', the third on or 
before September IS, and tho 
fourth on or befoveJDKCeinber 15, 
1942. If the taxpayer elects to 
pay his tax in four installments, 
each of the four installments must 
be equal in amount, but any in­
stallment may. be paid, a t the elec 
tion of the taxpayer, prior to the 
t ime prescribed for its payment. 
If an installment is not paid in full 
on or before the date fixed for its' 
payment, the whole amount of the 
tax remaining unpaid is required to 
be paid upon notiee and demand 
from the collector. . 

The tax must be paid to the col­
lector of internal revenue for th--
district in which the* taxpayer's 
return is required to bo filed, that 
is, to the collector for the district 
in which is located the taxpayer's 
legal residence or principal place 
of business, or if he has no legul 
residence or principal place of busi­
ness in the United States, then to 
the Collector of Internal Revenue 
a t Baltimore, Maryland. 

The tax due, if any, should be 
paid in cash at the collector's of­
fice, or by check or money order 
payable to "Collector of Internal 
Revenue." In the case of payment 

i in cash, the taxpayer should in 
I every instance require and the col­
lection should furnish a receipt. 
In the ease of payments made by 
check or money order, however, the 
cancelled check or ' t h e money 
order receipt is usually a sufficient 
:eceipt. •

To Farmers to" 
Aid Production

detail." in regard to the release for 
feeding purposes of 100,OITO,OuO 
bushels of government owned 
v/heat. By making this wheat avail­
able to farmers it is hoped that 
the foarhip.vprice of tVeil will cease 
and that it will also aid farmers in 
meeting' the production goals oi 
milk and eggs- established by the 
government. 

The price of whole wheat is 95 
cents per bushel ($31.63 per ton) 
and the price of ground or cracked 
wheat i.s 99 eouts per bushel ($32.0'. 
per ton). These prices are bulk 
at the car a t any railroad siding ii". 
the county. Any individual farmei 
,ur group of farmers, or any dealei 
can order this wheat. Only car­
load lot/ can Ix- ordered with n 
minimum-of 36 tons per car. . Thi 
order must have the approval oi 
the county Agricultural Cnnserva 
tion Committee whose members arc 
Allan G. Doren of Ogdensburg 
George G. Smith of Madrid and 
Glenn I. Bullock of Edwards. Any 
farmer, group of farmers, or deal­
er should contact the Conservation 
Office at 10 Park street. Canton, so 
that the necessary approval car, 
be gotten on the proper farms. 

The local committee is charged 
with the responsibility of deter­
mining that all this wheat is fet 
to poultry or livestock. The com­
mittee is also to keep a check on 
prices being asked by dealers so 
that' any indication of speculative 
profit can be reported to the~pr'op-
cr authorities. 

I t is hoped that farmers realize 
that wheat has about the same 
feeding value as corn when used 
properly, in a feeding ration. It 
can very well make up from 1-3 to 
1-2 of the feeding ration.
