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Board's Report Reviews 
Improvements in Village 

Receives Wings In Royal Canadian 
Air Force 

The-Board of Trustees of the 
village wish to submit to the tax­
payers an annual report of its ac­
tivities for the fiscal year of 1941-
42, believing such a report to be 
enlightening and of interest as If. 
will show just how the tax money 
has been expended and some of the 
work that has been done. 

Highway Department 
The work done in the highway 

department is probably more obvi­
ous to the citizen of the village 
than any other work done. This 
year alLof .the streets were swept 
and thoroughly "cleaned four times 
during the season. The streets 
were marked for traffic regulations 
twice, once in July and later the 
last of August. Entrance, signs 
were erected on all of the streets 
leading into the village, designat­
ing the name of the village and 
the legal speed limit therein. Slow 
signs were painted on the maeadam 
at these points which has greatly 

•' abated the speed of entering mo-, 
torists to the village. 

The following streets were cold 
patched, Pine, State, Chestnut, 
Clinton, Garden, May Road, Main, 
Cedar, Bay, Pleasant, LeRoy, Mis­
souri Ave., Grant and Clarkson 
Ave. from Maple to Bayside ceme­
tery. Two hundred and forty-seven 
tons of cold patch was used during 
the season on these roads above 
mentioned. 

The following streets were oiled 
namely, Upper Bay, Cedar, State, 
Pine from . Maple to corporation 
limits Clarkson Ave., from Maple 
to corporation limits and Pleasant 
streets. 650 Gallons of Tarvia B, 
0,160 Gals. Tarvia heavy retread, 
43,637 tons No. 1 stone, 133.2 tons 
No. IB stone, 37.4 tons No. 1A 
stone. 

A new section of highway was 
built on Waverly street from 
Pleasant to Garden streets. For 
several years this section- of the 
street has caused trouble by break­
ing up and-4ieaving. It was dis­
covered that underneath the pave­
ment there are springs of water 
which having no adequate drain­
age were forcing the water up 
through the pavement. This road 
was scarified and five feet of sub-
base and dirt was excavated and a 
land tile drainage was put in and 
the road rebuilt. The springs now 
drain into the storm drain through 
the land tile which were laid with 
open joints. A new sub-base was 
put in and the street paved from 
curb to curb. 

Twenty-three new, Elm trees 
were planted in the village to re* 
place trees that had been formerly 

' cut down. 
All of the mobile equipment has 

been overhauled and where it was 
needed has been repainted. Ono 
new V,i ton dump truck was added 
to the fleet and two old 1334 trucks 
were traded towards the new truck. 
The new truck has mounted on it a 
Frink wing snow plow. The trac­
tors were overhauled as were the 
plows and all were painted. 
• Two TTriics-of snow- fence-has-

been erected. A new boiler was 
purchased for thawing catch basins 
and the same has been mounted on 
a trailer whereby it can be taken 
to the point of application immedi­
ately. 

Sewers and Drains 
Every sewer and drain in the 

village has been cleaned by open­
ing with sewer rods, sewer brushes 
and flushing with high pressure 
water line twice this year. A now 
catch basin was put in on Pine 
street and the drain entering the 
brook was relaid. Part of the 
storm drain and sewer on upper 
Bay street was replaced, by. new 
tile. The drain on Maynard street 
was repaired. The cross town 
drain was cleaned, it being filled 
with sand and debris from the catch 
basins. 

The sewer on Washington street 
was extended across the Racquette 
river to the west channel of the 
river, the same being laid mi the 
river bed four feet under water. 
This sewer now discharges in the 
deeper water of the west channel 
thereby facilitating the expulsion 
of sewerage. 

Water Department 
In this department 250 feet of 

liew water main was laid on Lamed 
street from Francis to the tracks. 
Twenty-seven curb boxes were low­
ered so that the sidewalk plows 
would not hit them in the winter 
plowing. The hydrants wore thor­
oughly flushed three times and 
copper pipe was extended to serv-

With the full realization that 
this is to be a long war and air 
raid precautions should be per­
manent, householders are urged to 
prepare permanent means of black­
ing out certain rooms in the house 
which they wish to keep lighted. 
This can be done with many types. 
of material. One of the best sug­
gestions is to have ply wood frames 
fitted tightly to the windows so 
they can be installed quickly. For 
.temporary use you can flatten out; 
strong cardboard boxes and tape 
them together to fill up window 
spate. Another temporary sugges­
tion is any opaque oilcloth regard­
less of color or design. Heavy-
black paper is all right if available. 
Black cloth is not good unless at 
least two thicknesses are used. 

Select the rooms where you must 
have light during.a blackout and 
prepare immediately to cover win­
dows so that not a crack of light 
can leak through. Don't forget to 
blackout bathroom windows. Be. 
sm-e to make your own tests for 
light showing through at night 
before the blackout occurs. In us­
ing flashlights be sure to equip the 
light with a red bulb or else with 
red cellophane over the glass. Nev-
?r raise a flashlight above the 
horizontal position. It must be 
pointed straight ahead or down.
