NYC Trainmaster 
Speaks at Rotary 

Stephen T. Keiley, New YorK 
Central trainmaster of Norwood, 
gave a most interesting address 
at the meeting of the Eotaiy 
Club a t Arlington Inn last Wed­
nesday. 

Mr. Keiley briefly traced the 
history of railroads in this coun­
try, after which he devoted his 
talk to operations of the St. Law­
rence division and branches of the 
line. He stated this division has 
943 miles of track which extend 
from Massena to Syracuse, Utiea 
and Oswego, Newton Falls, Og-
densburg, Cape Vincent and other 
points. In addition there is the 
Ottawa division extending from 
Massena to Ottawa, and the Ad­
irondack division 'extending from 
Herkimer to Montreal, including 
Lake Placid, Saranac Lake and 
Lake Clear. Mr. Keiley stated 
there are 80 locomotives used on 
•hese three divisions, and about 
1,000 men employed. 

He also stated the' amount paid 
by the St. Lawrence division in 
taxes for the county in 1941 wa3 
as follows: s t a te county and town 
taxes, $46,000; school taxes, $16,-
300; village taxes. $6,000 and the 
:ity of Ogdensburg, $10,000. 

Referring to profits, he said 
that unless a train earns a gross 
revenue of 75c per mile on a 
branch and $1 on a main line, it 
is not considei«r as paying. Each 
individual train is cheeked by '.'he 
accounting department as to its 
earning record. About 75 per cent 
of the division's income is de­
rived from freight, 2 1-2 per ce'it 
from carrying mails, 1 1-2 per cent 
from carrying express and 16 per 
cent from passengers.

Leaders Urge 
Passage of 
Graves Bill 

Following is the telegram re­
ceived this morning from Repub­
lican leaders, who urge the pas­
sage of the Graves Bill, to create 
a Commission to further study 
reductions in State Government: 

"Republican leaders in -confer­
ence during recess period this 
morning, when the budget was 
pasted out of Committee brought 
up the mat ter of creating 'Little 
Byrd,' a Commission to study 
further reductions in State Gov­
ernment throughout the year. A 
formal statement i issued by the 
G. O. P. leaders said: 'We know 
tha t the public will gladly make 
every sacrifice necessary to wm 
the war, but just as neither priv­
ate individuals npr private busin­
ess will be able to carry on as I»i 
normal, times, so neither can 
State nor local government con­
tinue to function as if times 
were normal. There must be a 
reduction in governmental expen­
ditures, both s tate and locrl, and 
eveiyr expenditure must be exam­
ined with a view to determining 
if it is e-ssential at this time. A 
study, however, looking to a 
further curtailment of expendi­
tures ^-hie-h are not essential to 
the war -effort, should be carried 
on by the state government thru-
out the entire year, and we pro­
pose to pass the Graves BUI ta 
establish a temporary Commis­
sion, with appointments by both 
the Governor and the Legislature, 
to make this needed survey."
