WAR SHIFTS 

Building of adequate defenses cannot he-
done over night. We must prepare long in ad­
vance to meet new dangers that may arise from 
the shifting battle lines of the Atlantic and Pa­
cific oceans. The more recent days have brought 
greater encouragement that we aie holding the 
enemy at a distance and that the few months 
phead may bring about: welcome news of a vic­
tory in sight. But lines 'may change, battle­
grounds may Shift fast, the surprises which may 
come this spring from all battle_ fronts are" un­
determined, and we must get ready to deal with 
V'hatever the future may have in store. 

Every section has its part to do in prepared­
ness. Blackouts are now one of the important 
measures. Blackout regulations cannot vary 
from town to town. The training of millions of 
people in the techniques, that only a few experts 
now know, is the first step in protective organ­
ization. . WitMiit training and propsr organiza­
tion, the civilian effort remains a mob and not 
an effective army aid. To do this, men and wo­
men-.must learn new-lessons as individuals and 
as units. 

These lessons are difficult to learn. "The 
work calls for little that is glamorous and c 
great deal that is routine. It calls for a grim 
patience that must wait and wait, and nothing 
may eventually happen. 

The significance of preparedness rests in the 
fact that with it the fear of disaster need no 
longer haunt us. If-bombing comes, there will 
t 3 tragedies, but not massacres, fires but not 
conflagration's. A nation that grasps the sig­
nificance of civilian preparedness becomes strong 
in morale. It becomes a better fighting machine. 
Individuals develop greater determination • that 
each have a-part to do. And so, if war clouds 
shift as the fight for victory continues, let there 
t e fullest cooperation in civilian preparedness. 
This is our part in the war shifts here at home, 
to realize why we should be ready to willingly 
give a helping hand and know how to do it. 

NAVAL PROBLEM WITHOUT PARALLEL 

The Navy's task today is twofold—it has the 
greatest battle of its life on its hands, and it also 
lias a. tremendous defensive patrolling job to 
carry out, The Navy, like the rest of us, is at 
•war with Germany in the Atlantic, with Japan 
in the Pacific, with Italy "in the Mediterranean. 
At the same time, it must police with Britain 
the sea lanes from Iceland to the bulge of South 
America and, with the British, Dutch, and Aus­
tralian Navies, the vast Pacific as far as Sing­
apore. Fighting ships which might otherwise 
t s used to attack the Japanese Navy must serve 
aa two great mobile arcs of steel guarding all 
car continental coastline. They must see that 
German ships do not menace the routes to and 
from the eastern ports of South and Central 
America. They must keep Japanese ships clear 
ef the Western Hemisphere from Straits of 
Magellan to the Northern Bering Sea. This is a 
naval problem without parallel in history. 

Long before Pearl Harbor, the NavyV 
roility to give and take severe blows had been 
mown in the waters between America and 
Europe, in the months when it was obeying the 
President's command to shoot first. 

The Navy and Marine Corps entered the war 
with an unprecedented peacetime strength. Their 
complements of fighting forces arc being in­
creased with a speed that can bo matched by no 
fjther nation on earth at this time. The Navy's 
r 'timate strength rests soundly en the resources, 
the spirit, and the capacity of this country to 
carry to completion a plane and shipbuilding 
program years before we thought it could bo 
done.

BASKETBALL'S GOLDEN JUBILEE 

Basketball is everywhere these closing 
weeks of the season. Headline college games are 
scheduled; semi-finals, finals and championship 
games of schools and athletic leagues are posted 
on numerous corners and billboards; all appeal­
ing to fans to attend the deciding engagements. 

But there is more to be said about Basketball 
jrt this, time than just the championships and the 
reason's closing. It is the curtain on Basketball's 
Golden Jubilee this year. In the half century 
that the game has been played, it has spread to 
every country in the world. In this country it 
has surpassed all other sports in the number of 
participants. The country leads in the largest 
number of players and it is estimated that at 
least eighty millions witness contests during the 
course of a year. " 

No sport in the category of competitiv; 
athletics has a record of growth comparable to 
ihe cage games. The American soldiers sent te 
China in the grim days of the Boxer Uprising 
taughfthe Asiatics how to play the game. The 
United States Marines are credited with having 
introduced it to. Central American countries, and 
at many other points, the Americans claim 
credit for having introduced the sport. The 
best explanation for the rapid spread of the 
sport is that its simplicity and technique struck 
a common chord in youth everywhere. Basket­
ball courts are found today wherever there are 
young people. Huge palestras now are the 
scenes of' championship games, where only two 
decades ago basketball had no buildings that 
could be said to have been constructed exclusive­
ly for the purpose of the game. Madison Square 
Garden in New York, the Coliseum in Chicago 
and the Palestra in Philadelphia, are three cf 
America's largest magnets for basketball fans. 

Truly, basketball grew up in a hard way; 
and while in recent years'it broadened out and 
matured, thanks to the care and discretion of the 
rules commiftee whose intelligent legislation has 
helped make the game what it is. Years past, 
the biggest drawback to the game waa the lack 
3f sportsmanship as seen in the attitude of play­
ers and officials. When a team traveled to a 
;ourt of some distance from its own, it invari­
ably met with hostile officiating. Not only did 
ihe officials act unfairly, but they played alon^ 
with the crowd whose sentiments were alwav£ 
strongly partisan. In the last ten years, most of 
;he evils of partisan officiating have been done 
away with. Crowds today are fairer minded and 
the' sportsmanship of the game has become the 
popular attitude. More and more the- coaches 
from a'l parts of the country are seeing eye to 
eye, and are making a definite effort along with 
!he officials to interpret the rules of the play 
uniformly. This effort increases the popularity 
jf the sport each season. 

-Arid so, Basketball these present weeks, u 
closing its fiftieth anniversary, year. Teams In 
ill parts of the country are traveling for final 
games. It is an interesting time and a great 
reelization of just how much the game of Bas­
ketball has done to develop the youth of the 
vrorld. It has, been the broadening to millions of 
friendships, the source of excellent physical de­
velopment and the definite teaching of fine 
sportsmanship.
