MORE FEEDERS AND BET­
TER PULLETS FARMING AND THE DRAFT 

Slow-growing and unthrifty 
chicks'will depress most any poul­
try keeper, because he knows that 
this set-back will affect the chicks 
more or less throughout their lives. 
Blame for such a condition is most 
often placed on the breeder who 
produced the chicks or on the feed 
that has been used, and what is 
often the real cause may be entire­
ly overlooked. Enough of the right 
l.ind of feeders and water, foun­
tains is just about as necessary 
for the production of good pullets 
as are good chicks' and good feed. 

Rapid growth of chicks during 
the first few weeks makes neces­
sary frequent changes in the num­
ber and size of feeders, if enough 
feeding space is to be provided so 
that each chick can get enough 
food to satisfy its appetite and 
furnish the nourishment needad for 
rapid growths 

At least three changes of feed­
ing and water equipment are ncces-
saiy to meet the needs of the grow­
ing chicks. 
When Chicks Are Placed in the 

Brooder— 
Provide one inch of feeding space 

for each chick. 
Each 100 chicks should have four 

linear feet of feed troughs from 
which they can eat on both sides. 

During this period two-foot feed-
1 ers are preferable to longer ones 

because they can be better ar-
_. ranged around the hover while. 

the chicks are small. 
Troughs about two inches wide 

and two inches deep are most 
suitable, for baby chicks. 

From the begina.ingjJ'eeders-sliouIvL 

of the feed 
One gallon of water ."-lnuild be'pro­

vided for each 100 chicks but 
' three or four smn'I fountains are 

better than one that holds a gal­
lon because they can be distribut­
ed around the hover and thus 
makes water more accessible. 

At Two Weeks of Age—• 
Double the feeding space by pro­

viding eight linear feet of feed 
troughs for each 100 chicks. 
Change to intermediate size feed­
ers that are six inches wide and 
three or four inches deep. 

Larger water fountains may now be 
used. Provide enough so that re­
filling'is necessary but once a 
day, but never allow them to be­
come empty. 

At Four Weeks of A g e -
Add another four-foot feeder for 

each 100 chicks, and by that time 
they are eight weeks old and use 
of intermediate size troughs 
should be discontinued and range 
feeders substituted. 
(Cornell Bulletin E-373 gives 
plans and instructions for build'-
ing a range feeder.) 

Local Boards are granting de 
ferments to agricultural regis­
t rants ; the difficulty comes from 
those who have gone into indus­
try but still consider themselves 
farmers, Brigadier General Ames 
T. Brown, New York State Dir­
ector of Selective Service, said 
today. 

"With the approach' of the 
planting season, there is wide­
spread publicity about the need 
of deferring farmers," he said. 
"From the beginning of Selective 
Service there has been a gradual 
increase in the percentage ol 
farmers given deferments for oc­
cupational reasons. As long ago 
as last September, 197 out of ev­
ery 200 agricultural registrants 
were given deferments because 
of their occupation. 

"The easiest method of ex­
plaining the scarcity of farmers 
is to say they have gone into the 
Army. | The solution is not as 
simple as this. Of course, many 
farmers have volunteered f o i 
service in the armed forces and 
no one wishes to deny them this 
privilege. Cither agricultural work­
ers have gone into industrial pur­
suits and have been selected for 
service as they were no longer 
farmers.
