Exhibits at 
Normal Museum 

At the forthcoming exhibit at 
the Normal museum, the committee 
is arranging a collection of original 
paintings, etchings and lithographs 
by contemporary artists. Thif 
month's exhibit is outstanding in­
asmuch as it contains a group of 
originals by ar t is ts whose work 
may be, found in many large mus­
eums throughout the country. 
Among the art is ts represented are 
Joseph Imhof, of Taos, New Mex­
ico and David. Predenthel from 
Colorado Springs Art Center. An­
other par t of the current exhibit 
has been loaned by the University 
of Nebraska and the University of 
Idaho. 

Joseph Imhof, ,who belongs to 
the Taos, New Mexico, society of 
painters, has sent eighteen of h> 
original lithographs. The follow­
ing in regard to him is quoted fi'om 
r. Santa Fe newspaper: "Joseph A. 
Imhof, who has long been estab­
lished in Taos, was bora in New 
York City in 1871. His education 
was received abroad, in Paris, Lon­
don, Brussels, and Munich. Among 
his numerous^ honors is that of be­
ing made a member of the St. Lu­
cas Guild in Amsterdam, Holland. 
He came to the South West in 1905 
and has, made an exhaustive study 
of the various Indijtn. types. ^fe+However- we-hepe^ tha t you will 

Jwopks in several mediums; oil, 
water color and lithograph crayons, 
and is recognized as one of Amer­
ica's foremost lithographers. While 
the Indian is his favorite subject, 
he also paints still life and lands­
capes." 

David Fredenthel is a young 
American artist whose water colors 
rank high and have -been received 
favorably by critics. He is a teach­
er in Colorado Springs Aft Cen­
ter. In 1939, he won the 'Gugen-
hiem fellowship. His works include 
six panels in fresco a t the Naval 
Academy, Detroit and murals for 
the sports pavilion. His works 
may be found in many museums >f 
the United States. A collection of 
fifteen of Fredenthel's water colors 
will be shown in the gallery during 
March. This collection comes to 
the museum from Dartmouth 
where it was exhibited during Feb­
ruary. 

The museum hours are from two 
to four-thirty every Tuesday, Wed­
nesday and Thursday.

Light Department 

The light and fiea alarm lini's 
were completely rebuilt on Main 
street, Hamilton street, Cedar 
hlrcet, and mbst of Pierrepont Ave. 
New lines were laid on Maple 
street from second bridge to Pine 
street. 1,500 feet of underground 
cable was laid in the business sec­
tion of Market street including lire 
alarm system. Ten new manholes 
were built in the circuit to facilitate 
repair work in the winter months. 

All of the work mentioned above 
is visible to the citizen of t he vil­
lage during the time that jt is be­
ing- done but after once noticing the 
operations of such activity the av­
erage citizen lorgets and so it 
seems well to enumerate all of thi.-
work. 

Besides all of the above citations 
the village purchased 1,000 feet of 
fire hose this year and new uni­
forms for the police department. 
Also a new patrol car was pur­
chased for the police department. 

This report is far too brief to 
enumerate all of the work that hits 
bfeen done this year nor even men­
tion all of the accomplishments but 
the same will give the tax payer 
some idea of where the tax dollar 
id being spent. Like any business, 
the responsibility of operating a 
municipality has been difficult in 
•these particular times because of 
priorities, increased cost of ma­
terials and a shortage of labor. 

realize that the trustees of the 
village have endeavored to operat3 
your municipality in a business like 
manner, and we also hope tha t ws 
have been able- to serve you faith­
fully and efficiently. You are the 
people, who elected us to represe.it 
you in the business operations of 
the village and we want you to feel 
free to attend any and all of our 
trustees sessions and we further 
solicit any constructive criticism 
that you may offer. 

The Board of Trustees also wishes 
to take this opportunity to ex-
pi'ess its appreciation to the pub­
lic spirited citizen, who caused to 
be erected the very line grade en­
trance, leading to the museum 
from the Elm street side of the 
building. This entrance has not 
only made the museum more ac­
cessible, but it has enhanced the 
beauty of the west side of the li­
brary building.
