Normal Students 
Participating in 
Defense Courses 

Throe months of war have 
brought swift, extensive changes 
in the type of studies and recrea­
tional activities for most student! 
in the Potsdam Normal School. 
Approximately three hundred 
young men and women are devot­
ing part of their time to defensf 
studied committees, the Red Cross. 
or other activities directly related 
to the national emergency. In ad­
dition, every student participates in 
at least two hours of intensive 
physical, training each week in the 
school's gymnasium. 

Defense activities are coordinat­
ed by a Defense Service Committee. 
organized under the auspices of the 
Student-Faculty Association. Each 
class is represented on this commit­
tee, and Marjorie Page, of Water-
town, is chairman. 

Under the sponsorship of this 
committee, about 35 girls are plan­
ning to register in the Red Cross 
Fh;st Aid- course as soon as the 
local Red Cross can provide an in­
structor. More than 30 girls have 
petitioned to take an auto mechan­
ics' course that is being arranged 
by Mr. E. Harold Cole, principal of 
the Potsdam high school. This 
group will meet two hours a week 
in connection with defense courses 
offered in the high school. 

Fifteen or more' Normal School 
girls will' enroll in a physic? 
course being offered this seniestei 
by the Defense Department of 
Clarkson College. About 10 Nor­
mal School men are taking the 
Radio Technician's Course in Clark-
son's Engineering Defense Depart­
ment. The radio class meets three 
nights a week, three hours each 
session. j 

Some of the regular Normal 
School courses offered this semes­
ter have a direct bearing on prepa 
ration for armed service or for 
related'war efforts. College algebra 
classes are unusually large, and a 
class in plane trigonometry was 
organized recently for men who 
have been sworn in as candidates 
for commissions in the Naval Re­
serve. 

In a book drive recently closed, 
students and faculty donated 265 
volumes for camp libraries. Thest 
books represented practically all 
fields of reading, with mathematics 
fietion,fwndthc>-sciences in the 
lead. : 

Current plans of the Student De­
fense Committee include entertain­
ment for soldiers of Pine Camp 
probably in the form of a concert 
or a play and a dance later in tht 
spring. Several weeks ago when 
about 20 Pine Camp men came tc 
Potsdam to play basketball aW 
hockey, tho girls entertained them 
at the Underclassmen's Hop. Also 
being organized is a dance to 
which students will bring stamps 
candy and similar tokens that will 
be sent to Normal School and 
Clarkson College men who are in 
military camps now. 

For clarification of war problems 
find objectives, the Student Defense 
Committee has instituted a volun 
tary forum group under the lead 
ership of Dr. F. Roger Dunn, hear' 
of the Department of History. Thit 
group, open to students and fac 
ulty, meets as a discussion club on 
Wednesdays at 7 p. m. 

The Normal School building it 
self has taken on a new tempo be 
cause of war ...activity,!. Defense 
stamps are being sold in booth's' 
under the direction of the Dcfenst 
Committee. In many places therr 
are evidences of Red Cross and 
British Relief knitting and scwinc 
projects that have busied scores 
of students. Because of the fact 
that the Civic Center is closed foi 
the duration of the war, all Normal 
School and Clarkson College dances 
will be held in the Normal School 
auditorium. Also Red Cross class­
es in home nursing, nutrition, and 
first aid for the citizens of the 
community are now being conduct­
ed in tho Normal School. 

Because of the time demanded 
these diverse war activities, the 
Normal School social calendar has 
been modified for the remainder 
of the yeRr. " MoRt notable among 
theochanges is the shift of all ma-

• jor dances and other social affairs 
from Friday evenings to Saturday. 
Tho academic calendar has been 
ehnnged, too, through shortening >f 
the Easter recess, advancing Com­
mencement to June 8. By this ar­
rangement, seniors about to be call­
ed to service will be allowed to fin­
ish their studies for their degree 
and other students can gel an early 
start on summer work.

On right side of street on the 
corner was Hawkin's block, groc­
ery on ground floor, H. J. San-
ford, I basement, butter, eggs,.,.etc,.| 
2nd floor, St. Lawrence Herald. 
Next store, j . A.' Dutcher & Son 
"John" groceries. Small building 
next to Dutcher, Christopher Hatch 
cigars, tobaccoy-candy, etc. Har­
ness shop of Edward Joy; brick 
building next, built by Timothy 
O'Brien, occupied by O'Brien and 
Maxfield hardware store. In rear 
of this store was a marble shop. 

| In this block is Thomas Woods 
groceries and in last two stores, E. 
&-. J. Lenney groceries and' meat 
store. Beyond is the residence of 
C. M. Peck. Coming toward Mar­
ket street the first is the M. E'. 
church and parsonage. The next 
old stone building at corner of 
Main and what used to be called 
Lovers Lane, now Union ' street 
was occupied by a Mrs. Taggert 
and later On by Carl Lewis, brother 
of Edward Lewis who died a few 
years past.- I don't know who 
owned the building just beyond 
the small building under con­
struction. I lived there a few 
months after I was first married. 

The building under construction 
was an office building built by 
Adelbert Ames who was building a 
10c hitch shed for horse and bug­
gies. 

The large building I spoke of 
was divided into two apartments. 
Mr. Ames occupied one side of it 
and Isaac Williams the other a 
short time after this project got 
under way, Mi-. Ames diod sud-
lenly of heart disease. Mrs. Ames j 
proceeded to carry on the business j 
and it was decided to build a large I 
barn now occupied by Joy and Mc- j 
Intyre. Of course this large 
building had to be either torn 
down or moved so my father who 
had just bought a home at the 
corner of Market and Cottage' 
streets having a very large lot de-J 
cided to buy it the only draw back 
was how to get it there. Someone 
said that Joseph Grew could move 
mything from a peanut to a loco-j 
motive. (Mr. Grew is still alive 
and lives on Washington St. I saw J 
him a few days ago). The house 
was bought for $200 and Grew 
agreed to move and put on a wall 
where it now stands and owned by 
Herbert P. French-No. 6 Cottage 
street. 

The wooden office was finally 
moved and Mrs. Ames built the 
brick building as it now stands 
next to the Herald Recorder block. 
Before tne Herald Recorder block 
was built, there was a large build­
ing that was used as a blacksmith 
and carriage shop by M. V. Wilson 
and a Mr. Hale. The only orna-J 
ments that Market St., and Main; 
had those days were the old hitch-] 
ing posts ornamented with an iron 
horse head with an iron ring in 
its mouth to hitch the halter thru. 

You will also note the old Pots­
dam sandstone flags for sidewalks 
also the dirt streets. The old flags 
were good those days but never 
level. The telephone poles observ­
ed in this picture are no longer on 
the streets thanks to J. R. Weston 
who had them put under ground 
making Market street a model for 
other villages. This telephone sys­
tem was installed before Potsdam 
had its first electric lighting plant.

Parmeter Barn 
Destroyed by 
Fire, Loss $5,000 

Fire, believed caused from de­
fective wiring, destroyed the 90x30 
foot barn on the Edwin Parmeter 
farm, Parishville road about seven 
o'clock Thursday morning. An 
estimated loss of about ?5,000 was 
partially covered by insurance. 

Mr. Parmeter went to the barn 
at*rl5r- While-,-milking, he smelled 
smoke. On opening a door leading 
to a hay mow, he discovered smoke.j 
in an upper loft. He called Pots-
dani firemen and then returned to 
the barn and released 15 head of 
cattle and a team of horses. His 
son succeeded in getting a car out 
of the. burning building. Forty 
hens perished in the blaze.. The 
loss also included several tons of 
hay, straw and farm machinery. 

A hen house about forty feet 
from the barn in which about 75 
hens were housed, was saved. The 
Parmeter home, also about 100 feet 
distance, was saved. Firemen, as­
sisted by neighbors, kept water on 
the nearby buildings.

14 years, sick for two weeks; 

Mary Webb, age 19, sick since 
Dec. 23rd, is now recovering in tha 
Canton hospital; 

Robert Webb, age 18, sick early 
in January,' about one week; 

Mrs. George Peabody, of Fine, a 
daughter, who visited in the home 
during the illness of her father and 
mother, is still sick after eight 
weeks; 

Joseph Webb, aged 29, is still a 
patient in the Canton hospital, af­
ter eight weeks' illness; 

Stella Johnson, aged 17, a friend 
who frequently visited in the Webb 
household, sick since January 22nd, . 
has not yet recovered. 

Six or seven others who may 
have eaten food in the house at 
various times, are not known to 
have been ill. Home-raised pork, 
insufficiently cooked, was the 
cause of the trouble. Recent exam­
ination of. pork killed on this farm 
shows the presence of trichinae in 
the flesh. 

The practical and sure preven­
tion of trichinosis is the thorough 
cooking of all pork meat. It is 
possible that fresh pork may be 
fried in a very hot pan and appear 
brown and well cooked, yet tho 
meat may not be well heated ill 
the way through. The same may 
be true as to roast pork. Any pork. 
after cooking, appearing pink or 
red is unsafe. When well cooked 
it will be white. The minute worms 
which cause trichinosis are present 
especially in the lean flesh meat.

Scarlet fever cases are greater 
in number, especially in Jefferson 
bounty, where 81 of the total 110 in 
the district occurred. Most of the 
scarlet fever cases are reasonably 
mild and comparatively few com­
plications have occurred. Ths 
number of pneumonia cases has 
more than doubled during the pa3t 
Wnth, which, however, is expected 
at this time of year. 

The use of pneumonia serum and 
fcheXnew sulfonamide drugs has 
lessened'the number of pneumonia 
deaths greatly. Until these rem­
edies came into general use, a lit­
tle more, than three years ago, the 
average\ number of pneumonia 
deaths foV this district was about 
150. The Jiumber is now less than 
one hundred^ Very few pneumonia 
deaths now occur among the young 
and middle aged persons. It is Sjf?, 
dom now that a young robust pt^f^ 
son dies from pneumonia. '5^
