closest neighbors and friends'; 
Anyone having barns or sheds 
,vith .accessible entrances through 
an open window, or if they can 
jy any other means tind theii 
laily way to the caves or loft ol 
.ltese' buildings, the barn swal-
ows are very apt to take up 
.heir summer..residence- with -your 
>nd will repay you with their 
.•heerful presence and soft musi-
•al twittering, while at the same 
.tine will do much toward exter­

minating any insects around their 
nhabited area. 

The barn swallow is one of the 
nest domesticated of birds as they 
dways choose barns or sheltered 
.rejections for their nesting places, 
t has been noted that during lat-
r years, as the old comfortable 
iarns with open rafters and many 
janes lacking in the windows, 
vave had to give way -to the mod-
rn barn, which is tightly- closed,' 
here is ah absence of many of 
he barn swallows. Maybe they 
iavc simply had to give nip re-; 
iding in the more modernized 
ommunities and hie back to the 
arms where they still have these 
avorite homing places. If the 
note modern farmer would only 
etlize the benefit, he would de-
ive by furnishing an upper en-
rance for these birds to his 
larfts, I feel sure he would take 
ime to provide Ifn entrance for 
him. Their rchief food is insects 
if'aft kinds, which they catch on 
he wing, as they s\y/iop back anil 
orih through the air, making a 
luii-k dip toward the grasses lo 
•ateh' their food. 

The length of the barn swal-
mv is seven hWhes, although in 
icaiity they are very tiny birds, 
jut due to long tail feathers and 
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long pointed wings they have a 
laiger appearance. Their color is 
upper parts glossy, steel blue 
with a chestnut brown forehead. 
Under parts pale cinnamon gray. 
Their nest is constructed of grass 
and straw mixed with consider­
able .mud to form, when dried, a' 
very compact bowl, which is lined 
with feathers. Eggs, 3 to G, are 
.vhite with spots of red, brown 
and lavender. 

In the lSOJ's t_here_\vere many 
barn swallows killed for the use 

"5'f""their glossy feathers to adorn 
women's hats." In 18S6, George 
Bird' Grinnellj then editor of For­
est and Stream, wrote a vigorous 
jditorial of protest, which imme­
diately led to the founding of the 
first Audubon Society. 

Among the worst enemies at', 
these birds is the English spar­
row, who sometimes takes posses­
sion of the homing sites, driving 
ihem away, and the domesticated 
cat, who lays hiU'den in the gras­
ses, awaiting them as they dip 
downward to capture insects. 

Not the least of these enemies-
is the bad boy, who, with his 
sling-shot or BB gun finds these 
little unsuspecting fellows, pereh-
lh~?"Th~W~blTek yard on wires-or 
roofs of buildings, an easy mark, 
and thus destroys many of our 
lovable and useful friends. 

I believe iill school children 
should be taught the necessity of 
protecting all our birds. Muih 
good could be done, by the rural 
teachers in t ra in ing^ the young-
boys in their community to the 
great harm they do in destroying 
such wild life. 

I wish I might call this im­
portant fact to all teachers, and 
request that they cooperate in 
training the children, from the 
very young, the necessity of pro­
tecting all wild life and particu­
larly the birds, keeping this 
thought fresh in their young and 
forgetful minds at all times.

One who is familiar with ' the 
requirements and habits of swinc-
fenows that they are able lo make 
a real contribution toward the 
production of F(ood for Victory. 
Even though pi'gs have an aver­
age birth weight of less than 
three pounds, if they are properly 
fed and handled, they will make 
rapid gains and should have av­
erage weights of 180 to 200 
pounds when they are six months 
old: In addition swine exceed all 
other farm animals in the econ­
omy with which they convert feed 
into edible meat. Furthermore, 
swine are able to utilize a wide 
variety of by-products or waste 
feeds that otherwise may lie 
wasted. In t imes like these it is 
wise to efficiently utilize as much 
of these feeds as possible. 

There was- an excellent demand 
for feeder pigs during the spring 
of 1941 and it is- likely that 
weanling pigs will be in demand 
during the spring or early sum­
mer of 1942. The person who 
wishes to feed pigs for home coor 
sumption or sale may even find it 
'necessary to buy some pigs that 
are born in June, July or Aug­
ust. These pigs may prove as de­
sirable and may produce fully as 
economically as the pigs that are 
bom earlier. I t is better to pro­
duce pork from late-spring-far­
rowed pigs than not to have any 
pigs to feed. 

You have heard the old saying 
that pigs a re pigs. This may be 
t rue in many respects, but there 
are great differences among pigs. 
If I were buying feeder pigs for 
the production of pork for sale 
or home consumption, I would 
prefer thosa tha t were raised 
under sani tary conditions. Such 
pigs are usually more free from 
internal parasites or disease and 
should give a hotter account of 
themselves^ in the ford lot than 
pigs that a re not raised und"r 
sanitary conditions. Kxpcrienced 
pork producers have learned that 
the pigs -with heavy weaning 
weights sirp usually the best pro­
perty. If the pigs are raised in 
dry lot, they should average a t 
ilcast 25 pounds in weight when 
weaned at the age of eight weeks. 
If the sow is n good mother or if 
the sow and l i t ter have been giv-
on access to clean pasture during 
the suckling period, the pigs 
sTiould weigh much more than 
this at weaning time. 

Healthy well-fed pigs, if given 
access to good pasture from wean­
ing time to a market weight of 
2011 to 225 pounds, should require 
from 325 to 350 pounds of feed 
for 300 pounds of gain. If th-iy 
are not given access to pasture, 
thoy will need an average of "75 
to 400 pounds of feed for 100 
pounds of gain. This feed re­
quirement may be reduced cot;-

GREATER OUTPUT OF SY­
RUP IS URGED 

As rationing of cane sutiar ap­
proaches, maple producers are be­
ing encouraged to produce more 
syrup than ever before, even with 
a labor shortage, said Prof. C. J. 
Treesler, Jr., of the State Agricul­
tural Experiment Station a t Gene­
va in a Farm and Home Week talk 
a t Cornell. 

He pointed out that the pro<lue"r 
obtains a hi|rher price for his 
syrup if he processes it himself 
into fancy products such as.mapli' 
cream and candies. 

The Geneva scientist said a new 
simplified method has been develop­
ed to make maple cream, using an 
ordinary ice cream freezer, and h • 
showed Cornell visitors how it wu.; 
done. He also showed how to make 
an entirely new product, nuts 
coated with maple glace, as well as 
maple cream candies and maple 
jelly. 

The Farm and Home Week audi­
ence was toldjthat the maple syrup 
crop of-New York has an annual 
value of more than a million dol­
lars. 

In another talk, Prof. Hazel 
Hauck, of the College of Home 
Economics, told homemakers that 
in war time when costs "must be 
kept down and variety sacrificed, 
more ingenuity is needed to pro­
vide interesting and healthful 
meals. 

"We can get along without many 
of the foods we are used to ami 
itill have a good diet," she declared.
