'W„ ' A N T E D . Englishman, twenty-five years old; about five feet 
eight inches tall, of indifferent build; walks with a little bend forward; pale 

appearance, red-brown hair, small mus­
tache hardly perceptible; cannot pro­
nounce 's' properly and does not know 
any Dutch." 

The above is from a poster for an 
escaped prisoner of war, which appeared 
in South Africa at the t ime of the Boer 
War. The only thing the poster neglected 

to mention was the name of the Englishman. I t was Winston Churchill. 

Churchill, who, incidentally, was serving the English as a journalist, not as 
a soldier, had escaped from a Boef prison. Making his get-away in the coat 
car of a freight train, he met up with an English colliery manager who hid him 
in a mine and then helped him to escape to the Portuguese frontier. There he 
joined the English fighting forces. "If the Boers insist upon treating me as a 
combatant I might as well bo one," he said.
