in Massenti and vicinity, increase 
in the nursing service in that arwi 
has become necessary.

A week ago Saturday the annual 
contest problem formulated by the 
American Institute of Chemical 
Engineers was handed out to the 
twenty-odd senior Ch. E. students.

The Regulations are the same as 
in the pas t .

These solutions aro 
graded on ingenuity, logic; con­
clusions, accuracy, and form of 
presentation. Colleges and tech 
nical schools throughout the coun 
t ry participate, making the conv 
petition very strong. 

In past years Clarkson has pro 
duced four prize winners. In 
1938 Donald Graham received fifth 
prize for h i s solution, and evident' y 
that s tarted us off, for in 1940 
LeRoy Chellis was the winner it 
the third prize. In 194JI, how­
ever, two students of Clark­
son College set a record by 
placing first and second in this 
national competition. E. Bruce 
Powell a n d Weller Pierce were 
the prize winner* in that order. 
Never before had two students 
from the same institution won the 
first two prizes. I t was a feat 
tha t reaped praise for themselves, 
their college and their instructors.

Science Congress 
At Syracuse U. 
April 25th 

St. Lawrence county junior and 
senior high school students a re in­
vited by Dr. Richard S. Armacost 
to participate in the third annual 
Syracuse Science Congress to be 
held April 26 at- Syracuse Uni­
versity. 

Students may enter either or 
both divisions into which the con­
gress is divided. In one division, 
the participant gives-a—short lec­
ture, preferably illustrated, about 
same phase^ of science or some 
scientific principle or process. 
Speakers in this group are allowed 
15 minutes. In preceding con­
gresses subjects have been quite 
varied including growing plants 
without soil, the heart, l ight and 
color, plant reproduction, and flu­
orescence. 

The second division consists of 
exhibits selected to show the appli­
cation of scientific principles 'D 
modern life. For example, exhibits 
have been shown dealing with flat 
feet, radio, Boulder Dam, an iron 
iung, and a sulphuric acid plant. 

Parallel and equal awards are 
offered for junior (under 15 years 
of age ) , and senior (not .over 18) 
contestants. A $25 defense bond 
will be the first prize for each age 
group. Second, third, fourth, and 
fifth prizes are defense stamps of 
$2, $2.50, $1.60, and $1 value, re­
spectively. The next three places 
will receive honorable mention rib­
bons. Both those who give lectures 
and those exhibiting will be eligible 
for the awards in their age groups 

All schools in Cayuga. Chemung, 
Cortland, FranHinrHamfl tonrfc i -~ 
kimer, Jefferson, Lewis. Madison, 
Onondaga, Oneida, Oswego, Schuy­
ler, St. Lawrence, Tioga, and Tomp­
kins counties may enter students in 
the Syracuse congress.

Status of Aliens 
Of Enemies 

The status of aliens who are sub­
jects of enemy countries was the 
subject of a recent radio address 
by F . H. LaGuardia, U. S. Director 
of the Office of Civilian Defense. 

The Director has asked all of­
ficials to give this matter careful 
attention since it is of vital con­
cern to the morale of t h e nation. 
He pointed out that definite rules 
and regulations have been pro­
mulgated by the Department of 
Justice for handling the problem' of 
enemy aliens, and that apprehen­
sion of dangerous aliens comes 
within the jurisdiction of tha t de­
partment. 

The director stated in part, "The 
overwhelming majority of non-
citizens in our country are peace­
ful, law-abiding, and in complete 
sympathy'with our form of govern­
ment. Most of them came to this 
country not to be subversive but 
because they revere and respect the 
freedoms which America is able to 
offer them. Many of them are 
'alien' in the technical sense of the 
word'only. Statistics show that 
four out of five of them have close 
family ties here, in most "cases 
American-born children. A large 
number of these children are now 
serving in our armed forces. I t is? 
worth noting that to date it was 
necessary to take into custody 
less than 1 per cent of the so-
called enemy aliens in this coun­
t ry ." 

The Director also stated that ' t 
is still possible for German and 

I ta l ian aliens to become citizens, al­
though it is more difficult than it 
was before December 7. "We can­
not," he added, "hold law-abiding 
Germans and Italians in this 
country responsible for what ia 
happening in Europe."

Aides Relieve 
Nurse Shortage 

While most civilians under vits 
prosram are being twined for 
action only in hypothetical catns-
trophies, the Office of' Civilian 
Defense h looking for 100,000 
women who will ^o to work at 
once in real .Jobs. The nation i.< 
critically short of trained nurses. 
With the Ai my and Navy Nur.-w 
Corps enlisting 15,000, the U.' S. 
Public Health Service is in net'il 
of 10,000 more and with civilian 
hospitals already understaffed by 
1(1 per cent, the shortage adds up 
to 50,000 nurses. It cannot be met 
by the 1,300 nurses', training 
schools tha t bestow some 23,000 
caps a year. This is the problem 
to be solved by the 100,000 wo­
men volunteers. As nurses' aides, 
they will release nurses to exer­
cise their special skills by taking 
over their routine labors. Unpaid, 
they will be rewarded1 by the sat­
isfaction of filling the toughest 
and most important jobs on the 
whole home front. 

Already there are some 2,000 
women enrolled in the OCD Red 
Cross training courses or at work 
in hospitals. As against the three 
years required for the title R.N., 
the syllabus prepared by the Red 
Cross and OCD and administered 
by local hospitals and Red Cross 
chapters, calls for- only 80 hours 
of classroom study and ward 
practice. She is pledged to give 
150 hours of "hospital seryieeev-. 
ery year, preferably in a three-
month period, and to be available 
for permanent duty1 if war de­
mands should make i t necessary. 

Like the enlisted men in Army 
and Navy- hospitals, where reg­
istered nurses rank as commis­
sioned officers, a nurse's aid-? 
works under the direct supervision 
of a nurse. Her concern is com­
fort of patients. But. in addition 
to mastering the ar t of making 
a hospital bed and of bathing and 
feeding her patients,-she must be 
able t o . t a k e pulse and tempera­
ture and to discern changes in 
their condition. The nurse's aiilo 
system assures that there will be 
no surplusage of nurses at the 
war's end, tha t instead there will 
be~100,000 women equipped with 
hospital experience, to meetfcris­
es, in their own homes, of sick­
ness and accident.

Motorists Cause 
Train Delays' 

Train delays insulting from ac­
cidents at grade crossings cause 1 
by careless motorists are serious'." 
retarding the national war effort, 
i t was asserted by-Charles E. Hill, 
General Safety Agent of the Nc..-" 
York Central System," in a survey 
of recent grade crossing accidents' 
;n the nation. ^ 

Mr. Hill reported tha t there is 
i monthly Average of 702 freight 
trains delayed 460 hours and 435 
nassenger trains delayed 200 hour; 
as a result of such accidents in t h ; 
nation. Of these accidents, he fur­
the r reported, 82 per cent occur 
i t crossings having the added pro­
jection of flashing lights, gates or 
watchman and in one-third of them 
%e motorist drives his car into the 
side of the train. The average 
daily delay, he estimated, is 22 
hours to 38 trains. 

"While the loss of life ai' 1 
nroperty '* serious," Mr. Hill said, 
"yet aside from this we are n o r 
-onfronted with a loss tha t during 
our present emergency stands o it 
-nore glaringly than any o t h c 
This is the delay to trains oe-
-asioned through such accidents, 
These t rains may be transporting 
troops; they may be transporting 
defense material. A delay in these 
movements may be sufficient to 
seriously affect our ability to 
orosecute the war to a successful 
conclusion." 

In a review of five typical grade 
Tossing accidents on the New 
York Central recently, he revealed 
l h a t 12 passenger t rains were de-
'ayed a total of 13 hours and 7 min­
utes. In four of these accidents the 
automobiles involved were aban­
doned; in the other the automobile 
was driven into the side of thp 
train. None' of the accidents re­
sulted in personal injury, but all 
caused considerable property loss 
to the railroad and substantial de­
lays to t ra ins .
