Mr. and Sirs. Dennis Finnigan i;f 
Waverly street, and Vernon R. 
Akey; also 23, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Paul Akey, laB Market 
street, are the only two men 
from Potsdam village known, at 
the present time, to be serving 
with General MacArthur's force's 
in the Philippines. 

It is interesting that the two 
young men attended., Potsdam 
High - School together and were 
together on the same liner which 

-transported them from California 
to Manila, arriving at that port 

. last Oct. 27. 
• Private Finnigan entered mili­

tary service March 30, 1941. He 
graduated from Potsdam High 
School and later took up a course 
in electric welding: He worked 
for a time for Henry Hunter, 
Potsdam welder, later in the lo­
cal A and p store and at the 
time he entered service, was em­
ployed by the Hacquette River 
Paper Company as an electric 
welder. 

' Mr. and Mrs. Finnigan at 
Christmas time received a cable­
gram from their son from Bataan, 
stating that he was well. Through 
the American Red Cross, word 
was received Feb. 7, following an 
investigation of records at Wash­
ington, which revealed that he 
was still serving with General 
MacArthur's forces. 

Private Akey enlisted at San 
Antonio, Texas, Nov. '5, 1940. 
Some time later, he was trans­
ferred to Massachusetts and while 
there, he came to Potsdam for a 
short furlough. During high school 
and after, Private Akey was in­
terested in photography, and to 
several was known as Potsdam's 
young traveling photographer, he 
having *el 'ftp^ftuulwr in Northern 
and Central New York towns for 
short periods. His last. .address-
was Company A, 803 Engr. Bn., 
Clarks Field, Panpamga. His par­
ents, received a letter from him 
Nov. 30, one week before "the 
Pearl Harbor disaster. No word 
has been received since. 
Pvt. Carl LaValley, son of Mr. 

and Mra. John LaValley of th? 
Hopkinton road, is another soldier 
from Potsdam who is serving 
with MacArthur in the Philip­
pines. Through the Red Cross, his 
parents have also received word 
that he is safe. 

Private LaValley is also a Pots­
dam high school alumnus, gradu­
ating in June, 1940. He entered 
army service the next August. On 
October 20, of that year he sailed 
from California and arrived in the 
Philippines December 5. His par­
ents last heard from him December 
18; the letter having been mailed 
from Manila November lli.

Admiral Rank 

The appointment of Jean 11. 
Han-ley of New York, formerly of 
Colton, -as Assistant Director of 
the U. 8. Coast and Geodetic Sur­
vey with the rank of Rear Ad­
miral, ha-i been contirmtd by the 
Senate of the .United States. .This 
appointment follows the recent 
enactment of a law governing 
the distribution and promotion of 
the commissioned officers of the 
Coast ami Geodetic Survey, which 
provides that th? Assistant Dir­
ector shall be appointed by tiie 
President and while serving in 
that ttrpacity snail-fiave1 the rank 
of Rear Admiral. 

A native of Colton, Admiral 
Huwley began .IrhrWrvicc with the 
Bin-eat) in TJW7 after' graduating 
from Clarkson College of Tech-
nolnjcy with a degree in Civil En­
gineering. H i s extensive field 
service with the Survey included 
the command- of several survey 
ships in the coastal waters of the 
I'nited States, Puerto Rico, Alas­
ka, and the Philippine Islands. 
From 192-1 to 1930, he was .assign­
ed to duty in tha Washington of­
fice during which time he was in 
charge of the compilation and 
publication of the Coast and In­
side Route Pilots which are issued 
by the Survey. During the years 
1930 to 1932, he served as Direc­
tor of Const Surveys in the Phil­
ippine Islands. 

Upon Admiral Hawley's return 
lo the United States he was ap­
pointed Assistant Director by the 
Secretary of Commerce, in which 
capacity he has served until ad­
vancement to his present rank. 

Admiral Hawley is the author 
of the Hydrographic and Wire 
Drag Manuals used by the sur­
vey and other articles and pub­
lications including the compila­
tion, • "Distances Between United 
States Ports." He is a member of 
the American Society of Civil 
Engineers, the Society of Amer­
ican Military Engineers, and of 
other scientific and engineering 
associations. 

Admiral Hawley, a brother of 
Asa W. Hawley of Colton, is a 
son of the late Morris . B. and 
Lucia Hawley. The Hawley fam­
ily is one of the pioneer families 
of Colton. He graduated from 
Colton High School and then 
entered Clarkson College, from 
which he graduated in 1907. His 
wife was a resident of Chicago. 
They have one daughter married 
and living near Washington, D-. 
C. He last visited his brother at 
Colton in July, 1M0.

Area Blackout Tonight 
Trial Test Fairly Good 

Assistant Director of U. S. Coast 
and Geodetic Survey 

REAR ADMIRAL J. H. HAWLEY 

Loretta Wallace 
Hies Following 
Brief Illness 

Miss Loretta Wallace, 63, of 63 
Maple street, this village, a former 
riiember of the Courier-Freeman 
staff-ior fifteen years, died in Pots­
dam hospital Saturday from effects 
of a shock suffered Friday night. 
Funeral services were held at 10 
o'clock Tuesday morning from St. 
Mary's church. Rev. Father Joseph 
L. Tierney, pastor, officiating at 
requiem mass. The body was 
placed in the vault in St. Mary's 
cemetery, to- await interment in the 
spring at Norfolk. The bearers 
were William Murphy, Ogden La-
Clair, Michael Shea, Earl Murphy, 
John Mahoney and Leo Sweeney. 

Miss Wallace was born in Nor­
folk, March 11, 1879, a daughter of 
William and Mary Morris Wallace. 
She moved to Potsdam with her 
parents when young. Her father 
for several years operated a tan­
nery in Norfolk. She attended 
Potsdam high school and after, 
worked in the office of the old 
Potsdam Recorder, where she 
learned to set type by hand. Later, 
she attended Cortland Business 
School and then returned to work 
on the Recorder, which had merg­
ed with the St. Lawrence Herald. 
In following years, she worked jn 
the Herald Recorder, and later 
served for fifteen years as a most 
efficient linotype operator in the 
Courier-Freeman office. Possessing1 

a pleasing character. Miss Wallace? 
had gained a wide friendship. She 
was a devoted member of St. 
Mary's church, and had always gi , r-
en generously of her interest and 
work in church activities. She re­
tired about four years ago. 

Remaining are two sisters, Mra. 
Kenneth A. (Jean) Mclver of 
Potsdam and Miss Margaret Wal­
lace of Ogdeusburg. There are al io 
several nieces and nephews. 

Potsdam's test blackout last 
Thursday was officially observed 
by Major David Lawyer of the 
staff of General Joiiii P\ O'Ryan,-
State Director of Civilian Protec­
tion. While the blackout seemed 
to many Potsdam citizens to be a 
huge success and very ' complete, 
it did not meet with high piaise 
from tlie official observer, who 
commented only that it was bet­
ter than average for a first black­
out, but that Potsdam should do 
much better next time. 

Numerous flaws were detected 
and criticized. Among- them were 
the following: O n e industrial 
plant failed to blackout complete­
ly, several large windows spread­
ing their light in the jmrround-
ing darkness, throughout the~eh^ 
tire period of the test , blackout: 
Mill management gives assurance 
that • this condition "will not hap­
pen again ami that, all windows 
will be completely covered the 
next time the alarm is given. 

Blackout curtains were not suf­
ficiently opaque in a number of 
instances, and light was visible 
through them at two or three 
business and social centers in the 
business section, also one or two 
apartments in the upper stories 
of buildings on Market street. 

In a few instances, people light­
ed cigarettes in their homes 
without pulling the shades. The 
flare of the matches seemed al­
most as brilliant as searchlights 
from the darkened streets. 

Two or three places turned on 
the lights for brief intervals dur­
ing the blackout—but were quick­
ly reminded by vigilant wardens 
or police to turn them off again. 
The shrilling of a police whistle 
usually was sufficient to get the 
light turned off again. 

A number of places were con­
sidered to be unnecessarily slow 
in blacking out. One man was 
taking a bath and failed to hear 
the alarm until wardens pounded 
on his door. The traffic light at 
Main and Pierrepont was not ex­
tinguished until four minutes of 
the blackout had elapsed. 

Curious crowds congregated at 
several places in the business sec­
tion. Altho warned to get off the 
streets they refused to obey ord­
ers. Laws are. in the making which 
will name refusal to comply with 
blackout restrictions a misdemea­
nor punishable by fine or impris­
onment. In- several instances 
groups gathered in front of frat­
ernity and sorority houses creat­
ing c o n s i d e r a b l e disturbance. 
Matches were lighted bv persons 
on t h e sidewalk near the Coffee 
Shop on Market street. 

A local physician was called 
for an emergency and drove across 

town with headlights on full. 
A baek yard rubbish fire was. • 

not promptly extinguished afld 
had to receive the attention -of ; 
the wardens. 

A number of cellar lights were 
left on, and at least one back 
porch light. In most oases tJheae . 
were promptly extinguished, altho-
in three places the house was, : 
empty, family away, and lights- . 
could! not be extinguished without 
breaking in. 

Lights f rom,a bat tery charger 
and from one or two radio s e t s 
were not screened and were v is ­
ible from the street. 

Flashlights were turned on sev­
eral times in a downtown social 
center and were very visible from 
the outside. On Cedar street a 
young man imitated fifth column 
activity with a flashlight until a : 
policeman caught up with him. 

Electric wires rubbing on treea 
in two sections of the town were ' 
visible a t intervals. These are be­
ing reported' to the Power Com­
pany and are promptly fixed 
whenever found. 

The Unity Mill whistle is be­
yond repair and will not be r e ­
placed. As a consequence the a larm 
was considered wholly inadequate. 
Aerial bombs have been purchased 
and will be used experimentally 
a t the next blackout if they a r ­
rive in time. Changes are being 
made in the fire alarm to permit 
a series of rapid short blasts, and. 
the "all out" will be sounded a t 
the end of the blackout hereafter. 
The Elliott Mill whistle function­
ed perfectly and was praised, a l ­
tho it was not loud enough to be 
heard distinctly in the easterly 
section of the village. Village of­
ficials are considering the purch­
ase of one or two auxiliary sirens 
or horns. 

Both Major Lawyer and Sheriff 
SanJule praised the efficiency of 
the wardens and police, particular­
ly the manner in which traffic was 
halted and car lights extinguish­
ed. Not a single car was per­
mitted to enter the village during -
the period, altho there was an un­
usual number of ears on the 
roads. The cooperation of the pub­
lic was excellent in all except a 
few cases. These people need to 
be reminded that one carelessly 
handled house in a thoroughly 
Macked-out area can be extremely 
dangerous and bring disaster u p ­
on itself and the neighboring sec- _ 
tion. This i s a situation requiring 
complete cooperation of the public 
in planning to save our commun­
i ty from damages during a r ea l 
a i r raid and from criticism du r ­
ing practice blackouts. The -goal 
is maximum protection for every­
one.
