U. S. and Canada 
Simplify Tax 

Tfhe United States and Canada 
signed a n income convention 
March 4, designed to eliminate. 
&uuble taxation in individual in-

l.comes and to regulate the taxa­
tion of dividends paid by corpor-
ations in one country to stock­
holders in the other. 

Under the convention, which 
became effective as of January 
4 1942,as soon as ratifications 
have been exchanged, Canadians 
living in the United States must 
pay both the American and Can­
adian income tax, but may deduct 
from their Canadian t a x the 
amount paid to the United States. 

Canadians crossing the border 
daily to work in the United States 
are taxable in both countries, 
with the same privilege of der 
duction. Americans crossing daily 
to work in Canada, arc taxable 
there, but receive credit on their 
American income tax for any 
amount paid there. 

A feature of the convention, of­
ficials explained, is a provision 
fixing the ra tes of income tax to 
be withheld in each country on 
dividends o r interest flowing to 
stockholders or bondholders in the 
other country. 

The convention, also provides 
for reduc t ion-hr certain rates of 
taxation, and for the establish­
ment of an exchange of informa­
tion between the United States 
and Canada in the field of income 
taxation.
