In advance of the area Blackout scheduled 
for this evening, Potsdam held a fairly success­
ful test Blackout last Thursday evening. Many 
lesidents believed it was splendid for the first, 
but judges and officials"observed numerous flaws 
and made them known. They have been ex­
plained in another column-of this issue and it. is 
hoped that they will not be repeated this eve­
ning. 

The success of the first test blackout how­
ever, for civilian and" property protection, in 
case of an enemy air raid, deserves good recog­
nition. It was judged as better than the average 
first blackouts and this may be accorded to the 
well organized Civilian Defense Units brought 
rapidly into training by conscientious leaders, 
who have given unsparingly of their time and 
by the splendid spirit on the part of individuals, 
who have shared the work outlined for them 
in the various groups. 

For the most part, the village was thrown 
into- complete darkness for the first time in his­
tory, when the air raid signals sounded. Care­
lessness was accounted for lights showing at 
some points throughout the village, but it is 
believed that sharper attention will be given this 
evening. To better the success of last Thurs­
day night's exhibition is the aim tonight. In 
order to have one hundred per cent success, 
there must be one hundred per cent cooperation. 

Tonight's blackout and the test trial last 
week were announced. The real test in a black­
out for Potsdam will come when the air raid 
signal sounds at an unannounced time. This will 
be the moment when Potsdam residents and 
others in the area must await and put forth ev­
ery effort to gain even more success. It can be 
done. Air raid drills with complete blackouts 
will be staged as time goes on. Let us be ready 
for them, but for now, let us make sure that ,to-
aight's test has decided perfection over last 
week's.

.Of all colors in the visible spec­
trum deep red illumination is least 
visible from air, most helpful on 
ground, and best suited to preserv­
ing- dark adaptation of eyes. Whan 
color must be used in order to 
lower intensity of lights red will 
be used. Consideration must be 
given the fact that red illumination 
is not normal and if improperly 
used may betray the installation 
it proposes t6 "Ctiriceal; Low" in­
tensity white light is suitable for 
purpose of blackout illumination in 
majority of instances. For resi­
dential interiors War Department 
representatives favor light that de­
parts from white in the direction 
of orange. 

Housekeepers are urged to rum­
mage in the "attic for old lined 
draperies, couch covers, blankets, 
spreads and quilts. You probably 
would not have to buy a thing- if 
you combined your findings with 
imagination- and a sewing machine. 
The purchase of materials may 
cause unnecessary expense for in­
dividuals, industries, and munici­
palities, and may divert these ma­
terials from areas where they are 
more necessary. 

The individuals in the home may 
feel that if all lights are out, they 
have afforded the highest order of 
concealment, and they in. turn may 
Mjoy the highest possible measure 
of security. Should any of our 
cities ever have to resort to full 
blackout frequently for prolonged 
periods, this family would undoubt­
edly find sitting in the dark very 
negative and depressing. Informal 
comment from Britain states that 
the Eritish tried this for a while, 
but found it so depressing they 
,ave it up in favor of fully lighted, 
cheerful rooms behind thoroughly 
blackened windows and doors. 

One carelessly handled house in 
a thoroughly blacked-out • area 
would be extremely dangerous an« 
could bring disaster upon itself, so 
we shall not consider how careless 
any one house might be. Rather 
let us think' of planning to save 
our community and the country's 
war effort from damage. Rows of 
houses make up patterns to' th? 
^nemy pilot and bombardier above 
a city. Blocks of streets do the 
same with all parts _of the city 
including factories, office building*., 
s tores/bridges, and rivers, adding 
up to a design that identifies the 
place. So we are really trying t-> 
eliminate the light patterns of 
cities tha t identify them. If it is 
easy to identify a city, then it is 
easy to locate specific objectives. If 
xe do the blackout job well, we also 
idd to the enemy's difficulty of fly­
ing from one city to the nest sine0 

;he.-e blacked-out cities or towns 
can no longer be used as direction 
signs to important military and 
industrial targets. Then, too, the 
residential areas are less liable to 
be struck by haphazard bombing. 
When these reasons for blackouts 
are understood, the interest and 
lesircs of any one family are sub­
merged in the much greater over-
ill picture. The whole matter b -
?omes one of a social group work­
ing together to afford the maximum 
protection to everyone rather than 
the protection that might be af-
torded one family. 

All cone*erned must realize full,' 
that planning and advance prepa­
ration contribute most to the ef­
fectiveness of a blackout. An ef­
fective blackout is not achieved by 
spectacular efforts at the begin­
ning of or during a raid. Except 
for meeting contingencies, little JI 
nothing can be done to increase 
the effectiveness of a blackout while 
a raid is in progress. 

In "alerted areas" it become", 
necessary to strictly enforce certain 
lighting restrictions. All windows, 
doors and skylights must be -.o 
masked tha t light from the inside 
is not visible from the outside. 
Outside lights of any kind are for­
bidden; in fact, the lamp bulbs for 
porches, gardens, garage exterior. 
must, be removed from the sockets 
so lights cannot be turned on by 
mistakes. Garage interiors subject 
to three-Way switch control from 
inside the house might well come 
under this ss^me precaution. AH 
lights near outside doors must he 
screened so that no light, is visible 
when the tlnor is open. All open­
ings in lighted rooms used during 
blackout must, of course, be fully 
darkened or made light proof. 

For most homes perhaps old 
draperies, rugs, blankets, heavy or 
opaque cloth are suitable. To 
actually produce an absolute black 
outside effect on a well lighted room 
it is necessary to make careful ar­
rangement of the right materials. 
Finally, when you feel that yon 
have really effected a thoroughly 
blacked-out room, go outside at 
night and inspect alt the-windows 
and doors involved. Black shades 
alone will riot do it unless they ar > 
wide and long enough to overlap 
the window glass by some inches. 
Venetian blinds alone will not pro­
vide sufficient masking.
