Clarkson College students who 
enlist for this branch for the 
duration will be immediately ap­
pointed' privates first class and 
placed on inactive status while 
they a r e in college. Seniors will 
leave for training this June. 

At least six months notice will 
be given these men- if the exig­
encies of the service necessitates 
their being called to active duty ( 

before graduation. Students inter­
ested in Marine Corps should con­
tact Lieutenant Ryder by letter 

at the U. S. Marine Corps reM 
cruiting office, Federal building, 
Syracuse, or see him in person 
on March 20. 

Prospective Leatherneck offic­
ers must be unmarried and agree 
to remain so until they are com­
missioned, be in an accredited col­
lege or university, physically fit, 
and be over 20 and under 25 years 
of age on the date of acceptance 
of commission. There-is-noTitath-
ematics requirement. 

Following a course of instruc­
tion of approximately t h r e e 
months as enlisted men, Clarkson 
College men will receive their 
gold bars as second lieutenants. 
Then they will be given further 
training in the Reserve Officers 
Course for a similar period;. Upon 
completion of the latter course, 
the .new officers jwjll. .bo, assigned 
to active duty with troops. 

Marine Corps second lieutenants 
receive $125 per month and sub­
sistence and quai-ters allowances, 
totalingr ?5£ a month white on. ac­
tive duty. They are also given a 
$150 uniform gratui ty to apply 
toward the purchase of the rei 
quired uniforms. 

Brief sketches of the history of 
Potsdam and surrounding commun­
ities, gleaned from records "bf thr 
late Dr. O. H. Leete, town histor­
ian, and other sources, give in­
teresting data of this village from 
the time St. Lawrence county was 
a wilderness. 

Contrary to the general. belief 
tha t Potsdam was so named from 
early settlers by the name of 
'Potts, who built a dam here, the,-;'.-
records "report there was no dam 
at the time. Potsdam was named, 
and no German settlers. 

In 1780 the legislature author­
ized the land commissioners to dis­
pose .of unsold lands within the 
state . In 1787 the commissioners 
directed the surveyor general to 
lay out ten townships in two 
ranges parallel with the St. Law­
rence river, each township to con­
tain 100 square, miles. That same 
year these townships were sold at 
auction, and Alexander Macomb 
became owner of nearly ail land in 
them. The average price was-
e igh t een t s an acre. In Septem­
ber of 1789 the commissioners of 
the land offiee met in New York, 
which was then the capital of the 
State. They passed a resolution 
at this meeting giving names to 
the ten towns. These were: Lou­
isville, Stockholm, Potsdam, Mad­
rid, Lisbon, Canton, DeKalb, Os-
wegatchie, Hague, Cambrai 

I t will be noticed the first was 
in honor of King Louis XVI who 
had helped the American cause 
during the revolution. Stockholm 
was named from the capital of 
Sweden. Potsdam was named from 
the capital of Prussia; Madrid 
from the capital of Spain, Lisbon, 
the capital of Portugal, Canton 

pfrom the leading commercial sea­
port of China, Dekalb for the name 
of a general who fought in the 
war; Oswegatchie from a river 
with the Indian name, flowing 
through the town; Hague was 
named for the capital of Holland, 
and Cambrai was so called from 
the historic city in France. 

There have been some changes 
in these towns since the naming, 
but three remain intact which are 
Potsdam, Lisbon and Canton. 

The outlines of the towrts were 
surveyed in 1799-1800. At this 
time there were no white settlers 
on these lands, and no structures 
except a few a t the mouth of the 
Oswegatchie. 

In 1802, St. Lawrence county 
was established and divided into 
four townships. In 1806, Potsdam 
organized a township government 
and became a self-sustaining civic 
body. 

The man responsible for the 
early settlement of Potsdam, to­
gether with the sale of lands, the 
opening o f roads , and establishing 

industries, was Benjamin Ray­
mond who was selected us land 
agent, and proved exceptionally 
well qualified as the founder of. a 
pioneer community. , He gave Ihte 
village its,.wide streets and sym­
metrical plan, was its first super­
visor, re -elected several times, un­
til he removed and founded Ray-
nicintlvillc. He built the first 
school house and hired and paid 
Ihe first teacher, a Harvard gradu­
ate; lie conducted religious wor­
ship until' a clergyman organized 
the first congregation. He founded 
St. Lawrence Academy, which 
early began the training of teach­
ers. He was made judge of the 
court of' common pleas. 

Among the first settlers of Pots­
dam -were the Clarkson family 
group consisting of Levinus Clai-k-
son, Herman LeRoy, Nicholas Fish, 
John C. Clarkson, Garret VanHorn, 
William Bayard, James McEvers. -

A large part of the other early 
settlers came from Vermont, New 
Hampshire ' and Massachusetts. 
Isaac Buck came from Rhode Is­
land, also Liberty Knowles. 

General E. A. Merritt, Abraham 
X. Parker, Charles 0 . Tappan, 
George Z. Erwfti, Bloomfield Ush­
er, E. D. Brooks, Ansel Bailey, 
Wararen Clark, Luvius Dewey, 
Robert Dunlop, Erastus Gough, 
Joseph N. Davis, Wally Cotton, and 
William A. Dart are among the 
first settlers who contributed his­
torically to this village. Many 
others of equal importance to the 
community at that time were 
among Potsdam's earliest settlers. 

On the site which ^how is our 
Civic Center buildings, was origin­
ally the Gun House which housed 
Potsdam's artillery. This build­
ing was followed by a wooden town 
hall in 1859 at a cost, of $5,000. In 
1875 a new town hall was built of 
Potsdam sandstone a t a cost ri 
$20,000. 

The first tavern was built by 
Joseph Fuller on Market street, 
which was known until recent 
months as the Perrin store. Six 
years later David French built a 
two story house and hotel on the 
Potsdam-Canton road. This build­
ing has been kept in fine condition 
and is now occupied by a direct 
descendant of David French, Da­
vid-Anderson and" Lottie French 
Anderson. 

Dotted in almost every section 
of the village and township of 
Potsdam are landmarks, which link 
into the early history of the 
founders of this community. Many 
of the families living here today 
are direct descendants of the 
pioneer settlers who generously 
gave their interest and efforts in 
planning Potsdam for its future 
years of development to bring it to 
the most progressive center, which 
it is today.

POTSDAM MEN GET PERMITS 
TO PURCHASE NEW CARS 

Senator Graves 
Sponsors Bills 

A bill, sponsored by Senator 
Rhoda Fox Graves, Gouverneur, 
was passed by the senate recently 
and sent to t he assembly which 
was designated to aid small milk 
dealers by providing a more 
equitable basis for fixing the 
amount of license fees. 

The assembly passed and sent 
to the senate a bill introduced by 
Assemblyman Benjamin H. Demo, 
which authorizes county boards of 
supervisors to appropriate up to 
$1,000 in any year for the prop­
agat ion of fish and game. Enact­
ment of the bill is sought by the 
New York State Conservation 
Council. 

The senate passed and sent to 
the Governor the Todd bill which 
amends the village law to make 
the cost of removing weeds, brush 
and rubbish by the village a lein. 
upon the real property, where 
such materials are found. 

Senator Graves sponsored an­
other bill which provides that vil­
lages shall not enact a local law 
to supersede the state statute re­
lating to the preparation and cor­
rection of local tax assessments 
and their review in court, or to 
collection and administration of 
village taxes on real property 
and leins theron or to the incur­
ring village obligations. 

A bill approved by the senate 
llRnd awaiting signature by Gover­
nor Lehman will require motorists 
to report accidents involving prop­
erty damage only when it exceeds 
$25.0Q. 

Oppose Quick 
Rationing Action 

P r i c e administration officials 
have balked at treasury proposals 
for complete rationing of consum­
er's goods. Secretary of the Treas­
ury Henry Morgenthau, Jr., sug­
gested such action before the 
ways and means committee re ­
cently as a step to curb the 
threat of "dangerous inflation." 

Price Administrator Leon Hen­
derson's associates said they would 
oppose any whirlwind introduc­
tion of such a plan, but were will­
ing to push rationing beyond 
present levels of passenger cars, 
tires and sugar—but only when 
necessary, adding they had no 
plan to ration on a broad scale. 
The officials also pointed out that 
complete rationing of consumer 
goods would be -even more drastic 
than the system used in Greaf 
Britain, now in the third year of 
the war. 

Rationing of commonly used 
goods, such as clothing, foods and 
fuels, would have to follow the 
complex process followed in sug­
ar. Although O. P., M. announced 
that shortage made it necessary 
to r a t ion . sugar more than a 
month ago, the tremenduous job 
of printing war ration book No. 
1, and other requisite blanks will 
delay actual rationing until after 
the last week in March, or later. 

'Congressmen,~" oin" this""other 
hand, generally approved Morgen-
than's proposal, although many of 
them saw it as a rehictant neces­
sity of total war. 

Dr. Thomas M. Watkins and Ken­
neth D. Sullivan, building supplies 
dealer, have received the two first 
permits issued for the purchase of 
new automobiles from the local 
rationing board which is under the 
supervision nf William S. Reming­
ton.

Requirements 
Are Modified 

Open Season on 
BeaverMar.iyi 

An open season in New York 
State has been fixed by the con­
servation department, A l b a n y , 
whereas six beavers and ten traps 
are allowed an individual during 
the open season, March 15-81* in 
eighteen counties and parts of 
three others. These counties in­
clude St. Lawrence, Chautaugua, 
Franklin, Oswego and others list­
ed. 

Legally trapped beaver, before 
sale, must be tagged between 
March l'o and April 3 by game 
protectors or forest rangers and 
retain the t ag until the skins have 
been tanned and made into com­
mercial fur. 

The department, basing its ac­
tion on a 50-eounty survey and 
the fact 3,055 beavers were tak­
en in 1941 by 1,251 licensed t r ap ­
pers, eliminated five counties in­
cluded last year and added seven 
others. 

Excluded from the open season 
this year are Alleghany, Mont­
gomery, 'Washington, Westchest-* 
er \and Putnam counties. Those ; 
idded are Chemung, Columbia. 
Dutchess, Lewis and Schuyler and 
ia r t s of Oneida and Oswego.
