divine Mind. Even if the call for 
help is faint and hesitant, Love 
is always present, and he w h o 
turns to God finds Him near. The 
Father-Mother God is constantly 
blessing man, His own idea, and 
providing for his every need. But 
we must place ourselves in the 
position to receive the blessing. 
We cannot receive it by denying 
God's presence and power; but in 
reaching out to Him, no matter 
how hesitatingly, w e put our­
selves where we can receive and 
utilize the good that is always 
available. Then, encouraged and
