Farmers Urged 
To Repair Farm 
Machinery Now 

One way in which Now York 
State farmers can help avenge 
"Pearl Harbor" is by repairing 
'their farm machinery now, there­
by making sure it will bo in 
good condition for the 1942 Food-
for-Freedom production, declares 
Allan G. Doren, chairman of the 
St. Lawrence county USDA War 
Board. 

A farm machineiy repair and 
adjustment clinic is being held at 
H. M. Kinsman Company in Nor­
wood March 9-1S. This is spon­
sored hy ihe St. Lawrence comity 
Farm Bureau ami is open to all 
farmers. 

Fanners have a double respon­
sibility in the war effort, Mr. 
Doren points out. They have the 
responsibility for producing the 
food, feed, and fiber needed for 
an all-ont war, and they have, the 
responsibility for conserving me­
tals, rubber and other materials 
needed for construction of guns, 
ships, tanks, and planes. 

Immediate repair of existing 
machinery, therefore, is the first 
step in the attainment of the 
1942 agricultural goals, he says. 
For this reason, the farm equip­
ment program recently announced 
by the director of, priorities; is 
veiy important. This program 
permits the use of materials for. 
farm repair parts a t an average 
rate of about 150 per cent of the 
materials used for similar pur­
poses in 1040, but limits the mat­
erials for new machinery to about 
83 per cent of the 1940 level. 

Types of equipment needed in 
turning out farm products to be 
increased under 1942 goals have 
been allotted a higher percentage 
of essential materials, in compar­
ison with 1940, than types of 
equipment required for farm pro­
ducts less essential to the war ef­
fort. 

For example, quotas of metal 
and rubber for use in the manu­
facture of dairy machinery and 
equipment range np to 213 per 
cent of the materials used for 
similar purposes in 1940, since 
there is a large increase in the 
agricultural goals for dairy pro­
ducts. 

In contrast, the materials ne­
cessary for making a one-horse, 
single-row corn planter are limit­
ed to 35 per cent of *he 1940 
level. However, for a combination 
com and cotton planter of the 
same type, which can be used in 
connection with two crops instead 
of one, the quota, of these mat­
erials is 66 per cent of the 1940 
level. 

Many such factors were tak;n 
into consideration by tha Division 
of Civilian Supply in drafting the 
program for farm machinery, aft­
er consultation with the Depart­
ment of Agriculture, Mr. Doren 
explains. 

In general, the manufacturer?' 
quotas for new equipment reflect 
the 1942 agricultural goals of the 
Foad-for-Freedoni Efiogram. But | 
in all groups of equipment, at­
tachments and parts , expressed in 
total weight of all metals and 
rubber, a re considerably above the 
1040 level. 

It is pointed out tha t farmers 
need not secure priorities on most 
types of equipment, but may ptir-
