Many political speeches have been delivered and many men 
prominent in the life of the state and nation have viewed 
parades from the balcony over the main entrance. 

The original building of the Albion was put up in 1876 by 
Martin VanBuren Ives and was used as a restaurant. The 
original structure was four stories high with a 33 foot front­
age on Elm street with an annex two stories high. The annex 
was destroyed by fire in 1883. In 1884 the hotel was built 
from the office section east. A four-story section was added 
for dining room, kitchen, sample rooms for the commercial 
travelers and about 40 sleeping rooms. Later the Tupper 
property to the east of the original building was purchased 
as was the McChesney property. The McChesney property 
was used in connection with the hotel as a park. Still later 

.-another addition was built covering all the property east of 
the original site. 

Mr. Ives sold the building to A. J. and C. R. Holmes in 1880 
and the establishment was opened as the Albion Hotel in 
August of that same year. The Holmes brothers built addit­
ions in 1884 and in 1888. Still another addition was built in; e-randchildren. A sister. Miss Rose 
later years. ^' Reeve> a member of the Pot; 

Under the management of the Holmes brothers, with 
Charles R. Holmes as manager for many years, the Albion 
was the most popular hotel in Northern New York. Travel­
ing men always arranged, if possible, to spend weekends 
and as many nights as possible in this hotel. Many sports­
men from New York City and the New England states start­
ed out on hunting trips into the Adirondacks from the 
Albion. 

The present owners and operators, Mr. and Mrs. Richard 
Sullivan, have continued managing the hotel in the old tra­
dition. They purchased it from the late Charles H. Sissrm. 
The Sullivans have managed to merge the atmosphere of a 
family hotel and a gathering place in the manner of the 
early proprietors. John Shaw, their chief clerk, in addition 
to his hotel job is known to many as a member of the Henry 
Family Players, who, years ago, presented plays in many 
of the cities and villages of the east. 

On the whole, the Sullivans have been able to join the 
modern and the old ways of hotel management so as to create 
an atmosphere which leads many persons to make their home 
in the hotel. This perhaps is the best proof of the value of 
the hotel to the community.
