Following is the text of a lect­
ure on "Christian Science: The Re-
liirion of Enlightenment and Glo­
mus Liberty" given recently in the 
Potsdam civic center by Oscar G-'a-
hum Peeks, C. S. B., of Kansas

•&•'' The text : 
" I t is becoming; better under­

stood that we live in a spirituaJly 
mental universe. This, however, is 
not apparent to mortal, matei ial 
sense, which can cognize only mi l -
irisility. One learns in Christian 
Science that man's true being' is 
spiiitual. This should be apparent 
to all, for God is Spirit and man 
created in God's likeness must nec­
essarily be spiritual. There can be 
no other man. 

"The account of creation which 
is given in the first chapter of 
the book of Genesis, studied in the 
lifvht of Christian Science—and it 
should be kept in mind that all 
Christian Science demonstrations 
are based on the understanding' of 
true creation—shows clearly that 
God is the one infinite, divine 
Mind, the only intelligence, the 
only creator, tha t all tha t really 
exists reflects and expresses this 
one creative Mind, and t h a t man 
is Mind's highest idea. 

" In this l ight i t is also seen that 
the purpose of the allegory which 
is presented in the second and third 
chapters of Genesis is to show the 
unreality of mat ter and evil, or the 
so-called mortal mind, in contradis­
tinction to the grand reality of 
God' perfect spiritual creation. 
Rig-htly interpreted this allegory 
exposes the s tatus of mortal man-
shows tha t this so-called man is a 
falsity, a mere counterfeit of the 
man of God's creating. He has no 
status . 

Man Is God's Reflection 
"Because man is created in God's 

likeness he possesses all the qual­
ities of his creator, by reflection. 
As each ray of the light from the 
sun is an expression of the nature 
and quality of that orb, even so, in 
a f a r higher sense, the true being 
of each one of us manifests infir 
ite Mind, or God. This illustration 
gives one a clear sense of his 
separability from God, and helps 
one to see the secessity of intell­
igently denying the existence of 
any mind except God, the divine 

i Mind. 
I "The logic is indeed lame which 

J\ declares that God,, divine Spirit, 

N has created man as he is seen 
through material sense and ex­
plained by physiology and ana­
tomy. Such logic falls before the 
revelation adn demonstration of 
Christian Science. 

"If God creates mortals or aids 
!n their creation, then He must be 
. limited and finite deity. Such a 
telief detracts from the majesty of 
God, i t beclouds His wisdom, be-
lfctles His intelligence, denies the 
teachings of Jesus and the apos­
tles, and precludes demonstra­
tion of spiritual being. 

\ Omnipotent Spirit 
"Is not God omnipotent Spirit? 

Is He. not infinite Mind eternal 
Truth, and ever-present divine 
Love? Is he not omniactive Life? 
The Scriptures declare t ha t He is, 
and also indicate t h a t He is the 
Soul of all t rue existence, and the 
Principle—not a principle, but the 
one divine Principle of man and 
the universe. 

"Spiri t , Mind, Truth, Love, Life, 
Soul, Principle—these are synony­
mous terms. Carefully considered, 
they are seen to indicate God's un­
changeable goodness and loving-
kindness, His wholeness, His all-
ness, together with the perfection 
of man and the universe, which 
a re embraced in the. allness of 
t h a t one omnipotent, omniscient, 
and omnipresent Being. Christian 
Science is teaching men to under­
s tand God as He is revealed 
through these synonymous terms 
and to utilize their knowledge of 
Him as Jesus did in the healing 
of sickness, sorrow, and sin.

Joseph L. Thury of St. Paul, Minn., 
destroyed ti:J pianos for a new 
squadron mark in the European 
theatre of operations; his group, 
the 339th Fighter Group command­
ed by Col. John B. Henry Jr., of 
San Antonio, Tex., smashed a to­
tal of 11)5 planes for still another 
record, and Eight Air Force fight­
er pilots bagged a grand total of 
277 planes on the ground and 18 
in the air to top all previous single-
mission efforts. 

"It was just one hell of a big 
day, no mat ter how you took it ," 
Maj. Tower said. 

In addition to the foregoing, 
Maj. Tower's eight kills hiked his 
personal strafing score to 18, which 
is second only to Col. Thury's LS'j 
in the ETO for planes destroyed 
os the ground. 

The shooting sent Col. Henry's 
group beyond the oOO-destroyed 
mark, of which more than 235 have 
been air kills. "We still haven't 
finished our first year of combat 
operations," Maj. Tower reminded 
his friends who wondered about 
possibility of cracking still more 
records. 

Maj. Tower is the son of A. R. 
Tower of Winthrop.

He also sent bis wife some 
perfume from Paris and a lovely 
pair of ruby earrings, to his little 
daugh te r Bonnie Marie, whom ho 
has never seen, he sent a dainty 
band made white silk handerchief 
with the allied flags embroidered 
on it. Other items he sent were 
foreign money, a Nazi buckle and 
emblem, sea shells from Normandy 
beach head and patches he had to 
wear while overseas. Pfc. Bond is 
now in Belgium. He entered the 
service on Jan. 27, 1942, going 
overseas on Oct. 22, 1942. He was 
in England until D-day when he 
crossed the channel on an LST at 
that t ime being a truck driver. He 
has two brothers in action, Pvt. 
Amos Bond who entered the ser­
vice on Feb. 27, 1942 and has been 
in Germany for about 3 months. 
H e is in the Infantry. Pvt. Fran­
cis Bond who entered the service 
in 1941 and is now with the 16th 
Bomber Squadron in Geneva, Neb. 
H e saw action in the Tunisian cam­
paign and received . shrapnel 
wounds in the arm and leg.
