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Annual Firemen's 
Review Planned 
For Tomorrow 

Miss Atwood Is

At Norwood 

Plans have been completed for 
the 40th annual review of the 
Potsdam fire department to be held 
Thursday. 

While the department is ap 
proaching its 88th anniversary, the 
first annual review and test run 
was not held until 1900. 

The events of this occasion, 
which has come to be known an­
nually as Firemen's Day in Pots­
dam, start off with the taking of 
the department photograph, in 
front of the fire station, at 4:30 
p . m. Following this, the depart­
ment will parade through the prin­
cipal streets of the village, headed 
by the high school band. The 
route of the parade is as follows: 
Main street, to Cedar, to Elm, to 
Leroy, to Cottage, to Market, to 
Main, to the Fire Station, where it 
will disband. It will be reviewed 
on Market street, in front of the 
Wells store, by Supervisor Murphy 
and the members of the Village 
Board of Trustees. 

Following the parade, an alarm 
will be turned in from Box 21, at 
the corner of Main and Water 
s t reets by Chief James J . Doyle, 
J r . In response to this call, the 
LaFrance Company, in command 
of Assistant Chief Smith and the 
Sanford Company, in command of 
Assistant Chief Sullivan, will pro­
ceed to the riverbank on Water 
s treet , where suction hoses will be 
connected and water drafted from 
the river and discharged through 
lines of 2% in. hose. Each com­
pany has two lines and individual 
t ime is kept of the discharge of 
wate r through each of the four 
nozzles. In the meantime, the 
Packard Company, under command 
of Ex-Chief Frank will lay a line 
of hose from the hydrant in front 
of the Wells store, down Market 
s t reet towards the bridge and over 
a ladder, raised against the Odd 
Fellows Building by t h e Hook & 
Ladder Company in command of 
Ex-Chief Charters, to the roof of 
th i s building. The t imes taken to 
complete these various evolutions 
will be clocked by Chief Doyle. 

A t 7:30 p . m. the annual ban­
quet will be served in the Albion 
Hotel, Chief Doyle will be toast-
mas te r and the guests will include 
Supervisor Murphy, members of 
the village board of t rustees , mem­
be r s of the local press, local in­
surance men, associates in other 
depar tments if the village of Pots­
dam and honorary members of the 
Potsdam fire department.

Rev. Parisian studied under the 
Suplician Fa thers in Montreal and 
completed his theological studies 
at St. Bonaventure Seminary in 
Alleghany, N. Y. He wos oi-dained 
into the priesthood, May 29, 1920 
a t St. Joseph's Cathedral in Buf­
falo by His Excellency the late Rt. 
Rev. William Turner, Bishop of 
Buffalo, for the diocese of Lead, 
S. D., now the diocese of Rapid 
City, S. D. 

After his ordination, Fa ther 
Parisian was assigned as chaplain 
a t St. Joseph's Hospital in Dead-
wood, S. D. In the fall of t ha t 
year he was made pastor of the 
Sacred H e a r t Church in Dupree, 
S. D., and i t s mission, Thunder 
Butte. While there he renovated 
the church, constructed a rectory 
and carried on extensive spiritual, 
educational and social work among 
the Blackfoot Indians. In 1924 he 
was transferred as pas tor to the 
Sacred Hear t Parish of S t rode , 
S. D„ which included the missions 
of Drew and Ralph. These mis­
sions were accessable only by 
horse back and during the severe 
Dakota winters it was difficult to 
hold services. He was transferred 
in 1927 as pas tor to the Church of 
the Blessed Sacrament in Bison 
and its associated missions of 
Meadow and Chance, remaining in 
Bison until 1929 when he was then 
assigned as pastor of St. Freder­
ick's Parish a t Murdo, S. D., and 
the mission of Okaton. 

In 1931 Rev. Parisian was t rans ­
ferred from the diocese of Rapid 
City to the Diocese of Ogdensburg, 
N. Y. Upon his arrival in the Eas t 
he was assigned as assis tant to 
Fa ther Holland a t the Sacred 
Hea r t Church in Massena, N. Y. 
In the fall of tha t year he was ap­
pointed as assistant in Our Lady 
of Victory Parish, Plat tsburg, N. 
Y., where he also acted as an in­
structor of Latin and French in the 
Convent. In 1935 he was assigned 
as assistant in the Notre Dame 
Parish, Malone, N. Y., remaining 
there until 1938 when he was t rans­
ferred to St. Mary's Parish, Pots­
dam. In 1939 he was appointed as 
administrator of St. Paul 's Parish, 
Piercefield, N . Y., af ter three years 
in Piercefield he was moved to 
Lyon Mountain, N. Y., and in the 
fall of t ha t year was transferred 
to Long Lake. In the fall of 1944 
he was appointed pastor of St. 
Mary 's Parish, Glenfield, N. Y. 

Bishop to Officiate at 
110th Anniversary of 

Trinity Church Here

Sunday, May 27th—is Trinity 
Sunday—and on this day Trinity 
Church, Potsdam, will observe the 
110th anniversary of the founding 
of the parish. A special annivers­
ary service is planned a t eleven 
o'clock, and in the afternoon at 
four o'clock, the Bishop of the 
Diocese, The Rt. Rev. G. Ashton 
Oldham, D. D., will be present to 
confirm a class of nineteen per­
sons. 

The early history of the parish 
is intimately connected with the 
beginnings of the community be­
cause of the fact that three of the 
seven early owners of land were 
members of the Clarkson family 
which was destined to do so much 
to further not only the founding 
of our parish, but also its growth, 
prosperity and development down 
through the years. 

In 1818, The Rt. Rev. John 
Henry Hobart, Bishop of New 
York, came to this county, visiting 
Ogdensburg, Waddington, and 
Potsdam. On this visit he conse­
crated St. Paul 's Church in Wad­
dington, which has the distinction 
of being the first Episcopal church 
to be consecrated in St. Lawrence 
county. 

Early records show t h a t John C. 
Clarkson became interested in hold­
ing religious services in Potsdam 
soon a i te r he took up residence 
here. He and others of the early 
settlers fostered the conduct of 
public worship and while at first 
these meetings were more or less 
undenominational, gradually the 
various denominations began con­
ducting their own services inde­
pendently of each other. 

On March 23, 1835, a meeting 
of those interested in founding an 
Episcopal Church in Potsdam was 
held a t the Old Academy for the 
purpose of incorporating "a religi­
ous society in communion with the 
Protestant Episcopal Church in 
the United States ." At t h a t meet­
ing John C. Clarkson and Augustus 
L. Clarkson were unanimously 
elected Church Wardens, and Da­
vid L. Clarkson, Zenas Clark, The-
dore Clark, Myron G. Munson, 
Noble S. Elderkin, Samuel Part­
ridge, Frederick Miller, Jr . , and 
Aaron T. Hopkins were unanimous­
ly elected Vestrymen. I t was de­
cided tha t the title by which the 
church should be known in law 
would be "Trinity Church, Pots­
dam," and tha t title still remains. 
The same year Trinity church was 
admitted into union with the Dio­
cesan Convention. 

Site Donated 
The Parish having been duly in­

corporated, the next t a sk which 
faced the small band of ardent 
pioneers, ( there were only about 
17 communicants) was the erection 
of a church edifice and, of course, 
preliminary to the beginning of 
tha t undertaking, it was necessary 
to obtain a site for the building 
and raise t h e funds which would 
be required. The original pro­
prietors, who held so much land in 
Potsdam, came forward and con­
veyed to the new vestry as a gra­
tuity, all tha t pa r t of Fall Island 
lying south of the turnpike, now 
of course, Maple street. 

The proprietors of the Mill Es­
ta te gave, without charge, the use 
of their saw mill for the purpose 
of sawing the materials for use in 
the Church building. The stone 
for the Church was given gratui­
tously by T. S. Clarkson and was 
obtained from his quarry . Plans 
were made for a church edifice to 
be 64 x 44 feet, to be built of 
sandstone and after the design of 
Trinity Church in New York City. 
With the towner and main portion 
of the Church, the whole building 
would be 75 feet long, from front 
to rear. 

The subscription paper which 
was passed about for signatures, 
netted $3,490, of which David L. 
Clarkson personally gave $2,000. 
That amount does not seem a large 
sum with which to undertake the 
construction of a church, bu t of 
course, the stone and much of the 
other materials were given free of 
charge, and also labor costs were 
then but a small item when today's 
costs are considered. A t any rate, 
the building committee had great 
courage and proceeded with its 
task with the utmost vigor. In but 
two months after the appointment 
of this committee, the funds were 
raised, the work was placed under 
way and the foundation had reach­
ed the point where it was ready 
for the laying of the cornerstone. 

This ceremony took place nn June 
3, 183.0. 

Old Church Aids 
I t was soon found that more 

money would be required to com­
plete the church. A petition was 
sent to Trinity Church, New York 
City, setting forth that $3,561 more 
would be needed to entirely com­
plete the work, and asking for an 
appropriation of $1,500 to be paid 
when the church was ready for 
consecration. I t was stated in the 
petition that at such time, should 
the relief asked he granted, the 
vestry would pledge themselves 
t ha t all outstanding indebtedness 
would be paid and no incumbrance 
or liability of any kind remain. 
The request was granted. The 
whole cost of building the church 
and fitting it for use was $5,880.38. 
The vestry raised sufficient funds 
to defray all debts. The consecra­
tion ceremonies were held on the 
10th Sunday after Trinity, August 
7, 1836. 

The present recessed chancel of 
this beautiful church was added in 
1858, and it was in this same year 
tha t a furnace was installed to 
take the place of several stoves; 
and also tha t lard gave way to 
kerosene as a means of illumina­
tion. The present Gothic ceiling 
was constructed in 18117. in 1868, 
the Diocese of Albany was fonnfid, 
and this Parish was included as a 
par t . The Woman's Auxiliary was 
organized in 1884. The present 
chapel was opened for use in 1S85. 
In 1886, extensive reconstruction 
of the old Church building was 
completed and the present tower 
was erected. Nothing now remain­
ed of the old Church as it existed 
at the time of the original conse­
cration except a portion of the side 
walls. In 1887 the Al tar Society 
of Trinity Church was organized. 
On Christmas, 1888, the first vest­
ed choir of men and boys took pa r t 
in the services. In 1890 a large 
pipe organ was installed. Within 
recent years, the entire interior of 
the Church has been refinished, 
beautiful new windows installed, a 
new floor covering laid, a beautiful 
organ of'most modern construction 
installed, the outside of the 
Church repointed and roof recover­
ed, the whole surrounding grounds 
levelled, filled and landscaped, the 
front stone wall relaid, and the 
whole structure placed in first-
class and durable condition. 

The church has the most beau­
tiful memorial windows of any 
church outside New York city. 
They were made by the craftsmen 
and ar t is ts of Tiffany & Co. 

Rectory Renovated 
Dur ing the last two years the 

Rectory has been completely re­
novated. The Par ish House has 
been redecorated and made most 
at tractive. The entire stone work 
of the church, chapel, and wall 
have all been repointed, and the 
doors and woodwork refinished and 
painted. New hymn books and 
prayer books have been purchased 
for the church, as well as a me­
morial flag and memorial chancel 
service books. In the event of the 
rectory's being taken over by the 
Sta te in its post war extension 
program of the Teachers College, a 
house was purchased which could 
serve as a rectory. At the present 
time all the Church properties are 
in excellent condition and should 
continue this way for some years 
to come. 

Clarksons' Support 
I t is fitting t h a t in any story of 

the founding and development of 
Trinity Church, mention should be 
made of the g rea t generosity of 
the members of the Clarkson fam­
ily. This family, devoted from the 
earliest times to the Church of 
England and later to the Eposcopal 
Church in th i s country, has given 
freely of i ts means to carry for­
ward the work of the Master, not 
only in Potsdam, but in a number 
of other communities in this coun­
ty. No credit was ever sought by 
any member of the family for his 
or he r good deeds, but we know 
tha t a kindly Father will not over­
look all that has been done to 
make the fruits of His garden 
more abundant. 

Since the incorporation of Trin­
ity Church—thirteen rectors have 
served the Parish. The Rev. R. 
M. Kirby, D. D., (1882-1906) 24 
years, and the Rev. William J . 
Hamilton (1.912-1942) 30 years, 
were the two longest rectorships. 
The present rector, the Rev. J . 
Thurston Travis, came to Trinity 
church in January , 1943.
