"New Light On Old Pictures'' 

Historic Picture Studio 
In the above drawing the artist has sketched the exterior 

of the famous Stone picture studio at Market and Munson 
street, Potsdam, now occupied by Clarence B. Pretno, also 
a photographer of note. 

It has been established, notably by the late Dr. Charles 
H. Leete, that there has been a photographic studio on this 
corner for almost a century. The first one was built like an 
old fashioned lunch car. 

N. L. Stone and Son established a photographic and copy­
ing and enlarging studio on the spot in 1872. The Stone 
family operated the studio until 1906. They maintained of­
fices in London for the overseas trade and in Chicago and 
other cities in the U. S. and Canada for their business on 
this continent. The firm made about 15,000 portraits an­
nually. They made seven grades of crayon pictures, six of 
ink work, two of pastel, three of water colors and one in oil. 

Thirty-five air brush artists were employed all the time 
in addition to many other employees. Many young women 
in this area worked in the studio and many men and women 
came from distant points to learn the techniques used. An­
cestral portraits made in this studio are prized possessions 
in many families throughout this continent and in the 
British Isles. Apparently the Stones were among the first 
ia the world to master the copying technique and to put it 
into mass production. 

In the background of the sketch can be seen the large 
studio, skylight. A studio of this type with the steady north 
light favored by artists was more important in the Stone 
family days than in these days of artificial lighting. 

The Stones occupied all 94 feet of the building on Market 
street. Today Mr. Premo occupies the two-story studio sec­
tion, and most of the building is occupied by the Clark and 
Foote furniture and undertaking business. 

Dewitt Allen took over the photographic business in 1906 
and operated it until 1923, when he died. Mr. Premo, who 
had worked for Mr. Allen and who went away to study the 
art, returned and took over the enterprise in 1925. 

The paint used to print "Stones Portrait House" on the 
exterior wall was apparently made of very special quality. 
The building has been painted several times; the new paint 
wears off but the original tracing of the trade name remains 
clear on the wall, apparently as enduring as the fame of the 
studio.
