Shannon was wounded and was
unable to continue with his unit.
While awaiting medical assistance,
he observed two of his comrades
fall wounded ahead of his position,
and realizing that they were in
danger of further wounds or death,
Sergeant Shannon proceeded to the
wounded men and assisted them
uptil all three were evacuated.
