A total of 180 blood donations 
were given at the l.'ith internation­
al clinic sponsored by the Potsdam 
branch of the American Red Cross 
and operated by a mobile unit of 
the Canadian Red Cross Society of 
Ottawa, at Potsdam high school 
Sunday. The grand total of do­
nations from the ]3 clinics is 2,-
144, 

Dr. G. W. Dunning of Ottawa, 
chairman of the mobile unit com­
mittee of the Canadian Red Cross 
Society of Ottawa; Mrs. Mayme 
Cheshire, t ransport driver, and 
Miss Mary Gifford and Miss Lorna 
Johnson, nurse technicians, made 
up the Ottawa delegation. 

Assisting the members of the 
Potsdam branch of the Red Cross, 
were Potsdam physicians, Potsdam 
hospital nurses, private duty nurs­
es and stretcher bearers. 

Following the clinic, Miss Char­
lotte Rawling, superintendent of 
nurses a t Potsdam hospital, and 
Paul P. Sobering, superintendent 
a t the hospital, were, hostess and 
host at a dinner served to the Ot­
tawa delegation, and to Mrs. Ruth 
Boorne, captain of the motor corps 
of the Potsdam branch; Mrs. Eliza­
beth EI t ing, blood donor chair­
man, Mrs. Allan Gurley, nurses ' 
aide, and George W. Sisson, 3rd. 
branch chairman. 

Contrary to rumors, blood clinics 
will be continued in Potsdam. I t 
w a s pointed out tha t blood is still 
urgently needed in the Pacific and 
t h a t Canadian processed serum 
withstands "tropical climates. Whole 
blood is still shipped by air to 
London for distribution through­
out Europe. 

Because the laboratories in Tor­
onto, where the blood from Pots­
d a m is processed, are closed 
[throughout the month of July, no 

l inks will be scheduled for Pots-
lam until August. A survey of 
;he needs of the armed forces is 
eing made at the present t ime, 

[with the stepping up of activity in 
t h e Pacific, more and more whole 
Blood and serum will be needed.

Pfc. Paul Tebo, 
War Prisoner 

Pfc. Paul W. Tebo, a prisoner of 
the German government for nearly 
six months, was returned to mili­
tary control May 9, accouling to 
a war depar tment telegram receiv­
ed by his parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
Arthur N. Tebo, Prospect street, 
Norwood. 

Pr iva te First Class Tebo was 
first listed missing in action as of 
November 13,1944. In Febuiary, 
his parents received a card from 
him relat ing tha t he was being 
held a prisoner by the Nazis. 

The local soldier entered service 
June 7, 1943, while a student at 
Clarkson. He went overseas to 
France in August, 1944. 

A brother, Pvt. William Tebo, is 
serving- in Germany with the med­
ical corps. 

I Governor Thomas E. Dewey has 
j signed a bill, drafted by Former 
j District Attorney Allan L. Gui'ley 
.of Potsdam, and introduced in the 
legislature by Assemblyman Allan 
P. Sill and Senator Rhoda Fox 
Graves, which simplifies a section 
of the state code of criminal court 
procedure. 

The change of the law has to do 
with the disposal of demurrers to 
indictments, criminal charges. Un­
der the old form the defendant 
often was held to be under the 
necessity of objecting to all .counts 
in an indictment or none. For in­
stance: a man could be indicted on 
several charges with some of the 
counts faulty. Under the new 
form of the law the defendant 
could object to the faulty counts 
and trial could proceed on the main 
charge. 

This gap in the Code of Criminal 
Procedure was a point in t h e trial 
of Hines, the notorious Tammany 
politician, who was indicted and 
convicted when Mr. Dewey was 
district attorney of New York 
County. When this point was 
brought up Supreme Court Justice 
Ferdinand Pecora held that the law 
should be changed to permit the 
dropping of faulty counts in an in-

Persons who have made applica­
tions for sugar a t the local ration­
ing board have expressed surprise 
on receipt of certificates of pur­
chase when they noted the allot­
ment does not amount to 20 pounds 
each. 

The local board with many oth­
ers has been formed to perform 
some calculations in order to as­
sure as many persons as possible 
of some sugar. Although t h e an­
nounced f igure was 20 pounds the 
quota of sugar assigned to this 
terr i tory is far short of the 
amount which would make this 
possible. A s a result the board had 
to divide t h e number of applicants 
•and their family members into the 
pounds allocated and thereby* find 
the average amount which can be 
allowed. 

Rush for Blanks 
There h a s been a rush for blanks 

at the local office since forms were 
ready for distribution. Board offic­
ials fear t h e number who seek 
sugar this year for canning may j 
far exceed the total for last year. ' 

Increase in the number of appli­
cations is believed to be the re­
sul t of announcements tha t the 
sugar supply is far below normal. 

O. H. Lamborn, president of 
Lamborn and Company, New York, 
sugar brokers , s tated "the people 
of the United States face the most 
critical s u g a r famine in their his­
tory ." 

The recent cut in consumer su­
g a r rations by extending Stamp 36 
through Augus t 31, is reported as 
jus t the f i r s t step in the general 
curtailment program. 

Will Not Replace Stamps 
Industrial users a r e expected to 

have their allocations reduced 
sharply for the last half of 1945— 
and that means less commercial 
baked goods, less ice cream,' soft 
drinks and candy. 

Government estimates set sugar 
available for civilians for all of 
1945 at a maximum of 5,000,000 
tons—a drop of 1,100,000 tons 
from the to ta l civilian consump­
tion last year . 

Greatest single factor in reduct­
ion of sugar supplies is said to be 
a drought in Cuba which cut the 
crop there 600,000 to 700,000 tons 
below advance estimates. 

The local board also announced 
tha t i t can no t and will not replace 
any sugar s tamp which is reported 
as lost. There have been too many, 
of these especially since the com­
modity was reported below normal, 
a board official said.

Code of Criminal Procedure 
Section 323—Grounds of demur­

rer. 
The defendant m a y demur to the 

indictment, 1 or any county there­
of, when it appears upon the face 
thereof: 

1. That the grand jury by which 
it was found, had no legal author­
ity to inquire into the crime charg­
ed; 2 or 

2. That the indictment does not 
conform substantially to the re­
quirements of sections two hundred 
and seventy-five and tivo hundred 
seventy-six; or 

3. That more t h a n one crime is 
charged in the indictment within 
the meaning of sections two hun­
dred and seventy-eight or two hun­
dred seventy-nine; o r 

4. That the facts stated do not 
constitute a crime; o r 

5. That the indictment contains 
matter , which, if t rue , would con­
sti tute a legal justification o r ex­
cuse for the acts charged, or other 
legal bar to the prosecution,

Brides Fail To 
List New Name 
On U.S. Record 

War marriages are a cause of 
concern with local Social Security 
offices because brides, including 
some from Potsdam have failed to 
change their names on the social 
security records, Charles E. Ridg-
way, Jr., manager of t h e Social 
Security Board in Ogdensburg 
stated today. 

"The name on the social security 
account number card of a worker 
should be the same as the name 
the employer uses on his payroll," 
Mr. .Ridgway explained. "When a 
worker changes the name she uses 
at work, she should also have he r 
name changed on her social secur­
ity card. Until she advises the So­
cial Security Board of her new 
name, the company will be report­
ing her wages under a name and 
number which do not correspond 
with the Social Security record and 
she may not receive ci'edit for such 
ivages on her social security ac­
count, the loss of which could mean 
smaller or perhaps no benefits to 
her or to her survivors. 

"When any worker wishes to 
change the names used on the So­
cial Security records, a form OAR-
7003 should be obtained from a 
Social Security Board office. If 
you visit the local office in the 
Post Office Building, Ogdensburg, 
they will be glad to give you this 
and any other assistance."

He is 
survived by his parents, his wife, 
the former Miss Elsie Keith of 
Palmer, Mass., whom he married in 
1939; three baby sons, Thomas, Jr.,'

old; his sister, Mrs. Bernard 
(Pearl) Taylor of Potsdam; two 
brothers in service, Cpl. Carl 
Brown, who was wounded twice in 
the bat t les in the European thea­
t r e ; A / S Earl Brown, USNR, who 
is at Newport, R. I., and a brother, 
John E .

Lieut. J. C. Sisson 
Gives Talk On 
Army Point System 

Lieut. Je rome C. Sisson, assist­
a n t army ground forces liaison of­
ficer at Camp Beale, told members 
of the Marysville Exchange club 
t h e facts and regulations govern­
i n g the new army point system for 
discharge, Wednesday a t the club's 
luncheon session a t the Hotel 
Marysville, Calif. 

Lieut. Sisson explained there are 
four facts on which points are bas­
ed for discharge purposes: F i r s t is 
length of service; second, overseas 
service; third, combat service and 
bat t le awards, etc.; fourth is the 
number of dependents a soldier 
m a y have a t home. 

Time and awards da te from Sep­
tember 16, 1940, according to the 
speaker. 

No officers have been yet dis­
charged a t Beale through the point 
system according to Lieut. Sisson. 
Another i tem, the speaker pointed 
out, is the type of work a soldier 
m a y be. doing. If it is judged es­
sential he may be held further re­
gardless of point system rating. 

A t the .conclusion of the talk a 
number of questions were asked by 
t h e members of the club. 

The speaker was introduced by 
Lieut, Carl Beuoy, public relations 
officer at Beale.

Her work in founding 
the first school for the training of 
public school music teachers in 
1884 will ever add distinction to 
the local Touchers College and to 
Potsdam. 

This year the observance follows 
a breakfast given a t the home of 
Miss Helen Hosmer, Baccalaureate 
Sunday, June 10. As is the custom 
the Crane Alumni will have as 
their guests the group of music 
supervisors of the graduating 
class. I t is a gracious induction 
of the new members into the or­
ganization. It is planned to have 
one of Miss Crane's nieces relate 
personal reminiscenses of her fam­
ous relative, and talks will be giv­
en by Miss Marie Schuette and 
Miss Helen Hosmer, the first to 
concern the Crane Room in the 
College Museum and the second on 
the work of the Chapters. Letters 
will be lead from alumni in ab­
sentia. 

The Crane Alumni Association is 
much mure than an organized 
group of graduates who received 
an official document in Potsdam, 
indicating that a music supervis­
or's course had been completed. 
With no fulsome expression it can 
be said lo be an organized group 
spirit. This group spirit emanates 
from men and women who have 
been nurtured on Julia E. Crane's 
rich vipws of service to others. Al­
though Miss Crane passed on in 
the spring of 1923, the principles 
of her good work have endured in 
the teachings and spirit of the 
gi'aduates who knew her personally 
and later through students of stu­
dents of theirs in one continuing 
process. 

Crane alumni who live in Pots­
dam have given generously, of their 
services year after year, some in 
an official capacity within the as­
sociation itself, others in promot­
ing social events that insure a clos­
er acquaintance with the Crane 
student body, and all in altruistic 
contribution to their material wel­
fare and to the welfare of the 
Teachers College. 

The first gift from an alumna 
came in 1924, the Mable Aherle 
Prize, and in the early days was 
bestowed at Commencement. The 
Crane Memorial Library was 
founded in 1925 by former students 
as an objective testimonial of their 
high regard for their beloved 
teacher. In this year also, a cor­
poration of alumni and their 
friends was formed to carry on the 
Crane Normal Insti tute of Music. 
The late Charles H. Sisson was its 
president. It was in existence un­
til the spring of 1926 when the 
s ta te bought the school and made 
it the Crane Department of Music 
of the local institution by legisla­
tive action. 

The first chapter of the Crans 
Alumni Association, known as the 
Julia E. Crane Chapter became a 
reality in New York City, in 1925. 
From tha t time until the present, 
chapters have been founded ali 
over the state. Besides the New 
York chapter, they comprise groups 
at Utica, Binghamton, Albany, 
Ballston Spa with Glens Fal ls , Sy­
racuse, Buffalo and Potsdam. 

The Alumni promoted the paint­
ing of Miss Crane's portrai t in 
1934 and in recent yeai's the Frank­
lin H. Bishop Memorial Prize. A 
gift of $500 from the Mable Eberle 
t rust fund was the initial payment 
towards the purchase of the Stein-
way concert grand piano, a pro­
ject in which Crane Alumni join­
ed other well-wishei'S of the col­
lege. The association established 
the Julia E. Crane Loan Fund for 
needy students. This is the special 
enterprise of the Potsdam Chapter 
and has grown through the giving 
of teas, benefits, card parties, per-
sonel gifts, programs and through 
a defense stamp campaign by 
which a War Savings Bond was 
purchased. 

Donations from the various 
chapters have made possible the 
transportation of the Phoenix Club 
to Syracuse, to New York City and 
to Pit tsburgh. An outstanding 
number of Crane graduates swelled
