In the above drawing the Courier artist has sketched one 

of the oldest houses in the village of Potsdam and one of the 
oldest in this area. 

I t is the home of Miss Elizabeth Brown at 37 Main St. The 
house was built of native sandstone and it was one of the 
first residences made of this enduring and attractive mat­
erial. Miss Brown inherited the house from her uncle, George 
Little, who was head of the municipal water works comm­
ission for many years. 

Efforts to establish the date of erection proved unavailing 
as Miss BrdWn is out of town. But is was established that in 
1865 the house was the residence of H. I. Knowles. 

The Knowles family was one of the earliest of the pioneer 
families to interest itself in constructing buildings from 
sandstone. Libert Knowles, a Federalist and a Whig, was 
the first of the family to settle here. 

The Potsdam Centennial, more than forty years ago, was 
held in-the house next door, now the residence of Mr. and 
Mrs. Harley A. Sackett, because the Sackett home is also 
an old house and because the residence sketched above is 
older than the village corporation. 

The house has deeply recessed windows in the massive 
walls and other attributes of old well built homes. It has been 
standing for more than a century on the spot which is 'now 
Main and Division streets. 

The craftsmen of that day built for posterity.

FRANK WRIGHT 

Nation-Wide Problem 
(The following editorial, reprinted from The New York 

Times, outlines one of the great problems of our day which 
exists in almost every community in the nation. Private and 
public housing experts generally are of the opinion that 
housing will furnish the greatest impetus to the postwar 
prosperity we all hope for. It is generally held, by those in 
government service as well as in private enterprise, that 
private capital and private construction firms can do the 
best job in building homes for America. The time for con­
crete efforts to solve this major problem is approaching 
ever closer . . . Ed) 

The adequate housing, of millions of American families 
constitutes not only a grave social problem but is also a 
challenge to private initiative. In a nation so technologically 
advanced in many fields it is an anomaly that of the-coun­
try 's some 37,000,000 housing units in 1940, approximately 
14,000,000 lacked running water and 8,000,000 had no elec­
tricity. Henry Kaiser has announced the formation of a cor­
poration to build complete communities. He plans to stream­
line construction methods in producing some 10,000 homes 
this year. The plan envisions two and three bedroom homes 
on large landscaped lots at less than $5,000 a home. 

The problem of adequate housing is closely linked with 
family income, plus a typical American aversion to commun­
ities of box-like homes that have heretofore been the fre­
quent result of factory manufacture. Mr.. Kaiser's corporat­
ion will avoid th,e latter. There is little question that modern 
science and skillful planning can produce and sell a $5,000 
home at a profit if the operation is large enough to use to 
advantage what has been learned about manufacturing in 
recent years. The demand for new homes will be one of the 
bulwarks of post-war prosperity. WPB and NHA have re­
laxed restrictions so that at least 250,000 new dwellings may 
be built in the next twelve months. 

The problem on a national scale, however, is to provide 
decent living accommodations for the lowest fifth of the in­
come bracket. Before the war some 30,000,000 American 
families had an income of $2,000 or less, according to the 
Cencus of 1940. The home that is economically justifiable 
for the $2,500 to $3,500 income is not possible for the family 
with a $1,500 income. As a national policy it is long past the 
time when we should agree that slum areas, urban and rural, 
be abolished. It will probably be necessary for a time that 
Federal and State moneys be used to aid this .purpose. It js 
not too much to hope, however, in the coming age of new 
materials and new methods that pleasant homes of $3,000 
value be available for those whose income is low. Human 
beings are entitled to live in a decent environment, and good 
housing is an integral phase of national welfare. 

Memorial Day 1945 
Memorial Day this year has a greater and more poignant 

meaning to all except the most soul-numbed than at any 
time, perhaps, since the Civil War. 

In carefully tended cemeteries, in old burying grounds on 
farms and on lonely hillsides across the nation, American 
flags have been placed on the graves of the men. tind their 
womankind, who fought to make and keep America a nation 
of free men.

person or persons who have passed on. On this day they are 
remembered more often than any other clay of the year. 

Memorial Day should remind us that we live as we do to­
day because of the sacrifices and work of these honored dead.
