Miss Gamache plead guilty to a 
sealed indictment charging her 
with adultery and was sentenced 
to serve six months in county jail, 
the sentence being suspended and 
she being placed on probation for 
two years on condition that she re­
turns to her . Hudson Falls home 
within two or three days with her 
six months old child; tha t she have 
no furthur relations with Nyhan 
and the child does not become a 
public charge. 

After being sentenced, she re ­
quested permission to see Nyhan 
but Judge Hanmer said. "No, if 
you can't realize tha t you are thru 
with the man, I will make sure 
you are."

Archie A. Tower, Winthrop, and 
M-Sgt. Lester E. Gale; Tec 5 Lyle'

"I wish to extend my personel 
congratulations and * my heartfelt 
appreciation to every one of you 
for the magnificent job you have 
done," Gen. Doolittle said in a 
message to all personnel. 

"Each of you," he continued, 
'.may be proud of your par t in the 
defeat of Germany. I am proud of 
you. The world is proud of yon." 

The Eighth Air Force was the 
world's mightiest strategic bomb­
ing force. Its personnel of 185,000 
was the equivalent of 12 infantry 
divisions, and it could send 21.U00 
airmen in 2,000 four-engine bomb­
ers and 1,000 fighters over Ger­
many a t one time, a combat effort 
possible only through the support 
of tens of thousands of non-flying 
specialists. 

Since August, 1942, when com­
bat operations began, Flying For­
tresses and Liberators of the 
Eighth dropped more than 7T)0,000 
tons of bombs on enemy targets . 
Fighter pilots shot down 5,250 
Nazi planes and destroyed 4,250 
others on the ground. Bomber gun­
ners shot 6,000 German intercep­
tors out of the air. 

The Eighth dropped an average 
of a ton of bombs every minute of 
the last 12 months. 

Airmen of the Eighth were the 
first Americans to attack Germany.
