The women's societies in those 
"'ays made clothes for the destitute 
nd gratuitously provided board 

'.or worthy and needy academy 
tudents. It was called the Dor­
as Sewing Society and when Mrs. 

Sewall Raymond, one of its most 
"ffieient memhers died, Mr. Hitch-
kin preached a t her funeral from 
•he t ex t : "And all the widows 

Btood by her weeping showing the 
coats and the garments which she 
had made while she was with 
them." The occasion was so hal­
lowed by her beautiful life and Hie 
assurance that she had entered up­
on he r reward, that heavenly joy 
so filled the house that it could 
hardly have been called a sad oc­
casion. 

Dr. Plumb was followed in the 
pastorate by a young man just out 
from the Theological School, Jere­
miah F. Rankin, but one who was 
destined to make for himself a 
name of national fame. Mr. Ran­
kin was ordained and in-lall.'d 
February 27, 1855, and was dis­
missed January 1, 1857. Mr. Ran­
kin went from this parish to the 
Congregational church of St. Al­
bans," Vt., and this was followed 
by pastorates in some of the most 
influential churches of the Con­
gregational denomination. The 
last years of his life were spent 
in the presidency of Howard Uni­
versity, Washington, D. C. Dr. 
Rankin was also the author of the 
well known hymn, "God be with 
you till we meet again." He died 
at Cleveland, Ohio, November 27, 
1904, aged 76. 

The Rev. Richard R. Kirk wa.« 
called September 1(5, 1857, and dis­
missed March 18G(1. The most im­
portant event in the pastorate of 
Mr. Kirk was the change- from 
Congregational polity though af­
filiated with Presbytery, to the- full 
Presbyterian form of government. 
For this purpose a special meeting 
was held on the 2lilh day of Octo­
ber, 1851. At this meeting a pe­
tition was signed by 48 of the male 
members of the church requesting 
the change. The only surviving 
person who signed the petition is 
Mr. Francis G. Gnndale. When 
the proposition was put to a vote 
in the meeting if seems that all of 
the men hut one voted for it and 
that all of the women voted in the 
affirmative. Six elders were elect­
ed and it was also voted that the 
deacons then serving be ex-officio 
members of the Session. The six 
elders chosen were Horace Allen, 
Moses Huntley, Abiel M. Smith, H. 
L. Knowles, George W. Bonney, C. 
C. Bates. Deacons Milton Brown 
and Ira ' Chandler were made ex-
officia members of the Session 
and Milton Brown was chosen clerk 
nf the session, which position he 
held until his death; At a later 
meeting Ira L. Knowles, George 
W. Bonney and C. C. Bates de­
clined to serve as elders and John 
Hamlin, Rue] Shaw and William A. 
Smith were chosen to the positions 
thus made vacant . 

Under the old form of govern­
ment monthly churrh meetings 
were held and quite complete rec­
ords were kept of these Hirelings. 
We have no record of I he first fif­
teen years but from lN2ti to fhr 
change to Presbyterian govern 
ment there were but Irn rlrrl .s . Of 
this number four belonged to the 
Smith family, viz, John C. Smith, 
Truman Smith, Justus Smith, ami 
A. M. Smith. Of Ihrsi' I lie t i^ l 
three were brothers. Dr. Plumb 
said at, the funeral of Truman 
Smith: "He was a man of line 
mind and of extensive reading anil 
information, having in his -null, 
had his wishes much sol on d i lu t ­
ing his life to the gospel minis­
try.

which ho was p l a c d . " Two of tin 
nnnilii•!• were pastors, Mr. Hoyt 
and Dr. Plumb and they were all 
o.'cellem pen nicn with the excep-
t of Dr. Plumb. Milton Bmwn 
v as clerk when the change of gov­
ernment was made. From ISfiSJ to 
the present day, during which time 
\\ e have had a Church Session, we' 
have had but three clerks, viz, Mil­
ton- Brown, John A. Vance, and 
Joseph P. Bonney. 

Mr. Kirk resigned his pastorate 
the year following the change on 
account of poor health and died in 
New York City November 15, 18(12, 
aged 47. 

The Rev. Herman C. Riggs was 
called April 25, 18(11), and was in- j 
stalled May 7. 1SHS, and continued 
as pastor until July 9, 18H7. Mr. 
Riggs was here during the period 
of the Civil War and also during 
Hie building of the present edifice. 

A meeting of the congregation 
was held January 14, 18(17, at 
which meeting the trustees were 
authorized to sell to the State the 
brick church and lot, the same to 
be used in the construction of a 
State Normal School. The church 
reserved the sheds and the church i 
lurni ture, including seats, pews, 
lamps, pulpit, bell, carpets, chairs, 
etc. The sum received to be not 
less than $10,1100. At the same 
meeting the trustees were also au­
thorised to sell the conference 
loom or rather to take steps to 
procure the necessary authori ty, 
from the Supreme Court enabling 
them to make such conveyance. 

After disposing of their church 
property the question of a new 
site arose. Mr. George W. Bonney 
recognising the valuable site on 
which the church now stands and 
knowing that the price was too 
high, bought the entire lot and 
sold to the Church the corner at a 
much less price than his original 
purchase. 

The present edifice was begun in 
ISfiS, finished March 17, 1872, and 
dedicated June 5, 1872. I ts value 
was estimated in 1872 at $3r!,(IOD. 
The first service was held in the 
chapel of the present church Sun­
day November 2, 18(ii), Rev. H. C. 
Riggs came here for the occasion. 

Five members of the congrega-
viz, W. J . Barnum, George W. Bon­
ney, Henry h. Knowles, W. A. San-
I' rd, and Henry Wntkins, gave 
¥1.1100 each for the new building.
