In the above sketch our artist has drawn the First Church 

of Christ Scientist, located on the corner of Main Street and 
Pierrepont Avenue, Potsdam. 

The local church draws its membership from Potsdam and 
the surrounding communities. The reading room and the 
small auditorium are kept exceptionally tidy and polished 
and an atmosphere of restfulness and quiet charm is felt by 
even unperceptive visitors. 

The local Christian Science Society was organized in 1902 
and was incorporated in 1919. For some time rooms were 
leased on Market Street. In 1919, the Abbott property was 
and remodeled into a church. The first services were held 
there in September of that year. 

As a Science church is never dedicated until all indebted­
ness against it has been discharged, the dedication cere­
monies were not held until 25 years ago. At this ceremony 
Miss E. M. Storms and Mrs. John Landon, first and second 
readers, read the regular service. There was a solo by Jerome 
Sisson and a sketch of the church was given by Miss Julia 
E. Crane. 

This church has sponsored aiuiually a Christian Science 
Lecture, free to the public, since 1905, which always receives 
public recognition. 

A definition of Christian Science was given in the Message 
to the Mother Church in 1902 as follows: 

"To live and let live without clamor for distinction, 
Kor recognition; to wait on divine love; to write truth 
first on the tablet of one's own heart,,—-this is the 
sanity and perfection of living, and my human ideal". 

An Excellent Choice 
At their convention held at Lowville, last week, the North­

ern New York Volunteer Firemen's Association paid honor 
to a local man when they elected Chief James J. Doyle, Jr. 
their president. This is an associaton of the volunteer fire­
men of the seven northern New York counties, Clinton, Ham­
ilton, Essex, Franklin, Jefferson, Lewis and St. Lawrence, 
and this is the first time they have so honored a member of 
our local department since 1927, when Chief Levi Rogers 
was chosen as their leader. 

Chief Doyle has always been an organization man with a 
tendency to subjugate his achievements to the aggrandize­
ment of his Department. However his ability as a fire fighter 
and as a leader of firemen has won him recognition through­
put Northern New York, even as we at home have come to 
know it. 

When he came to Potsdam, it was the natural thing for him 
to join the local Fire Department. He worked hard and tire­
lessly with the Department and recognizing his ability and 
leadership, they elected him their Chief. At the outset of his 
administration he became known as the "small town chief 
with the big city ideas." However his associates soon came to 
realize that this attitude worked to their advantage. In the 
age old controversy between practice and theory, he was con­
sidered a book fireman by some of the oldtimers. Always a 
believer in State training of volunteer firemen, he was one 
of the leaders in the fight to bring a State Fire School into 
the North Country and was elected vice-president of the St. 
Lawrence County Fire Defense Training School. This school 
functioned for 2 years, until the appropriation was dropped 
from the budget, and communities of the County derived 
much benefit from the knowledge attained by members of 
their fire departments. This school also proved to the skeptics 
that theory is a necessary adjunct to efficiency in modern 
fire fighting. 

With the organization of Civilian Protection in Potsdam, 
Chief Doyle proved his merit as an instructor when he pre­
sented a complete course in firemanics in ten lectures to the 
auxiliary firemen which was both instructive and interesting. 
He also'delivered lectures to the general public at the High 
School, State Teachers College and the Civic Center on War 
G.a.ses and Incendiary Bombs. 

Cinder his administration the Potsdam Fire Department 
hatf prospered and we understand enjoys the best financial 
condition it has known since its organization. This has not 
been attained through any penny pinching policy. The mem­
bers , of the Department have been treated to two banquets 
each year, a Stag Banquet in the Spring following the Annual 
Review, and a Ladies Night Banquet in mid winter, and the 
members of the Department have been high in their praise 
of the advantages they have enjoyed when they attend con­
ventions. 

It is* however, in Chief Doyle's ability as a protector of 
lives air.d property of our citizens that we are most interested. 
His handling of the Kinney and Star Theatre fires, under 
adverse conditions, brought commendation of his cool, clear 

thinking .and good judgment, when serious danger threatened. 
Recognised as a keen student of size-up, many times, known 
only to those interested, his quick decisive directions have 
prevented minor fires from developing into major conflagrat­
ions. A strict disciplinarian at fires, his popularity with his 
firemen is evidenced by his repeated election as their Chief. 

The members of the Northern New York Firemen's Assoc­
iation .should be commended for their selection of Chief Doyle 
as Pi-frpidcnf of Uir orpmizalion. A more capable man to fill 
the impuiUnt oli'Uue would be hard to imd.

The Phoenix Club of the college 
sang three numbers, "My Soul 
there is a Country" by Wairell , 
"Ave Maria" by Vittoria and 
"Sound Asleep" by Vaughn Wil­
liams. The Scripture was read bv 
Rev. J. Thurston Travis, rector of 
Trinity Episcopal church. Follow­
ing the sermon by Dr. Poteat, Car-
ilyn Dobson played a violin solo, 
Adnante from "Symphonie espag-
nole," Opus 21 by Edouard Labi. 
Betty Lou Portz was the accom­
panist. 

Rev. Paul A. Roy, pastor of the 
First Methodist church, gave the 
benediction and the recessional was 
"Triumphal March" by Lemens. 

Following is a resume of the 
sermon: 

"I t is a part of the faith of our 
Christian culture tha t the amount 
of our freedom is proportional to 
the measures of our knowledge. 
Hence we believe in education be­
cause its end-product is thought to 
be freedom. Thus the natutal tie-up 
between intelligence and liberalism. 

"This faith is thought to be sup­
ported by one of the most familiar 
of aphorisms: Ye shall know the 
truth, and the t ruth shall make you 
free. And yet we are confronted by 
the current paradox that shows the 
wisest generation in history in 
bondage to tendencies that threaten 
civilization with destruction. We 
lire close to the necessity of admit­
ting that a knowledge of the truth 
does not make us flee. On the 
contrary. 

"If this casts suspicion on one of 
the best-loved of the sayings of 
Jesus, we need but to read to full 
statement of which unly the latter 
half is familiar. What he said was 
in effect: ii you accept, my words 
and become truly my discipled—i.e. 
practice the discipline implicit in 
my words; then you will know the 
truth—or acquire skill in appro­
priating life, and this skill will 
provide the experience of freedom. 
To say this is true; to say only the 
lattei half is less than a half truth. 

"This is true in a r t and science. 
The musician has to accept certain 
basic physical laws; he had to 
establish a discipline based on those 
laws; and by the skill which re­
sults from a continued discipline 
he is "free" from the awkwardness 
anil uncertainty t ha t the novice ex­
hibits. Similarly the doctor who 
must accept basic physical laws 
about the human organism; must 
also by endless practice develop 
his skill in healing to the point that 
finally he loses all the early tenta-
tiveness and restraint of his first 
case. 

"This same series of steps must 
be followed through in ordinal y 
human relationships if we are to 
become skillful livers. Scorn of 
moral laws or mere consent to law 
without cultivated • discipline in 
terms of law is not going to pro­
duce moral virtuosity. It is the man 
who thinks freedom is scorn of 
law or neglect of discipline who 
places evil emphasis the phrase: 
know the t ruth and be free. I t is 
the man who, accepting the basic 
laws of human life, devotes his 
time and enei gy to practicing: these 
laws, who become free from the 
fumbling, the dishonesty and the 
evasiveness that the moral amateur 
exhibits the effort to live success­
fully. 

"This is pertinent to the current 
world scene. We shall not will free­
dom from the indescribable bon­
dage in which we are held, by con­
ferences and pacts—necessary as 
they are. Only as we make 'our­
selves skillful in our relations with 
our fellows, according to the for­
mula which Jesus set forth will we 
win the personal, group and global 
freedom for which we yearn."

The Junior Red Cross of Pots­
dam Branch, Ameiican Red Cross, 
under the leadership of Mrs. C. R.

The U. S. Office of Education 
recognizes tha t Junior Red Cross 
members aie in the best possible 
position to help children in liber­
ated natiuns, and has commended 
the American Junior Red Cross as 
the agency through which boys 
and girls in schools can best serve 
children abroad. Seventy four box­
es were filled and sent to Junior 
Red Cross Store Room, North At­
lantic Area, 7 East 20th St., New 
York 3, N. Y. Blotters and slate 
pencils for all boxes were donated 
by J. R. Weston, Inc. One thousand 
stickers to be used on the boxes, 
Christmas cards and other mater­
ials were donated by Mrs. Robert 
J. Reynolds. Numerous articles 
were donated by members of the 
J. R. C. The cost of the boxes, 
eclusive of donations, was $136.89, 
or $1.84 per box. 

Contents of a sample educational 
gift box are : 3 pencils in a flat 
ease; pen holder; dozen pen points; 
box of crayons; 3 small pads of 
paper1; eraser; compass; protract­
or; felt penwiper, colored drawing 
pencils; modeling clay; slate pen­
cil; blotter; cake of toilet soap; 
toothbrush; toothpaste; washcloth; 
pocket comb; needles, thread, thim­
ble; matched buttons on card; 
handkerchief; small bag of mar­
bles; small notebook. Many boxes 
also contained some of these items 
—one small game or toy, (doll, 
ball, top, puzzle, whistle, pocket-
knife, set of colored pencils, color­
ed chalk.) Children cooperated en-
thusiastically in this project, class-, 
es competing with one another in! 
making most economical purchases 
and best selections. The gift boxis 
are small (9x4x3 inches) but th*y 
hold a wide variety of needed sup­
plies. 

Mrs. Van Housen's inspiring 
leadership and the fine achieve­
ment of the boys and girls deserves 
highest praise. In addition to this ' 
project, Junior Red Cross has been 
occupied in salvage and collection 
of paiter throughout the School of 
Practice, making- of scrap books 
for hospitalized wounded, and 
making of Christmas Cards for 
hospital use. Further work on the 
educational boxes is planned for 
the fall school term. 

Slight Increase 
In Polio Cases K 

On the eve of infantile paralysis 
summer uutbreaks, a recapitulation 
of the figures available, show that 
the number of poliomyelitis cases 
in the country is running about 
fifty per cent ahead of a year ago, 
it was announced today by Dr. Don 
W. Gudakunst, Medical Director of 
The National Foundation for In­
fantile Paralysis, Inc. As of mid-
May, the number of new cases this 
year were 642 as compared with 
484 cases for the same period in 
1944. 

Sharp increases have been re­
ported in the New England states, 
Middle Atlantic states, South At­
lantic area, and the East South 
Central states. In the Pacific 
Coast and West South Central 
areas which have been hard hit 
during the past two years, there 
has been a noticeable drop in the 
number of new cases. The remain­
der of the country is running about 
the same as last year. 

While the. fact tha t there are 
fifty per cent more cases in the 
country this year than in the same 
period in 1944, "this is not an 
alarming situation but it should be 
watched carefully," said Dr, Guda­
kunst.
